CHAPTER83.

LAW AGAINST DRTJNKENESSAND PROFANESPEAKING.

Chap:83 Be it Enacted&c. Thatif anypersonShall be drunk, or
Curse, Swear,Speakprophanelyor obscenly,Such personShall be
punishedaccordingto Law, by anyoneJusticeof thepeace,Soasthe
offencebein thepresenceof anyofficer, or magistrateorby theparties
Confessing,or the evidenceof two Crediblepersons. . . And if any
Justiceof the peaceor otherpublick officer shallbe Convictedof any
of theaforesaidCrimes,heeshallpaydoublethepenaltymentionedin
the Law that providesagainstsuch offenders,andbe dismissedhis
office.
