Be it enactedby theAuthority aforesaidThatasin divers Lawsthe

penaltyof theOffenceis thusExprest,eitheracertainSumof money,

or acertainTimeof Imprisonmentat hardLabourin thehouseof Cor-
rection, It shallbe Left to the Choiceofthe Civil Magistrate;which of

the two punishmentshe will inflict upon the personsso offend-

ing—And whosoevershallknowof anyof the aforementionedoffences

& inform the Civil Magistrat thereof, shall have one third of the

Fine—Andif anyoneshallconcealsuchperson,heor sheshallpayone

halfof thefine duefrom the guilty person.
