CHAPTER 53.

[563] THE LAW ABOUT HOUSE OF CORRECTION.

Be it enacted by the authority aforesaid that every County within
this Province of Pensilvania and Territories thereunto belonging, shall
before the last day of the tenth month next ensuing at their own Cost
and Charge erect, build, or cause to be built in the most convenient
place in each County repsectively a sufficient house at least 20 foot
square for Restraint Correction, Labour & punishment of all such per-
sons as shall be thereunto Committed by Law, And that every County
failing herein shall forfeit and pay 40 pounds to be Levyed on the goods
& Chattells of the Inhabitants of such County.
