Be it Enactedby the Authority aforesaidThateverypersonintend-

ing to departor Leavethis Province& Territories thereof,shall pub-

lish his or her intention in writing affixed on the door of the County

Court,whereheeor sheeinhabits,thirty daysbeforehis orherdepar-

ture& shallhaveapassundertheCountySeal— Andif anyMasterof

Shipor Vesselor othersshallpresumeto Conveyortransportanyper-

sonout of this Provinceor territoriesthereof,without suchpass,shall

paythe damagesthat shallhappenthereby.

CHAPTER56.

[56] THE LAW ABOUT BUYING LAND OF NATIVES.

Be it Enactedby the authority aforesaid,That if any personshall

presumeto buy any Landof theNativesin the Limits ofthis province

Governourthereof, or his deputy,such personshall Lose the said

Land, and pay at the rate of ten shillings for every hundred acres

thereof,to the Governouror hisAssigns.
