God, suffer death,and onehalf of his Estateshall go to his Wife &

Children,andif no Wife nor Children,thento thenext ofhis kindred,

not descendinglowerthan to the Third Degreeto be claimedwithin

threeyearsafter hisdeath;And theotherhalfof hisestateto bedis-

posedof asthe Governourshall seemeet.

CHAPTER58.

[58] THE LAW ABOUT BINDING TO THE PEACE.

Be it Enactedby the Authority aforesaid,That whatsoeverperson

shallthreatenanother,to wound,kill or destroyhim, or harmhim to

his personor estate,Andthepersonso threatenedShallSolemnlytes-

tify as in the Sight of anAll-Seeing God, that heehathgroundgiven

him to believethat from suchthreateningheeis in dangerto be de-

stroyedor harmedeither in body or estate,Every such personso

threateningas aforesaid,shall be bound over with two Sufficient

Suretiesto appearat the next Sessionsof the County Court, to be

holdenfor suchrespectiveCounty,andto beproceededagainstaccord-

ing to Law, & to beboundto thepeaceor goodbehaviour.
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
