CHAPTER67.

[67] THE LAW AGAINST TRUCKINGWITH SERVANTS.

Be It Enactedby the Authority aforesaid,That no personshall at

any time hereafterwithin this provinceor Territories thereof,give,

trust, Sell or Disposeof any of his or her Master,Mistris or dame’s

goods,to any personwithout the Consentof the SaidMaster,Mistris

or dame;Andif anypersonShallatanytimehereaftertake,Receiveor

possessgoodsof any kind whatsoeverfrom any servantasaforesaid,

SuchpersonShallfor suchoffencebeLiableto paytotheownerof such

Servant,doublethe value thereof,andreturn the Said goodsto the

owneragain,or thevaluethereof.
