[72] THE LAWS AGAINST ROBBING & STEALING.

Be it Enactedby theAuthorityaforesaidThat if anypersonshallbe

LegallyConvictedof Stealingorfraudulentlytaking orCarryingaway

of anyLiving Goodsfrom anyInhabitantor othersin this provinceor

Territories,And the samegoodsor Thingsstolenbe foundalive & re-

turnedto the Owner.Thefelon shallmakedoubleSatisfaction,Andin

Casethegoodsstolenshall be deadGoods,or meerlypersonalor Liv-

ing goods& notRestored,Thefelon or saidthief shallmakethreefold

satisfaction,andreceiveCorporalpunishment,notexceedingtwenty

onestripes.

But if anypersonby Violent Assault or forcibly shall Rob or take

awayfrom any personhis or her money,or any goodsof anyValue

whatsoever,suchshallmakefourfold Restitution,& receiveCorporal

punishment,not exceedingtwentyone stripes— And in anyof these

caseshereinor in theforegoingParagraphmentionedwheretheparty

which stole or robbedbe not able to make Satisfactionaccordingly,

suchfellon, thief or Robbershall beobliged to Servitude,or be Com-

mitted to the houseof Correctionto be kept there,at hardLabourto

the behoofof the party wrongedaccordingto the discretion of the

Courtof Judicaturefor that CountywherethefactwasCommitted—

And if anypersonshall be againfound guilty of eitherof the Crimes

aforementioned,Shall suffer asat first, andwithall shall be soundly

whipt, notexceedingthirty onestripes,uponhisortheir barebacksin

the mostpublick placein that division in Sight ofthe Sheriffandsuch

Magistrateor Magistrates,beforewhom suchJudgmentor Sentence

waspassed.
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
