CHAPTER115.

THE LAW ABOUTTRADING WITH INDIANS.

WhereasgreatComplainthathbeenmadethatDivers personswho
areNon Resident& unsetledcomeinto this province& privately &
Clandestinelydeal& tradewith theIndianswhobyreasonof-theirnon
residenceas aforesaid& frequentremovalls from oneprovinceto
anotherarenot Carefull in Maintaininga fair Correspondencewith
thesaidIndians& oftenoppress& abusethemin theirwayoftrading
& Dealingwith them,whichmayprovoke& stir upthesaidIndiansto
arevengeof thesaidabusestothegreatprejudiceandDisquietudeof
the Inhabitantsof this provincewho are fixt therein& havebeen
Instrumentallin thesetling,promoteing& advanceingthewelfare&
well beingthereof.

Be it Enactedandit is herebyEnactedby the authorityaforesaid

That no personNonResidentEitheron shoreor on Boardanyvessell
(exceptsuchasComeherewith theirfamilieswithanIntentto Settle)
deal or trade with any Indianswithin this Governmentupon any
pretensewhatsoeverupontheforfeitureof five poundsfor Everysuch
offenceandthe goodssopurchasedonehalf to goeto thepubli-ekeuse
of theCountyandtheotherhalf to theDiscoverer.

AndBeIt furtherEnactedthatno Inhabitantswithin thisprovince
& Territoriesfrom henceforethunderthe penaltyaforesaidpresume
to Deal or trade with the Indians in the woodsat their towns or
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wigwamsafteranyprivateor Clandestinemannerbutattheir respec-
tive MansionhouseswhichsaidDwelling housesshallbeadjudgedso
to be, by the respectiveCourt in EachCounty, any Law Customor
usageto the ContraryNotwithstanding.
