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suchblackbirdsandcrowsthat shallbebroughtto themby the
inhabitantsas aforesaid,be attestedto the faithful discharge
of their duty therein, andto keepan exact account thereof
which accountshall be deemedgood andeffectual. And that
suchpersonsshall yearly bring in their accountsto the court
andgrandjury at suchtimesas is by law appointedfor calcu-
lating the public chargesof the county.

CHAPTER CXIII.

AN ACT FORTHE SALE OFTHE COURT-HOUSEAND PRISONIN THE COUNTY
OF CHESTER.

Whereasthe grand jury of the saidcounty havepetitioned
that a law might be madefor the selling of the court-house
andprisonlately ruinatedby fire, andthelot thereuntobelong-
ing beingtoo strait for suchapublicbuilding:

[SectionL] Be it enactedby the ProprietaryandGovernor,by
andwith the adviceandconsentof thefreemenof this Province
andTerritorje~in GeneralAssemblymet,andby theauthority
of the same,That any four justicesof the peaceof the said
county of Chesterfor the time being (the first in commission
being one) shall andare herebyenabledand empoweredby
their deedor deeds,undertheir handsandthe sealof the said
county, to sell, make over and convey the court-houseand
prisonwith the landthereuntobelonging,in the town of Ches-
ter, in the county aforesaid,to such personor personsas the
said justices shall see meet (and the value or price thereof
shall be paid into the public stock of the saidcountyfor the
useof the sameasthe lawdirects,andto no otherusewhatso-
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ever)theypublicly exposingthe sameby an openvenduein the
said town of Chester,giving public noticethereof at leastten
daysbeforesuch salebe made;andsuchsalewhen so made
shallandis herebymadegood to the purchaseror purchasers,
to all intentsandpurposesandto his andtheir heirs andas-
signsforever.

CHAPTERCXIV.

AN ACT AGAINST SELLING RUM AND OTHER STRONG LIQUORS TO THE
INDIANS.

Whereasour proprietary andgovernorand tile representa-
tives of the freemenof this provinceandterritoriesin General
Assemblymetarestill desirousto inducethe Indian nationsto
the loveof the Christianreligion, by the gentle,soberand just
mannersof professedChristians (under this government)toL
wardsthem;andit beingtoo obviousthatdiverspersonswithin
this province have used and practiced the selling of runt,
brandyand other strongliquors in suchquantitiesto the In-
dians,many of whomarenot yet ableto governthemselvesin
the use thereof (as by sadexperienceis too well known) that
theyare generallyapt to drink to greatexcess,wherebythey
are not only liable to be cheated,andreducedto greatpoverty
and want, but somtimesinflamed to destroy themselvesand
oneanother,andterrify, annoyandendangerthe inhabitants:
andforasmuchasseveralsachemsor sachemucks,kingsof the
Indian nations,have,in their treatieswith the proprietaryand
governor, earnestlydesiredthat no Europeanshould be per-
mitted to carry rum to their towns, becauseof the rni~chiefs,
before expressed:and sincetheseevil practicesplainly tend
to thegreatdishonorof God, scandalof the Christianreligion,
