CHAPTER CXCVIII.

AN ACT FOR AMENDING DIVERS LAWS THERIEIN MENT’IONDD.

Forasmuchastheseverallaws,hereinaftermentioned,want
alterationandamendmentin somebranchesthereof:

[Section 1.1 Be it thereforeenactedby CharlesGookin, Es-
quire, by the Queen’sroyal approbation,Lieutenant-Governor
underWilliam Penn,Esquire,true and absoluteProprietai’y
and Governor-in-Chiefof theProvinceof Pennsylvania,&c., by
and with the adviceand consentof the freemen of the said
Provincein GeneralAssembly met, and by authority of the
same, That all the courtsof commonpleasin the respective
countiesof Philadelphiaand Chestershall begin on the day
called Wednesday,next after the day appointedby the law
entitled “An act to establishcourtsof judicaturein this pro-
vince,”’ for the quarter-sessionsto begin on, in eachof the
said counties. And that the courts of quarter-sessionsfor
thecountyof Bucks, sball’beginon thethird Tuesdayin every
of the monthscalled March, June,Septemberand December.
And that the courts of common pleasfor the said county of
Bucksshallbeheldat Bristol on thethird Wednesdayin every
of the samemonths,anything in the said act to the contrary
notwithstanding; andthat two at leastof the justicesof the
court of commonpleasfor thecounty of Philadelphia(on the
day six weeksnext after the first day of the said courts of

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commonpleasthere)shall attendat theplacewherethe said
courtsare appointedto be held to hearmotions,and do and
perform all other things which they or any one or more of
them, in and by the lastmentionedact, is or areempowered
and directedto do and performin the said intermediate,or
six weekscourts. And that no rules shall be madeor days
given for pleas,replications,or otherpleadings,to any other
time or place betweenthe said quarterly courts of common
pleas,saveonly to the saidintermediatecourts,any practice,
rules or usageto the contrarynotwithstanding.

[Section III And be it further enacted, That when judg-
ment is obtainedagainstany personfor debt,pursuantto a
law of this provinceentitled“An actfor determiningof debts
underforty shillings,”1 executionshallbeawardedagainstthe
body and effects of the defendant. But if he produce the
effects sufficient to dischargesuch execution,his body shall
not be held any longer; but for want of such effects, the
sheriff orkeeperof the gaol, shall receivesuchdefendant,and
him safelykeeptill themoneybepaid,or satisfactionmadeby
goodsor otherwise. And that no debtor demandunderforty
shillings shallbedeterminedany otherway, thanthesaid act
directs,any law or usageto thecontrarynotwithstanding.

[Section III.] And be it further enacted,That any person
beingconvictedof felony, pursuantto a law of this province
entitled“An actagainstrobbingandstealing,”2 shallbe forth-
with committedto gaol until he satisfy the judgmentof the
court.

[Section IV.] And be it further enacted, That all persons
drawing their carts,wains,and traveling wagons,with their
beasts,within thecity of Philadelphia,otherwisethanasby a
law of this provinceentitled “An additional actfor preserv-
ing thehighways,”~is appointed,shallbeliable to thepenalty
of forty shillings, asin thesaidactmentioned.

And whereasby a law of this province,entitled“An actfor
ascertainingthe dimensionsof cask,andfor the truepacking

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of meatfor transportation,””it is provided,That any person
maymakecaskasmuchlessastheypleaseto suit anymarket,
by meanswhereofsuchopportunity of fraud maybetakenas
would prove greatly injuriousto the tradeof this place: for
preventionwhereof:

[SectionV.] Be it enacted,Thatno personwhatsoevershall
presumeto makeor useany caskto contain any beef,pork,
beeror cider for exportation,but of the expressdimensions
setforth in thesaidlaw respectively,undertheseveralpenal-
tiesmentionedin thesame.

[SectionVI.] And be it further enacted,That all salt im-
ported and sold in this province,shall be deliveredfrom the
vesselimporting the same,by lawful sealedmeasure,to be
found by such officer as the respectivejustices of the city or
placewheresuchsalt is imported,shall, from time to time, ap-
point to measuresuchsalt, who shall strike all, that he shall
someasurewith a roundstrike, for which he shall receiveand
take after the rate of twenty pencefor every one hundred
bushels,andno more,to bepaidin equalproportionsbetween
the buyer and seller thereof. And that the said officer is
hereby empoweredand required to measureby a straight
strike all wheatimported by water into any part of this pro-
vince, if theretorequestedby the buyer or importer of such
wheat, for which the personso requestingshall pay sixteen
pencefor everyhundredbushelsthereof,andno more.

[SectionVII.] And be it further enacted, That all goats
that runatlarge,within thelimits of the city of Philadelphia,
shallbeliable to be takenup andforfeited in thesamemanner
asswineare liable, in thesaid city, by a law of this province
entitled “An actto preventswinerunning at large.” 2

[SectionVIII.] And be it further enacted,That all fences
shallbeesteemedlawful or sufficient thoughtheybenot close
at the bottom, so that the distancefrom the groundto the
bottomthereofexceednot nine inches,andthat they be in all
other respectsaccordingto the law of this province entitled
“Act for regulatingandmaintainingof fences.”

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[SectionIX.] And be it further enacted,Thatif anyperson
or personsdo at any time hereafterset on fire any woods,
lands,marshesor cripplesthoughwithin thetimelimited by a
law of this province entitled “An ‘act againstunseasonable
firing thewoods,” 1 within onemile of any fencesor buildings,
without giving noticeto thepossessorof suchimprovementsat
least twenty-four hoursbefore he so do, he or they shallpay
all damagesthat shall therebyhappento any suchbuildings
or fences.
