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andshalldeductfive percentfor his troublein payingandre-
ceiving the same.

Providedalways, That nothing in this act containedshall
extendto be anywaysprejudicialto thecharterof the city of
Philadelphia;but that the said city may have and enjoy the
fines and forfeituresgrantedthem by the said c~iarter,as if
this actbad not beenmade.

[SectionIX.] And be it furtherenacted,Thatthesecretary,
or his deputywho draws licensesfor keepingpublic houses,
andselling wine andotherliquors in any town or placeof this
province,shall keepa true and just accountof all the said
licenses,expressingthetimewhen,thepersons’namesto whom
thesamewere granted,andwheretheylive; and shall certify
thesameto thesaidtreasurerfor thetimebeing,on the first day
of :November,in everyyear,uponpain of forfeiting andpaying
thesum of twenty pounds,money of this province,for [every]
defaultor neglectin thatbehalf; theonemoiety thereofto the
governorfor supportof government,and the other moiety to
him or them that will suefor the same,to be recoveredas
aforesaid. -

OHAPTERCOVIL

AN AOT FOR THE ASSIGNING OF BONDS, SPECIAIJTIESAND PROMIS-
SORY NOTES.

Whereasit bathbeenheld that bonds~Lndspecialtiesunder
handand seal,andnotesin writing, signedby theparty [who]
makesthe same,wherebysuchparty is obliged or promises
to pay [unto any] otherperson,or his orderorassigns,anysum
of moneythereinmentioned,arenot, by law, assignableor in-
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dorsableover to anyperson,so asthat thepersonto whom the
said bonds,specialties,noteor notes is or are assignedor in-
dorsed,may,in their own namesby actionat law or otherwise,
recoverthesame. Therefore,to theintent to encouragetrade,
commerceandcredit:

[SectionI.] Beit enactedby CharlesGookin, Esquire,by the
royal approbationLieutenant-Governor,under William Penn,
Esquire,ProprietaryandGovernor-in-Chiefof theProvinceof
Pennsylvania,by and with theadviceand consentof thefree-
menof thesaidProvince~nGeneralAsesmblymet, andby the
authorityof thesame,That all bonds,specialtiesandnotesin
writing, madeorto bemade,andsignedby anypersonor per-
sons,whereby such personor personsis or are obliged, or
doth or shall promiseto pay to any otherpersonor persons,
his, her or their order or assigns,any sum or sumsof money
mentionedin suchbonds,specialties,noteor notes,may,by the
personor personsto whom thesameis or aremadepayable,be
assigned,indorsedand made[over] to suchpersonor persons
asshall think fit to acceptthereof.

And that the personor personsto whom suchbonds,spe-
cialties or notes are or shall be assigned,indorsed or made
over, their factors,agents,executorsor assignsmay,at his, her
or their pleasure,again assign,indorse and make over the
same;andso to1~ie$quoties.

Andthatit shallandmaybelawful for thepersonorpersons
to whom the said bonds,specialtiesor notesareassigned,in-
dorsedor madeoverasaforesaid,in his, herortheir own name
or names,to commenceandprosecutehis, herortheir actions
atlaw for recoveryof themoneymentionedin suchbonds,spe-
cialtiesor notes,or somuch thereofasshall appearto be due
at the time of suchassignment,in like manneras the person
or personsto whom thesamewasorweremadepayable,might
or could havedone.

And in everysuchactiontheplaintiff or plaintiffs shall re-
coverhis, her or their damagesand costsof suit; and if such
plaintiff or plaintiffs shallbenon-suited,or averdict begiven
againsthim, her or them, the defendantor defendantsshall
recoverhis,her ortheir costsagainsttheplaintiff or plaintiffs.
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And every suchplaintiff or plaintiffs, defendantor defend-
ants,respectivelyrecovering,may sueout executionfor such
damagesandcosts,in thelike mannerasis usualfor damages
andcostsin othercases.

[Section II.] And be it further enactedby the authority
aforesaid,Thatall andeverysuchactionson suchpromissory
notesshallbe commenced,suedandbroughtwithin suchtime
asis appointedfor commencingor suingactionsupon the case
by an act of this province,passedin theeleventhandtwelfth
years of thelate QueenAnne,entitled “An actfor limitation
of actions.”’

Providedalways, Thatno personorpersonsshallhavepower
by virtue of this actto make,issueor give out anybonds,spe-
cialtiesor notesby themselvesor servants,thansuchasthey
might havemade,issuedand given out if this acthad never
beenmade.

And thatall assignmentsmadeof bondsandspecialtiesshall
be underhandandseal,beforetwo ormorecrediblewitnesses.

Providedalso, That it shall not be in the power of the as-
signors,after assignmentmadeasaforesaid,to releaseany o
the debtsor sumsof moneyreally due by thesaidbonds,spe-
cialtiesor notes.
