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At a GeneralAssembly,begunand holdenat Philadelphia,
thefourteenthdayof October,A. D. 1715,andcontinuedby ad-
journmentsuntil thetwenty-ninthday of thesamenaonth,tile
following actswerepassed:

CEIAPTERCCXIX.

AN ACT TO ENLARGE ThE TIME FOR PUTTING IN EXECUTION A LAW
PASSED IN THE LAST SESSION.S OF ASSEM~BLY, HELD FOR THIS
PROVINCE, ENTITLED “AN AOT FOR EAIiSING A SUPPLY OF ONE
PENNY IN THE POUND, AND FOUR SHIlLINGS A HEAD; AND FOR
REVIVING OTHER ACTS THEREIN IvIENTIONED.” 1

Whereascertain commissionerswere, by the said act, ap-
pointed to put the samein execution,in eachcounty of this
province,and were requiredto meetandact on certain days
andtimesthereinmentioned,which the commissionersfor the
county of Chesterobserved. But the commissionersfor the
countiesof Philadelphiaand Bucks failed on their parts; SO

that thereis a necessityof prefixing other daysfor the com-
missionersof those two countiesto put the said actin execil-
tion, and of enlargingthe time for bringing the said assess-
ment into thetreasury.

Thereforewe,therepresentativesof thefreemenof theprov-
inceof Pennsylvania,desirethat it maybeenacted:

[Section I.] And be it enactedby CharlesGookin, Esquire,
by t~eroyal approbationLieutenant-Governor,underWilliam
Penn,Esquire,Proprietaryand Governor-in-Chiefof the said
Province,by and with the adviceand consentof the freemen
of the said Provincein GeneralAssemblymet, andby the au-
thority of the dame,Thatthe commissionersin the said ~ct

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namedfor the countyandcity of Philadelphiaandfor thesaid
countyof Bucks areherebyempoweredandrequiredto meet
on thefirst dayof Novembernext,attheplacewherethecourts
in the said countiesareusuallyheld, andat suchotherplaces
and times asthe said commissioners,or any two of them re-
spectively, shall then after agreeupon. And what the sai(1
commissionersshouldhavedone,by virtue of the said act,on
thethird day of Octoberinstant, they areherebyrespectively
empoweredandrequiredto do andperformon thesaidfirst day
of Novembernext; andwhat therespectivesheriffs,assessors,
clerksof thepeace,andconstablesof thesaidcity and counties
of Philadelphia.alid Bucks shouldhave done,pursuantto the
saidact,on andbeforethetwentiethday of Octoberaforesaid,
they are herebyrequiredto do and perform on or beforethe
twenty-secondday of Novembernext. And what the said as-
sessorsand clerksof all thecountiesof this provinceareto do
on or beforethe thirty-first day of this instant October,they
shalldo andperformon orbeforethetwentiethday of Decem-
bernext, underthepenaltiesin the saidact mentioned,to be
leviedastherebyis directed. And what the collectors,for all
thesaid respectivecounties,areby thesaid act requiredto do
beforethe day of appealin the said act mentioned,they are
herebyrequiredto do andperformbeforethethird dayof Janu-
ary next,whichshallbethedayof appealfor thesaid city and
the said respectivecounties,at which said third day of Janu-
ary the said commissionersand assessorsare herebyempow-
eredandrequiredto meetandact,asthey oughtto havedone
uponthedayof appealin thesaidactmentioned,asaforesaid.
And that theclerksof thepeace,for the respectivecountiesof
this province,shall (within ten daysafterthe day of appeal
herebyappointed)deliver to the provincial treasurer,for the
time being,a true accountof the sumstotal which every coh-

lectorshallbechargedwith pursuantto this act.
[Section II.] And be it further enactedby the authority

aforesaid,Thatall thecollectorsof thesaidassessmentsin and
for everycounty and district, within this province,shall once
a monthat least,rendera just andtrue accountof, andbring
in andpayunto theprovincialtreasureror his deputy,all such
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flour, sumsof moneyandreceiptsfor wheatasthey shall then
havereceived;andshallpaythewholeandeveryof thesumsof
money assessedin their respectiveduplicateson or beforethe
first day of May, which will be in the year of our Lord one
thousandsevenhundredand sixteen,anythingin the saidact
to the contraryof thepremisesin anywisenotwithstanding.

[Section III.] And be it further enactedby the authorily
aforesaid,That if any collector appointedor to be appointed
by thesaid assessorsin pursuanceof this or the above-recited
act,shall refuseor neglectto undertakethe gatheringof the
saidassessmentswithin his district, thenandin that casethe
commissionersof the countywheresuchrefusalshallhappen,
or anytwo of them, shallandareherebyrequiredand empow-
eredto fine everycollectorso refusing,in any sumnot exceed-
ing five poundsand appoint othersin their stead,which said
fines,by virtue of a warrantunderthehandsand sealsof any
two of thesaid respectivecommissioners,directedto thesheriff
or coronerof the proper county, shall be levied and paid as
otherfines arein andby the above-recitedact appointedto be
leviedandpaid.

[SectionIV.] And be it further enacted,Thatif any of the
said commissionersshallrefuseor neglectto do his duty in the
premises,he or they, so offending, shall be fined by the gov-
ernororhis deputyandcouncil, for the time being,in any sum
not exceedingtenpounds,to beleviedasaforesaid,by virtueof
a warrant under the hand and seal of the governoror his
deputy,andpaidto thetreasurerasotherfinesareby thesaid-
recited act appointedto be paid. And upon suchrefusalor
neglector in caseany of the saidcommissionersshallhappen
to die during the continuanceof this act, the governoror pro-
vincial treasurer,for the time being, shall’ forthwith appoint
othersto actin their stead.

[Section V.] And be it further enactedby the authority
aforesaid,That the said recitedact and all the powers, pro-
visions, penalties,clauses,matters and things therein con-
tained(exceptonly suchpartandpartsof thesameact, touch-
ing which otherprovisionsor alterationsaremadeby this act)
shall continueand be of full force, togetherwith this present
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act, until the taxes and assessmentsin the said-recitedact
mentionedare fully collectedandpaid; and shallbe applied,
practised, and executed,for the raising, levying, collecting,
answeringand payingthesaid taxesand assessmentsaccord-
ing to the tenor and intent of this andthe said-recitedact, as
fully to all intentsandpurposesasif the said-recitedact,and
every clause,matter and thing therein contained (and not
herebyaltered)hadbeenagainrepeatedin this act.

CHAPTERCCXX.

AN ACT ~R ~,EV~W~NGOF .~4JCT~ONSAND PRO’OESSLAfI~IiY DEPEND-
ING IN THE OOUR~1~OF THE COUNTY OF ‘CHESTER, AND FOR SDIP-
‘PIJYING OTHER DEFECTS ‘RELATING TO PROCEEDINGSAT LAW IN
ALL THE‘COURTS OF CO~1MONPdIBAS IN TIllS PROVINCE.

Whereasby thelate law of this provincefor establishingthe
said courts, the day whereonthe court of common pleasby
theformer law wasto begin,is altered,andno copy of thenew
law beingsentto the said county of Chester,thejustices and
officerswerenot ascertainedof thereturndaysnow appointed;
by reasonwhereofdiversreturnsand continuancesof pleasand
processweremadeto thesecondday,insteadof thefirst day,of
thetwo last courts, which may prove a greatdelayof justice,
andvery expensiveto thepartiesconcerned,if adueandtimely
provisionbenot madein thatbehalf:

[SectionI.] Therefore be it enactedby CharlesGookin, Es-
quire, by the royal approbationLieutenant-Governorunder
William Penn,Esquire,Proprietaryand Governor-in-Chiefof
theProvinceof Pennsylvania,by andwith theadviceandcon-
sentof thefreemenof thesameProvincein GeneralAssembly
met, and by the authority of the same, That all pleas,suits,
plaints, process,proceedings,indictments, information, bail
bonds, recognizances,causes,matters and things whatsoever
