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Provided, Thatnothinghereincontainedshallbeconstrued,
deemedor takento annul,vacateor makevoid thejudgments
obtained against any such membersso dischargedby the
Speaker’sorder, as aforesaid,but that the plaintiff or plain-
tiffs thereinmay at anytime afterwards(not exceptedby this
act) renewhis ortheir executionor executionsasto themshall
seemmeet,anythinghereincontainedto thecontrarynotwith-
standing.

[Section III.] And be it further enactedby the authority
aforesaid, That one moiety of all and every the forfeitures
arisingby virtue of this act shall go to the governorfor the
supportof this government,andtheothermoietyto him or her
that will suefor the same,to be recoveredin any court of
record within this province by bill, plaint or information,
whereinno essoin,protectionorwagerof law, oranymorethan
oneimparlanceshallbeallowed.

CHAPTER COLXVIL

~ SUPPLEMENTA!RY ACT TO THE ACT ENTITLED, “AN ACT FOR
EMITTING AND MAKING OURREN’T FIF1~EENTHOUSAND POUNDS
IN BILLS OF CREDIT.” 1

Whereasfor goodreasonsanactof generalassemblyof this
province was made and publishedthis sessionof assembly,
entitled “An act for the emitting and making currentfifteen
thousandpoundsin bills of credit,” andbecauseof thedubious
constructionof somewordsmentionedin the saidact, it is ap-
prehendedthe samewill not answerthe full intent for which
it wasmade.

Wherefore,~for better explanationthereof, and to supply
anydefectsthat mayobstructthe goodendsand purposesfor
which thesaidactwasmade:

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[SectionI.] Be it therefore enactedby Sir William Keith,
Baronet,Governorof the Provinceof Pennsylvania,&c., by
andwith the consentof the freemenof the said Province in
GeneralAssemblymet,andby theauthorityof thesame,That
thereceiptsenjoinedto be givento thetrusteesby theprovin-
cial treasurerandtherespectivecountytreasurersof Philadel-
phia,Bucks andChester,for therespectivesumsorderedto be
paid to them, in bills of credit, by the said act of assembly,
shall be deemed,takenand allowedto be good and sufficient
dischargesto the said trustees,their heirs, executorsandad-
ministrators,for thesumsin bills of credit in thesaidreceipts
mentionedto bereceived. And that aftertheaforesaidsumof
eleventhousandpounds,in thesaidbills of creditorderedto be
let out uponloan by thesaidact, shallbeaccountedfor by the
saidtrustees,andsunkaccordingto thedirectionsof theactof
assembly,theaforesaidtrustees,their heirs, executorsandad-
ministrators, and every of them, shall from thenceforward
standand foreverbe clearly dischargedand acquittedof and
from all and all mannerof securities,and otheror furtherde-
mandsto behad or madefor anything by them donein dis-
chargeand executionof thetrustreposedin themby the said
act.

And whereasthesaidtrusteesareenjoinedby thesaidactto
attendthe loan office at Philadelphiatwo daysin everyweek
for the first six monthsafterthe dateof the said bills, which
attendancemay proveburdensometo the saidtrusteesandof
no serviceto the public if all the saidsum of eleventhousand
poundsin bills of credit shouldbe let out upon loan in less
time thanthespaceof six months:

[SectionII.] Be it thereforeenacted,That theattendanceto
begivenat thesaidgeneralloanoffice, afterall theSaidbills of
creditarelet outuponloan,shallbeatthediscretionofthesaid
trustees;anythingin theaforesaidactto thecontraryin any-
wisenotwithstanding.

[Section III.] And be it further enactedby the authority
aforesaid,That Spanishpistoles,or any piecesof good coined
gold, shallpassin this provinceat therateof two pencethree
fa~thingsper grain, or five poundsten shillings per ounce,in
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all paymentswhatsoever,and shall be acceptedaccordingly
in’ the generalloanoffice of this province; and that no person
shall exactany higheror otherratesfor the ~hmeunder any
pretensewhatsoever.

CHAPTER CCLXVIII.

AN ADDITIONAL ACT TO THE ACT ENTITLED “AN ACT FOR LAYING
AN EXCISE OH DUTY ON ALL WINE, RUM AND OTHER SPIJUTS
RETAILED IN THIS PROWNICE.”l

Whereasin an act of assemblyof this province,madein the
eighth yearof the reign of his presentMajesty, entitled “An
actfor thelaying an exciseor duty on all wine, rum andother
spirits retailedin thisprovince,” thereis containeda clauseor
provisoin thewordsfollowing, viz.:

Provided always, That nothing herein containedshall be
construedto hinderor debaranytaverner,public housekeeper
or otherpersonlicensed,as aforesaid,to sell, vend or barter
wine, rum or otherspirits by thecaskor wholesale,orto retail
any quantityof wine, not lessthana gallon, or anyquantityof
rum or otherspirits,not less thana quart,dutyfree, so asthe
samebe not used,expendedor drank in suchpublic houseor
tavern,or in anyshed,shelter,yard, covertor other placebe-
longingto thesame.

By reasonor meansof which saidproviso,thesaidactis ren-
deredlesseffectualto answerthegoodendstherebyproposed,
and the duty or excisetherebyintendedto beraisedfor the
bettersupportof the governmentis very muchlessened. For
[remedy]whereof:

[Section I.] Be it enactedby Sir William Keith, Baronet,
Governor of the Provinceof Pennsylvania,&c., by and with
the advice and consentof the freemen of the said Province
in GeneralAssembly met, and by the authority of the same,
