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to theuseof the saidhospital,togetherwith alist of suchdona-
tions, shallbe fairly drawn out andpublishedannuallyin the
Gazetteor othernewspapers;andthemanagersof the saidhos-
pital shall at all times when requiredsubmit the books, ac-
counts,affairs andeconomythereofto the inspectionandfree
examinationof suchvisitors as mayfrom time to time b~ap-
pointedby the assemblyof thisprovinceto visit andinspectthe
same.

[SectionIV.] Providedalways,and it is herebyfurther en-
actedby theauthorityaforesaid,That if at anytime hereafter
there should not be a constantsuccessionof contributors
to meetyearly andchoosemanagersasaforesaidthenthe said
hospitalandthe estateandaffairs thereofshall be in theman-
agementand under the direction of suchpersonsas shall be
from time to time appointedby actof generalassemblyof this
provincefor thatpurpose.
