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CHAPTEROCCOIII.

AN ACT FOREXTENDING SO MUCH OF AN ACT OF PARLIAMENT, EN-
TITLED “AN ACT FORPUNISHING MUTINY AND DESERTIONAND FOR
THE BETTER PAYMENT OF THE ARMY AND THEIR QUARTERS,”
PASSED IN THE TWENTY-EIGHTH YEAR OF THE PRESENT REIGN,
AS RELATES TO THE QUARTERING AND BILLETING OF SOLDIERS
AND PAYMENT OF THEIR QUARTERSIN THAT PART OF GREAT BRIT-
AIN CALLED ENGLAND.

Whereasi~is the undoubtedright of theBritish subjectsthat
they are not to be burdenedwith the sojourning of soldiers
againsttheir will, andthat no of~cer,civil or military, or other
personwhatsoevershallpresumeto place,quarteror billet any
soldieror soldiersuponanyBritish subject,of anydegree,qual-
ity or professionwhatsoever,without his consent,andthat it
shallandmaybelawful for anysubject,sojourneror inhabitant
to refuseto quarteranysoldieror soldiers,notwithstandingany
demand,warrant or billeting whatsoever. But forasmuchas
at this time thereis andmay be occasionduring the continu-
anceof this act for the marching and quarteringthe King’s
forcesin severalpartsof thisprovince:

Wepraythat it maybeenacted:
[Section L] And be it enactedby the Honorable Robert

orableThomasPennandRichardPenn,Esquires,true andab-
soluteProprietariesof the Provinceof Pennsylvaniaandcoun-
ties of ~ewcastle, Kent andSussexuponDelaware,by andwith
the adviceandconsentof the representativesof the freemenof
the saidProvincein GeneralAssemblymet,andby theauthor-
ity of the same, Thatsomuchof thestatutemadein the twenty-
eighthyearof the presentreign,entitled“An actfor punishing
mutiny anddesertionandfor the betterpaymentof the army
andtheir quarters,”asrelatesto thequarteringandbilleting of
soldiersand paymentof their quartersin that part of Great

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Britain calledEnglandshallbe duly observedandput in execu-
tion in this province, andbeof like forceandeffect duringthe
continuanceof this actasif the sameactwerehererepeatedand
enacted;andthe constablesandchief officers andmagistrates
of the city of Philadelphiaandthe other towns, villages and
places,andthe justicesof the peacewithin this province,shall
havelike powerandauthorityandperformlike dutiesas in and
by thehereinbefore-mentionedactof Parliamentis requiredand
enjoined. But forasmuchas many of the inhabitantsof this
provincearesuchwhofor conscience’ssakecannottakeanoath:

[Section II.] Be it further enactedby the authority afore-
said, That all matters,causesandoffenseswhatsoeverto be en-
quiredof, heard,tried anddeterminedby virtueof this actshall
andmaybe inquiredof, heard,tried anddeterminedby judges,
justices,inquestsandwitnessesqualifying themselvesaccord-
ing to their conscientiouspersuasionrespectively,either by an
oathor affirmation,accordingto thelawsof thisprovince.

[Section III.] And be it further enactedby the authority
aforesaid,That this act shallcontinuein force for the term of
twelve monthsfrom andafterthe publicationthereofandfrom
thenceto theendof thenextsessionsof assemblyandno longer.

AN ACT TO CONTINUE AN ACT, ENTITLED “AN ACT FORDIRECTING THE
CHOICE OF INSPECTORS IN THE COUNTIES OF CHESTER, LANCASTER,
YORK, CUMBERLAND, BERKS AND NORTHAMPTON.”

Whereasthe act, entitled “An act for directing the choiceof
inspectorsin the countiesof Chester,Lancaster,York, Cumber-
land,Berks andNorthampton,1’passedin the twenty-fifth year
of thepresentreign,hathbeenfoundbyexperienceto be of good
use, but the saidact, beingmadefor threeyearsonly, is now
expiredby its own limitation:
