AN ACT FOR THE RELIEF OF GEORGE .CROGHAN AND WILLIAM
[TRENT] FOR AND DURING THE SPACE OF TEN YEARS.

WhereasDavid Franks for Levy & Company, Jeremiah
Warder, Samuel~eave, William andDavid Mcllvaine, Buck-
ridge Sims,BenjaminandSamuelShoemaker,JamesWallace,
JamesBenezet,ThomasCampbell,William West,AdamHoops;
JohnPotterandJosephMorris, by their petition to the repre-
sentativesof the freemenof the province of Pennsylvaniain
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generalassemblymet, setforth that GeorgeCroghanandWil-
liam Trent, lateof the county of Cumberlandin the saidpro-
vince, Indian tradersandpartners,standindebtedto themand
sundryotherpersonsin considerableandlargesumsof money,
andthat by many losses,occasionedby the defectionof our
Indian allies from their former friendshipandamity with this
provinceandthe invasion andconquestby the Frenchon the
Ohio andthe adjacentcountry (where for the most part the
goodspurchasedof the aforesaidcreditorswere sold), the con-
tractsby the saidGeorgeCroghanandWilliam Trentmadeand
their debtsbecamedue,theyare renderedaltogetherdestitute
of moneyor effectsto makesatisfactionto their creditors,and
thereforeprayingthatthepersonsandeffectsof thesaidGeorge
CroghanandWilliam Trent maybe free from the restraint or
arrestof their creditorsfor thespaceof tenyears. Andwhereas
the said GeorgeOroglianandWilliam Trenthavefor sometime
pastremovedthemselvesfrom their creditorsandare by their
distressedcircumstancesforcedto continueremote,sothatthey
cannottransactanybusinessnorput themselvesin acondition
of retrieving their affairs, and in such their situation they
cannotexertthemselveseitherin theserviceof themselves,their
creditorsor their county, andthereis no probability of their
beingeverableto satisfytheir just debtsby any othermeans
thanby permittingthemto transacttheir businessandaffairs
Without molestation:

Thereforein favor of the saidpetitionwe,therepresentatives
aforesaid,do offerit to thegovernorto beenacted:

[Section I.] And be it enactedby the Honorable Robert
HunterMorris, Esquire,with theKing’s royalapprobationLieu-
tenant-Governorunderthe HonorableThomasPennandRich-
ardPenn,Esquires,trueandabsoluteProprietariesof thePro-
vinceof Pennsylvaniaandcountiesof Newcastle,KentandSus-
sexuponDelaware,by andwith the adviceandconsentof the
representativesof thefreemenof the saidProvincein General
Assemblymet,andby the authorityof the same, Thatthe said
GeorgeCroghanandWilliam Trentshallandmayat all times
duringthe spaceof tenyears,to be computedfrom thetwenty-
eighth dayof November,onethousandsevenhundredandfifty-
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five, transact,[settle,] manageand carry on their andeachof
their joint or severalbusinessaffairs, accounts,commerceand
dealingswithin thesaidprovinceof Pennsylvaniain personor
otherwisewithoutmolestation,suit, attachment,arrest,impris-
onmentor detentionof themthesaidGeorgeCroghanandWil-
liam Trent, or either of them, their or either of their persons,
estates,goods, chattel, or effects whatsoeverfor or upon any
judgment,execution,debt,contractor agreementcontractedor
enteredinto by themor either of them beforethesaidtwenty-
eighth dayof November. And that if the saidGeorgeOroghan
andWilliam Trentor eitherof them,their or eitherof their es-
tates,goods, chattelsor effects,shall within the spaceof ten
years,to be computedfrom the saidtwenty-eighthday of No-
vember,one thousandsevenhundredand fifty-five, to be ar-
rested,imprisoned,attached,suedor molestedfor or uponany
judgment,execution,extent,writ, action,attachmentor suit for
any debt,bargain,agreement,sumor sumsof moneydue,con-
tracted~agreedor engagedfor, on or before the said twenty-
eighthdayof November,onethousandsevenhundredandfifty-
five, that thenand in such casethe saidGeorgeCroghanand
William Trentor eitherof them,so sued,imprisoned,attached,
tal~enin executionor molested,shallandmaypleadthis present
act of assemblyin abatementof such suit, imprisonment at-
tacliment,executionor extentin anycourtor beforeanyjudge,
justice or magistratewithin the said province, and the saDie
sha]l be allowedbeforesuch judge, justiceor magistrate.

[Section II.] Provided nevertheless,That this act or any
clauseherein-containedshall not be deemedor construedto
defeat,vacateor dischargeanydebt,engagement,contract,ob-
ligation or agreementwhich the creditorsof the said George
CroghanandWilliam Trentor eitherof themor anyof thesaid
creditors may have or claim from any person or persons
trading or dealing in company or partnership with the
said George Oroghanand William Trent or either of them,
but that suchcreditorandcreditorsmayhavesuchremedyand
claim andmayprosecutethe sameagainstthesaidGeorgeCro-
ghanandWilliam Trentandsi~chpersonandpersonsin com-
panyor partnership,jointly or severallyasthe casemayrequire,
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aseffectuallyasif thisacthadnot beenmade,anythingherein-
containedto thecontraryinanywisenotwithstanding.

[Section III.] Providedalso,That nothingin this act con-
tainedshallbeconstruedto bar or hinder the creditorsof the
saidGeorgeCroghanandWilliam Trentor eitherof themfrom
suing for andprosecutingtheir just andlegal demandsagainst
the saidGeorgeCroghanandWilliam Trentor either of them,
from andafter the expirationof the saidterm of ten years,in
the samemannertheymight or could do at thetime of making
thisact,anythingin theactof limitationsor anyotheractto the
contraryin anywisenotwithstanding.

CHAPTERC000VIII.

AN ACT FOR DISPERSING THE INHABITANTS OF NOVA SCOTIA IM-
PORTED INTO THIS PROVINCE INTO THE~SEVERAL COUNTIES OF
PHILADELPHIA, BUCKS, CHESTERAND LANCASTER AND THE TOWN-
SHIPSTHEREOF,AND MAKING PROVISIONS FORTHE SAME.

Whereasthe governor and council of Nova Scotia have
thoughtit mostadvantageousto the British interestto trans-
portmanyof the inhabitantsthereofinto otherof His Majesty’s
coloniesin NorthAmerica,numbersof whomhavebeenbrought
into this provincedestituteof the meansof supportingthem-
selvesand their numerousfamilies; whereupon,in compassion
to their unhappysituation,they havebeenpermittedto land
andhavebeenmaintainedat the public charge,it being alto-
gether impracticablefor them under their distressedcircum-
stancesto procure their own necessarysubsistence. And
whereasthedispersingtheseveralfamiliesandpersonsinto dif-
ferenttownshipsandpartsof this provincemaygive theman
opportunityof exercisingtheir ownlaborandindustry,whereby
theymayprocureacomfortablesubsistencefor themselvesand
easethe public of this heavy expen~e,which must otherwise
proveagrievousburdenupon the inhabitantsof this province.
