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[Section II.] And be it enactedby the authority afore-
said, That in case any of the said inhabitants of I~ova
Scotiathatare underageshouldbe boundout to anytradesor
occupations,and before the expirationof their respectivein-
denturesthesaidinhabitantsof ~ova Scotia,by any order,di-
rection or act of government,should be sentfor, carried or
transportedout of this government,thenandin suchcasethe
saidminors or personsunderageshall be and are herebyde-
claredto be freedanddischargedof andfrom the covenantsin
thesaidindenturesrespectivelycontainedandfrom the service
and employmento their respectivemastersand mistresses;
andtheir saidseveralmastersandmistressesin suchcaseshall
bepaidat the expenseof the public areasonableconsideration
for the respectiveapprenticesso as aforesaiddischargedfrom
their services.

CHAPTER0000XXVII.

AN ACT TO ENABLE RICHARD HILL AND SAMUEL PRESTON MOORE
AND HANNAH, HIS WIFE, TO COMPLY WITH, ESTABLISH, RATIFY
AND CONFIRM CERTAIN AGREEMENTS MADE BETWEEN THE SAID
SAMUEL PRESTONMOORE AND RICHARD HILL, LATE OF THE CITY
OF PHILADELPHIA, JOINTLY OF THE ONE PART, AND DIVERS OTHER
PERSONSOF THE OTHER PART; AND ALSO BETWEEN THE SAID
RICHARD HILL, DECEASED, SEPARATELY, OF THE ONE PART, AND
DIVERS PERSONSOF THE OTHER PART, WHICH WERE ENTERED
INTO BY THEM IN THE LIFETIME OF THE SAID RICHARD HILL, DE-
CEASED,SOME OF WHOSE HEIRS AND DEVISEES ARE UNDER AGE.

WhereasthesaidSamuelPrestonMoore andthe saidRichard
Hill, deceased,werein the lifetime of the sameRichardseized
astenantsin commonin fee-simpleof andin certaintractsof
landandlots of groundsituatein this provinceandin the city
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of Philadelphia,with their respectiverights, membersandap-
pu~’tenances.

And whereasthe said Samuel PrestonMoore andRichard
Hill, deceased,in hislifetimedid makepartitionof thesaidtracts
of landandlots of ground,by virtue whereofthe saidRichard
becameseizedin fee of and in certaintractsof land andlots
of ground, part of the aforesaidtracts and lots, with their
rights,membersandappurtenances.

And whereasby diversarticlesof agreementmadeby andbe-
tween the said Samuel PrestonMoore andthe said Richard
Hill in his lifetime aswell in his properpersonasby the said
SamuelPrestonMoore,hisattorney,of the onepart,andsundry
otherpersons,inhabitantsof the provinceandcity aforesaid,of
the otherpart, the saidSamuelPrestonMoore andRichardHill
did covenantandagreeto grant,bargainandsell unto the said
inhabitantsrespectivelysundryof the saidtractsof land and
lots of groundin their severalandrespectivearticlesparticu-
larly describedin fee forever. In considerationwhereof they,
the said inhabitantsandpurchasersrespectively,did covenant
andagreeto andwith the saidSamuelPrestonMoore andthe
said Richard Hill, deceased,that they would pay a yearly
ground-rentin their saidrespectivearticlesparticularly speci-
fLed unto them, the said SamuelPrestonMoore and the said
Richard Hill, deceased,their heirs and assignsforever, and
would erecton the saidlots certainbuildingswithin thetimes
respectivelylimited by the saidarticles; andthe saidSamuel
PrestonMoore andthe saidRichardHill, deceased,in his life-
time, did further covenantandagreethat as soonas,thesaid
buildingsshouldbe built, erectedandfinishedtheywouldatthe
proper costsandchargesof the said inhabitantsrespectively
makeoverandconveyto them,their heirsandassignsforever
agoodandsufficient title to the saidtractsof landandlots of
groundandthe buildingsthereonerected,with their andevery
of their rights, membersandappurtenances.

And whereasthe saidRichardHill, deceased,in his lifetime,
as well in his proper personas by the said SamuelPreston
Moore, his attorney,after the partition aforesaiddid by divers
[other] articlesof agreementof the samepurport, tenor and
meaning,separatelyandnot jointly ‘with thesaidSamuelPres-
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ton Moore enterinto the like covenantsandagreementswith
divers other purchasers,who on their parts respectivelydid
alsoin considerationthereofpromiseandagreethattheywould
performandfulfill the conditionsandpaytherents in the said
last-mentionedarticlesparticularlymentioned,agreeableto the
trueintent thereof.

And whereassundryof the said inhabitantsandpurchasers
havefulfilled andcompliedwith the covenantsandagreements
on their partsenteredinto with themthe saidSamuelPreston
MooreandthesaidRichardHill, deceased,in his lifetime.

And whereasthe saidRichardHill, deceased,in his lifetime,
madehis last will andtestamentin writing duly executed,and
therebydid give anddevisehis wholereal estateunto the said
Richard Hill, his father, and to his brother-in-law, the said
SamuelPrestonMoore andHannah,his wife, their heirs and
assignsforever, in trust; neverthelessto andfor no otheruse,
intent andpurposewhatsoeverthanthe following, to wit, that
his said father, RichardHill, shouldreceivethe rents, issues
andprofits of his saidestatefor andduringthe term of his nat-
ural life, andafter his deceasein trust for his brother,Henry
Hill, andhissisters,Mary, Deborah,Harriet, Rachel,Margaret,
SarahandMilcah Hill, their heirs andassignsforever,equally
to be divided betweenthem.

And whereasseveralof the saiddeviseesare underageand
others in parts beyond the seasand incapable of fulfilling,
ratifying andconfirmingthe saidcovenantsandagreementsen-
teredinto by thesaidRichardHill, the son,in manneraforesaid
with the saidpurchasers;andthe said RichardHill, the son,
hathnot by his saidwill in anyothermannerwhatsoeverauthor-
ized or empoweredanypersonor personswhatsoeverto fulfill,
ratify andconfirmthe saidcovenantsandagreementsto thesaid
purchasersagreeableto thetrueintent andmeaningof the said
parties.

And whereasthe saidpurchasersmust remain destituteof
titles to the saidtractsof land andlots of groundrespectively
during the minority of the deviseesof the saidRichardHill,
(leceased,andthesaiddeviseeswithout therentsyearlypayable
to themby the saidpurchasersrespectively,aswell to the great
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prejudiceof the said purchasersas the said devisees,unless
they,thesaidRichardHill andthe saidSamuelPrestonMoore
and Hannah,his wife, trusteesfor the said devisees,be em-
poweredto grant, bargain, sell, ratify ,and confirm the said
tractsof land andlotsof groundby deedsin writing duly exe-
cutedunto the said severalandrespectivepurchasersin fee,
agreeableto the true intent andmeaningof the said articles,
which the [said] trusteescannot do effectually without the
aid andauthorityof anactof assembly.

Whereforewe,the saidRichardHill, the father, andSamuel
PrestonMoore andFlannah,his wife, do pray that it may be
enacted:

[Section1.] And be it enactedby the HonorableWilliam
Denny, Esquire, Lieutenant-Governorunder the Honorable
ThomasPennandRichard Penn,Esquires,true andabsolute
Proprietariesof the Provinceof Pennsylvaniaandthe counties
of Newcastle,Kent andSussexuponDelaware,by andwith the
adviceandconsentof the representativesof the freemenof the
saidProvince in GeneralAssemblymet, andby the authority
of the same,That it shallandmaybelawful to andfor thesaid
Richard Hill, the father, and Samuel Preston Moore and
Hannah,his wife, at anytime or timesafter thepublication of
this actduring the minority of themthe saiddeviseesor any of
them, anduntil the youngestof them shall attain the age of
twenty-oneyears,by their deedor deeds,indentureor inden-
tures, to grant, bargain,sell, alien, ratify andconfirm the said
severalandrespectivetractsof land andlots of ground,together
with all andsingulartheir respectiverights, membersandap-
purtenances,untothesaidrespectivepurchasers,theirheirsand
assignsforever,to haveandto hold to themthesaidseveraland
respectivepurchasers,their heirsandassignsforever,they per-
forming the conditions and yielding and paying yearly and
every year the rents in their respectivearticlesparticularly
mentioned,accordingto the true intent,purport andmeaning
of thesaidarticlesof agreement.

[SectionII.] And be it enactedby the authority aforesaid,
That all andevery deedanddeeds,indentureandindentures,to
he madeby the authority of this actby themthesaidRichard
Hill, the father, andSamuel PrestonMoore andHannah,his
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wife, shallbe asgood,valid andeffectual in law to all intents,
constructionsandpurposesasif he the saidRichardHill, the
son, was at the time or times of making such deedor deeds,
indentureor indentures,in full life andhadexecutedthe same,or
asif theythe saiddeviseeswereall atthe full ageof twenty-one
yearsandhadexecutedthesame;savingto all andeveryperson
or personswhatsoever,bodiespolitic andcorporate,his, her or
their heirsandsuccessors,executorsandadministrators(other
than the heirs anddeviseesof the saidRichardHill, the son,
andthe said RichardHill, the father, andhis heirs), all such
estate,right, title, interest,claimanddemandwhatsoeverof, in
andto or out of the saidtractsof land andlots of groundand
premiseswith the appurtenancesasthey,everyor anyof them,
hadbeforethepassingof this act,or could or ought to havehad
andenjoyedin casethesamehadneverbeenmade.
