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at leastoncein threemonthson the saidisland or someother
convenientplaceto conferandconcludeconcerningthematters
herebycommittedto them,and shallcausefair minutesoftheir
proceedingsto bekeptin.abookto beprovidedforthat purpose;
in everyof which meetingstheresolutionsof anythreeof them
shall beenteredon their minutesanddeemedandtakenasthe
resolutionsof thewhole, to whichminutesand~tlsoto thetreas-
urer’saccountsall personsconcernedshallhavefreerecourseat
all seasonabletimes.

CHAPTERCOCOLVI.

AN ACT TO PREVENT THE HUNTING OF DEER AND OTHER WILD
BEASTS BEYOND THE LIMITS OF THE LANDS PURCHASED OF THE
INDIANS BY THE PROPRIETARIESOF THIS PROVINCE AND AGAINST
KILLING DEER OUT OF SEASON.

Whereasmanydisorderlypeoplehavemadeit a practiceof
huntingon thelandsi~otyet purchasedof theIndians,to their
greatdamageanddissatisfaction,which maybeattendedwith
fatal consequencesto the peaceand welfare of this province
by destroyingthat union andharmonywhich this government
[has] lately restoredandconcludedwith theIndiansat a very
greatexpense. And whereasmanyof theindustriousinhabit-
ants on the frontiers of this provincearetherebydiscouraged
from returningandsettling upon the plantationswhich they
wereobligedto leaveandevacuateduringthe [late] Indianin-
cursions;therefore,to remedythe greatmischiefswhich may
ensuefrom the continuanceof this evil practice:

[SectionI.] Beit enactedby theHonorableJamesHamiltoii,
Esquire,Lieutenant-Govex~norunder the HonorableThomas
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PennandRichardPenn,Esquires,true andabsoluteProprie-
taries of the Provinceof Pennsylvaniaandcountiesof ~Tew-
castle,Kent andSussexuponDelaware,by andwith theadvice
andconsentof the representativesoi~the freemenof the said
Provincein GeneralAssemblymet,and,by theauthorityof the
same, Thatif anyperso~orpersonswhatsoever,eithersingly or
in companies,afterthepassingof this actshallpresumeto hunt,
chaseor follow anydeer,buck, doe,fawnoranyotherwild beast,
wild fowl or gamewhatsoeveror shall settraps for be~tveror
other beastswithout the limits of the landspurchasedof the
Indiansby the proprietariesof this province, such personor
personsso offendingandbeingthereoflegally convictedin any
court of quartersessionsof the county where such offender
shall beapprehended(in which saidcourt the sameoffenseis
herebymadecognizable)by the oath or affirmation of one or
morewitnessesor by the confessionof theparty, everyperson
sooffendingshall forfeit andpayfor everysuchoffensethesum
of fifty poundsor suffer twelve monthsimprisonmentwithout
bail or mainprise;onemoietyof the abovefine shallbepaidto
the prosecutorandtheothermoietyto the overseersof the poor
of thetownship,wheresuchoffendershallreside,for the useof
the poor of the saidtownship, if residentwithin this province;
[if] otherwisewhereheshall beapprehended.

[SectionII.] Andbeit furtherenactedby theauthorityafore-
said, Thatthe constableof eachrespectivetownship in every
county of this provincehavinganyknowledgeof any offenses
againstthis act shallandheis herebyrequired,underthepen-
alty of five pounds,to presenton oathor affirmation, everysuch
offense to some one justice of the peaceof their respective
countiesor beforethejusticesof thegeneralquartersession’sof
thepeacefor thesamecounty,togetherwith thenameor names
of all such offenders,that they may be tried agreeableto the
directionsof this act.

[Section III.] And be it further enactedby the authority
aforesaid,Thatif anypersonorpersonsshall,afterthepublica-
tion of this act,hunt, chaseor follow, with adesignto kill, or
shall k,ifl or [destroy] any buck, doeor fawn within the lands
alreadyorhereafterto bepurchasedof theIndiansat anyother
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time orseasonexceptingonlybetweenthefirst dayof themonth
of Augustandthefirst dayof themonthof January,andshall
belawfully convictedthereofby theoathsoraffirmationsof one
ormorecrediblewitnessesortheconfessionof thepartybefore
oneormorejusticesof thepeaèefor therespectivecountywhere
suchoffenseshall be committed,he or they shall forfeit and
pay the sum of three poundsfor every such offense to the
usesaforesaid,provided suchconviction be madewithin six
monthsaftersuchoffensecommitted.

And for themorecertainconvictingof offendersagainstthis
act:

[SectionIV.] Be it furtherenactedby the authority afore-
said, Thateverypersonin whosecustodyshallbe foundorwho
shallexposeto saleanygreendeerskins,freshvenisonor deer’s
fleshat anyothertime of theyearthanwhat is beforeexcepted,
suchgreen deerskins, fresh venisonor deer’s flesh shall be
deemedandtakenasevidenceof theguilt of thepersoninwhose
custodythesameshallbefound.

Providedalways, Thatnothingcontainedin thisactshall be
deemedor construedto extendto anyfreenativeIndianscarry-
ing guns,hunting,killing andhavingin theircustodyanyskins
or deer’sflesh for their own use,anythingin this [act] to the
contrarynotwithstanding.

And whereasdivers abuses,damagesand inconveniences
havearisenby peisonscarryinggunsandpresumingto hunton
otherpeople’slands,for remedywhereoffor thefuture:

[SectionV.] Be it enactedby theauthorityaforesaid,That
if anypersonorpersonsshallpresumeatany timeafterthepub-
lication of this actto carryanygun or hunton any inclosedor
improvedlandsof anyof theinhabitantsof this provinceother
thanhis own unlesshe shall havelicenseor permissionfrom
theownerof suchlands,orshallpresumetofire agun on ornear
anyof theKing’shighwaysandshallbethereofconvicted,either
uponview of anyjustice of thepeacewithin this provinceorby
theoathor affirmationof anyone or morewitnessesbeforeany
justiceof thepeace,.he. shall for everysuchoffenseforfeit the
sumof forty shillings.

[SectionVI.] And be it further enactedby the authority
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aforesaid,That no personwhatsoevershall presumeto shoot
at or kill with a fire-arm any pigeon,dove, partridgeor other
fowl in the open streetsof the city of Philadelphia,or in the
gardens,orchardsandinclosuresadjoininguponandbelonging
to anyof the dwelling-houseswithin the limits of the saidcity
or suburbsthereof,or any of theboroughsor townswithin this
provinceupon the forfeiture of forty shillings for every such
offense,to be convictedin manneraforesaid.

[SectionVII.] And be it further enactedby the atithority
aforesaid,That if anypersonor personsshallhunt or kill any
kind of gameon the Sabbathdayandshallbe convictedthereof
in mannerlast aforesaid,everysuchoffendershall forfeit and
paythesumof forty shillingsfor everysuchoffense.

All whichpenaltiesandforfeituresnot hereinbeforeappropri-
atedshall be paid, onemoiety thereofto the informer andthe
otherto the overseersof the poor of the township wheresuch
offenseis committedfor theuseof the poorof the [said] town-
ship, but if convictedupon view of a justice of the peacethe
whole forfeiture shall be paid to the overseersof the poor of
the saidtownshipfor the useof thepoor of saidtownship; and
if the offenderrefuseto pay,thesameshallbe leviedby distress
andsaleof the offender’sgoodsby warrantunderthehandand
sealof thejusticebeforewhomsuchoffendershallbe convicted,
returningthe overplus,if any,to theowner,the chargeof dis-
trainingbeingfirst deducted;andfor want of suchdistresshe
shall be committed to prison, where the forfeiture is three

pounds,for thespaceof thirty days;andwheretheforfeitureis
forty shillings,for the spaceof twentydays,withoutbail ormain-
prise;andif suchoffenderbea negroor mulattoslave,he shall,
insteadof suchimprisonment,be publicly whippedatthe dis-
cretionof themagistrate,not exceedingthirty-onelashes,unless
the masteror mistressof suchslaveshallpaythe fine or fines
herebyinflicted.

[SectionVIII.] Andbeit enactedbythe authorityaforesaid,
That theact, entitled “An actto preventthekilling of deerout
of seasonandagainstcarryingOf gunsandhuntingby persons
not qualified,” 1 andthe act,entitled “A supplementto the law,

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entitled ‘An actto preventthe killing of deerout of season,and
against carrying of guns and hunting by personsnot quali-
fied,’ 2 andan act, entitled“An act for amendingthe laws of
this provinceagainstkilling of deerout of season,”’andevery
article, clauseandthing in the saidactsandeachandeveryof
themcontainedshallbeandherebyaredeclaredto berepealed,
null andvoid to all intentsandpurposeswhatsoever.

CHAPTERC000LVII.

AN ACT FOR REGULATING THE OFFICERS AND SOLDIERS IN THE PAY

OF THIS PROVINCE.

Whereasbyanactof generalassemblyof thisprovincepassed
in thepresentyearof His Majesty’s reign,entitled “An act for
granting to His Majesty the sum of one hundred thousand
poundsandfor strikingthesamein bills of credit,” &c.,1it ispro-
videdandenactedthatthe sumof onehundredthousandpounds
begrantedto I-us-Majesty’susefor andtowardsrai~ing,paying
andclothingtwo thousandsevenhundredeffectivemen(officers
included) to ‘act in conjunctionwith a body of His Majesty’s
British forcesin suchoffensiveoperationsasshallbe carriedon
andprosecutedby His Majesty’s commanderin chief in these
partsduring the ensuingcampaignandfor other purposesfor
His Majesty’s use. And whereasnumbersof armedmen as-
sembledtogetherwithout any clear andexpresslaw for their
governmentmaybecomedangerousto theKing’s peace,ruinous
‘to eachotherandof little serviceto thepublic, therefore:

[SectionI.] Be it enactedby theHonorableJamesHamilton,
Esquire, Lieutenant-Governorunder the Honorable Thomas
PennandRichardPenn,Esquires,true andabsoluteProprie-
taries of the Provinceof Pennsylvaniaandcounties of New-
castle,Kent andSussexuponDelaware,by andwith theadvice
andconsentof the representativesof, the freemenof the said’
Provincein GeneralAssemblymet,andby theauthorityof the
same, That all officers commissionatedandin payor that shall~
hereafterbe commissionatedand in pay, and suchsoldiersas
