AN ACT TO ENABLE THOMAS YORKE, NAMES CHILD, DANIEL RUNDLE,
PETERCHEVALIER AND ENOCH STORY, OR ANY THREE OF THEM,
TO SELL THE PROVINCIAL SHIP OF WAR.

Whereasbyanactof generalassemblyofthisprovincepassed
in the forty-first yearof his lateMajesty’s reign, entitled “An
act for grantingto His Majestya duty of tonnageupon ships
andvesselsandalso certaindutiesuponwine, rum, brandyand
otherspiritsandadutyuponsugarfor supportingandmaintain-
ing theprovincial ship of war [for protectingthetradeof this
province] and otherpurposesfor His Majesty’s service,”2it
was,amongstotherthings,enactedthat certainratesandduties
shouldbe levied andcollectedupon all ships,sioopsandother
vesselscoming into orgoingout of this provinceandalsoupon
wine, rum, brandyandotherspirits andaduty upon sugarfor
supportingand maintainingthe provincial shipof war until
the thirty-first day of December,one thousandsevenhundred
andsixty. And whereasby one otheract,passedin thethirty-
secondyearof thesamereign,entitled“A supplementto theact,

brandyandotherspiritsandaduty uponsugarfor supporting

Whereastheembanldnganddrainingof swampsandmarshy
landsandconvertingthesameinto meadowrendersit valuable
andadvantageousto theownersthereof andtendsto promote
the tradeand commerceof this provinceandas disputesand
controversiesfrequentlyhappenamongsttheowi~ersof drained
meadowground,occasionedby a default in some of them to
