AN ACT FORALTERING AND ENLARGING THE TIME OF H~iLDINGTHE
COURTS OF GENERAL QUARTER SESSIONSOF THE PEACE AND GAOL
DELIVERY IN THE COUNTY OF BUCKS, AND FOR ENLARGING THE
TIME OF HOLDING THE COURTS OF GENERAL QUARTER SESSIONS
OF THE PEACEAND GAOL DELIVERY IN [THE] COUNTY OF CHESTER.

Whereasby anact of assemblyof thisprovince,entitled “An
act for establishingcourts of judicature in this province,”1

passed.in.the eighthyearof King GeorgetheFirst thetimefor
holding the county courts of generalquarter sessionsof the
peaceandgaol delivery in the countiesof Bucks andChester
respectivelyis limited to two daysonly in eachsession,which,
atthetimeof passingthesaidactwhentheprovincewasin its
infancy,might betime sufficient for accomplishingthe business
in the saidcourt; but inasmuchasthe saidcountieshavesince
grown more populous,andthe businessof the said courts as
well as the numberof inhabitantsconsiderablyincreased,so
thatthetime aforesaidfor holdingsaidcourtsis nowfound by
experienceto be insufficient to try and determinethe issues
andfinish the other businessin the said courts from time to
time depending,to the great delay of justice, expenseand
trouble of thepeopleof thesaidcountiesandalsoforasmuchas
it will bemoreconvenientandnecessarythat the saidcourt of
generalquartersessionsof the peaceandgaol delivery in the
countyof Bucks shouldbegin earlierin the weekthanis by the
said act directed.

[SectionI.] Be it enactedbytheHonorableJamesHamilton,

Esquire, Lieutenant-Governorunder the Honorable Thomas
PennandRichardPenn,Esquires,true a~dabsoluteProprie-
taries of the Provinceof Pennsylvaniaandcountiesof sew-
castle.Kent andSussexuponDelaware,by andwith the advice
andconsentof the representativesof the freemenof the said
Provincein GeneralAssemblymet, andby the authorityof the

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same, That it shallandmaybe lawful to andfor the justicesof
the courts of generalquartersessionsof the peaceand gaol
delivery of the county of Bucks, andtheyare herebyenjoined
andrequiredto holdthe saidcourtstheninth dayfollowing (in-
clusive)after holdingthe courtsof generalquartersessionsof
the peace~andgaol delivery in the county of Philadelphiain
the monthsof March, June,SeptemberandDecember1n~each
year, andnot on the days andtimes in the aforerecited act
directedan~Iappointed.

[SectionII.] And beit furtherenactedby theauthorityafore-
said, That it shall andmay be lawful for the justicesof the
saidcourts in the countiesof Bucks andChesterrespectively,
andtheyareherebyenjoinedandrequiredto holdthesaidcourts
for andduringthespaceof threedaysin eachsession,if occasion
be, andto adjournover from day to day for that purpose,any-
thing in the saidactof assemblyto the contraryin anywisenot-
withstanding.
