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[Section IL] And be it further enactedby the authority
aforesaid,Thatthesaidprovincialtreasurerfor thetimebeing
shalloncein threemonths,if requiredby thecommitteeof as-
sembly annually appointedfor settling the public accounts,
deliverto them all suchbills of creditasshallfrom timeto time
comeinto his handsandareby law directedto beburnt, sunk
and destroyed,in orderthat the samemaybeburnt, sunkand
destroyedby thesaidcommittee.

OHAPTER DLXXXVII.

AN ACT TO PREVENT PERSONS FROM SETTLING ON THE LANDS
WITHIN THE BOUNDARIES OF THIS PROVINCE NOT PURCHASEDOF
THE INDIANS.

Whereasmanydisorderlypersonshavepresumedto settle
uponlandsnot purchasedof theIndians,which hasoccasioned

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great uneasinessand dissatisfactionon the part of the said
Indiansandhavebeenattendedwith dangerousconsequences
to thepeaceandsafetyof this province:

For remedyof which mischiefin future:
[SectionI.] Be it enactedby the HonorableJohnPenn,Es-

quire,Lieutenant-Governorunderthe HonorableThomasPenn
andRichardPenn,Esquires,true andabsoluteProprietariesof
the Provinceof Pennsylvaniaandcountiesof ~ewcastle, Kent
andSussexuponDelaware,by andwith the adviceandconsent
of the representativesof the freemen of the saidProvincein
GeneralAssemblymet,andby the authorityof the same,That
if anypersonor personsafterthe publicationof this acteither
singly or in companiesshallpresumeto settleuponany lands
within the boundariesof thisprovincenot purchasedof the In-
dians,orshallmakeor causeanysurveyto bemadeof anypart
thereof,or markor cut down anytreesthereon,with designto
settleor appropriatethesameto his own orthe useof anyother
person or personswhatsoever,every such personor persons
so offending, being legally convictedthereof in any court of
quarter sessionsof the county wheresuch offendersshall be
apprehended(in which saidcourtthe saidoffensesarehereby
madecognizable)shall forfeit andpay for every such offense
the sumof five hundredpoundsandsuffer twelvemonths’ im-
prisonmentwithoutbail or mainprise;andshall,moreover,find
suretyfor his goodbehaviorduringthe spaceof twelve months
from andafterthe expirationof theterm of suchimprisonment,
onemoiety of the saidsumof moneyto theprosecutorandthe
othermoiety to theoverseersof thepoor of the city or township
wheresuchoffendershallbeapprehendedto theuseof the poor
thereof.
