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theneatproceedsof thesaidlottery, andshallalsopayinto the
handsof suchpersonor personsas shall beappointedby the
eldersof the said High Dutch :Reformedcongregationto re-
ceive their distributive shareof the neatproceedsof the said
lottery, which personorpersonssoreceivingthesaidsums[sic]
orsumsof moneyareherebyenjoinedandrequiredto settlewith
andaccountforthesamewith theminister,vestryandwardens
of St. James’schurchandwith theeldersofthesaidHigh Dutch
reformedcongregationrespectively.

[Section IV.] And be it further enactedby the authority
aforesaid,That this act and every article, clause and. thing
therein containedshall be and continuein full force for and
duringthetermof threeyearsfrom thepublicationthereof,and
from thenceto the endof thenext sitting of assemblyandno
longer.

CHAPTERDXCIII.

A SUPPLEMENTTO AN ACT, ENTITLED “AN ACT FORERECTINGPART
OF THE COUNTIES OF PHILADELPHIA, CHESTER AND LANCASTER
INTO A SEPARATECOUNTY.” 1

Whereasby thesaidactof generalassemblyof this province,
passedin the twenty-fifth year of His late Majesty’s reign,
entitled “An act for erectingpart of thecountiesof Philadel-
phia,Chesterand Lancasterinto a separatecounty,”1 it is en-
actedthattheboundariesof thesaid countyshallbeasfollows,
to wit: “By aline atthedistanceof tensuperficialmilessouth-
westfrom the westernbankof theriver Schuylkill, oppositeto
the mouthof a creekcalled Monoeasy,to be run northwestto
theextremityof theprovinceandsoutheastuntil it shall inter-
secttheline of Chestercounty,thenon onestraightline cross-

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ing theriver Schuylkill aforesaidto theupperor northwestward
line of McCall’sManor, thenalongthesaidline to the extremity
thereof andcontinuing the samecourseto the line dividing
PhiladelphiaandBuckscounties,thenalongthe saidline north-
west to theextentof the countyaforesaid:”

And whereasEdwardScull, BenjaminLightfootandThomas
Cookson,or a majority of them,wererequired,authorizedand
enjoinedby the saidact within six monthsafter passingthe
sameto runout andmarkthe saidboundarylines:

And whereasthe saidnorthwestline dividing the countiesof
Lancaster,CumberlandandBerks andthe line dividing the
saidcounties of Berks and Northamptonwere left imperfect
andunfinished,they the saidEdwardScull, BenjaminLight-
foot andThomasCooksonnot having continuedthe said line
furtherthanthe settlementsat thattimemade:

And whereasmany inhabitantsare now settled and new
settlementsmaking beyondthe said lines, and disputeshave
arisenandare likely to ariseconcerningthe true limits and
boundsof the said countiesof Lancaster,Cumberland,Berks
andNorthamptonby reasonthat the boundarylinesaforesaid
havenot beencompleted:

Now to the end that the true boundariesbetweenthe said
countiesrespectivelymay be ascertainedand known andall
disputesconcerningthe samesettledandremoved:

[SectionI.] Be it enactedby the HonorableJohnPenn,Es-
quire,Lieutenant-Governorunderthe HonorableThomasPenn
andRichardPenn,Esquires,true andabsoluteProprietaries
of the Province of Pennsylvaniaandof the countiesof New-
castle,KentandSussexuponDelaware,by andwith theadvice
andconsentof the representativesof the freemen of the said
Provincein GeneralAssemblymet,andby theauthorityof the
same, That it shall and may be lawful to and for William
McClay, William Scull andJohnBiddle, junior, or amajority
of them,andtheyareherebyenjoinedandrequiredwithin the
spaceof nine monthsnext after the publicationof this act to
assemblethemselvestogetherandto extend,run andmarkout
by actual surveythe boundarylinesbetweenthe saidcounties
of Lancaster,OumberlandandBerks andbetweenthe said
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countyof Berksandthe countyof ~orthampton by continuing
the said duenorthwestcoursefrom the southeastendsof the
linesalreadyrun betweenthesaid countiesrespectivelyasfar
asthelandslatelypurchasedby thehonorabletheproprietaries
of this provincefrom the Indiansdo extend;andthatthecosts,
chargesandexpensesof running, surveyingandmarking out
thesaidline sofar asthe sameshallrun betweenthe saidcoun-
ties of LancasterandBerks shall be paid equally by andbe-
tween the saidcountiesof LancasterandBerks; andthat the
costs,chargesandexpensesof running the said line so far as
the sameshallextendbetweenthe saidcountiesof Oumberland
andBerks shallbepaid equallyby andbetweenthe saidcoun-
ties of OumberlandandBerks;andthatthe costs,chargesand
expensesof running, surveyingandmarking the said line be-
tweenthe countiesof Berks andNorthamptonshallbeequally
pa.idby andbetweenthe saidcountiesof BerksandNorthamp-
ton out of their respectivecounty stocks;andto that end so
much moneyas shall be necessaryfor the purposesaforesaid
shallbe assessed,leviedandraisedby the commissionersand
assessorsof the saidcountiesrespectivelyin suchmannerand
under suchpenaltiesasother public moneyfor the useof the
saidcountiesby lawis directedto beassessed,leviedandraised.

[Section II.] And be it further enactedby the authority
aforesaid,That eachof thesaidsurveyorsfor runningandsur-
veying the saidlines shall have andreceivefor their trouble
the sum of twenty shillings per diem andno more, andthat
eachandeveryother personwho shallbenecessarilyemployed
in carryingthe chainor clearingthe way for thesaidsurveyors
shallhaveandreceive~ve shillings per diem andno more.

Provided always, That no action or suit now commenced
or dependingin eitherof thecountiesof Lancaster,Oumberland,
Berks or Northamptonagainstany personliving within the
boundsof the saidcountyof Berks by this actintendedto be
run andascertainedshallbe discontinuedor stoppedby thisact
or anythinghereincontained,but thatthe sameactionsalready
commencedor dependingshallandmaybe prosecutedandjudg-
nient thereuponrenderedandexecutionawardedin the same
mannerandto the sameeffect as if the saidactionshadbeen
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commencedin thepropercounty; andthatall taxesalreadylaid
within the boundsof thesaidcountyof Berks herebyintended
to be run andascertainedwhich are not alreadycollectedand
paid shall be collectedby the respectivecollectorsandpaid
into thehandsof therespectivetreasurersof the countieswhere
such taxes were laid andthat all personsconcernedin the
levying, receiving andpaying the said taxes shall have the
samepowerandauthorityandbe underthe samepenaltiesand
restrictionsfor collecting andpayingthe sameas if the said
taxeshadbeenassessedand laid by the commissionersand
assessorsof thepropercounty,anythingin thisactor theactto
which this act is a supplementto the contraryin anywise not-
withstanding.

ERSWITHIN THE INHABITED AND SETTLEDPARTS OF THE CITY OF
PHILADELPHIA, FORRAISING OFMONEY TO DEFRAY THE EXPENSES
THEREOFAND FOROTHERPURPOSESTHEREIN MENTIONED.

Whereasthe pavingthe str?ets,lanesandalleys within the
inhabitedandsettledpartsof the city of Philadelphiasofar as
theyhavebeenalreadypavedandthe keepingthe sameclean
hathgreatlycontributedto thepreservationof thehealthof the
peopleinhabitingthereinandresortingthither:

And whereasthe law for effecting thesegood purposesis
nearexpiring and divers streets,lanesandalleys within the
saidcity remainyet unpaved:

[SectionI.] Be it enactedby the HonorableJohnPenn,Es-
