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the peace,who shall call such offenderbeforehim by warrant
or summons,andif, on hearing,heshall appearto beguilty of
anyoffenseagainstthis actthesaidjusticeshalltakehis recog-
nizance,with one sufficient surety, for his appearanceat the
nextcourtof generalquartersessionsof thepeaceto beheldfor
thesaidcounty.

[SectionIV.] And be it further enactedby the authority
aforesaid,That after the saiddams shall be alteredor built
agreeableto the true intent andmeaningof this act,no person
or personswhatsoevershallcastor drawanynet or seinein the
said rivers at or within the said opening, or within twenty
perchesaboveor below the same, under the penalty of fifty
pounds,to be recoveredandappliedin mannerfirst aforesaid.

[Section5.] Provided always nevertheless,That nothing
in this actcontainedshallbeconstruedor understoodto deprive
or hinderanypersonfrom drawinga seineor net for thetaking
of fish in any part of the saidrivers exceptin the placeslast
aforesaid.

CHAPTER DCXXIV.

AN ACT FOR APPOINTING REG.IJLATORSIN THE SOUTHERN PARTS
OF THE NORTHERN LIBERTIES OF THE CITY OF PHILADELPHIA,
AND FOR OTHER PURPOSESTHEREIN MENTIONED.

Whereasthereis a certaintract of land in the township of
theNorthernLibertiesadjoiningto andboundedby the city of
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Philadelphia,beginningatthenorthernboundsof thesaidcity,
on the river Delaware,thenceup the sameriver the several
coursesthereofto Shackamaxoncreek,commonlycalledGun-
ner’sRun,thenceup thewestsideof thesame.creekto thesouth
line of thelandsof theestateof IsaacNorris,deceased;thence
by the sametract of land the severalcoursesthereofto the
road leading from Philadelphiato Frankford, thence down
thesameroad to a stake,thencewest to themustard-mill on
theGermantownroad belongingto theestateof William Mas-
ters, deceased,thencecontinuingthe samecourseto the Old
York road, thenceon thewestsideof the saidroadtheseveral
coursesthereofto PeachGrove lane,thencewesterly up the
saidlaneto theheadthereof,thencecontinuingthesamecourse
to Wissahickonroad, thencedown the sameroad the several
coursesthereofto the northernboundsof thesaidcity, thence
by thesamecity to theriver Delaware,theplaceof beginning;
throughwhich saidtract of land severalof the streetsof the
saidcity runningnorth and southhavelegally beenextended,
andtheownersandpossessors,by comm.onconsent,haveopened
crossstreetsrunningwestwardfrom saidriver Delawareand
havebuilt anderectedthereon,at a very greatexpense,a large
numberof houses,messuages,wharves,storesandotherbuild-
ings:

And whereasgreatinconvenienceshave alreadyaccruedfor
want of surveyorsor regulatorsto lay out the propergutters,
channelsandconduitsfor carryingoff thewatersandto setout
the lots, andto regulatethe walls to be built betweenparty
andpartywithin thelimits of thesaiddescribedtract of land:

For remedywhereof:
[SectionI.] Be it enactedby theHonorableJohnPenn,Es-

quire,Lieutenant-GovernorundertheHonorableThomasPenn
and RichardPenn,Esquires,true and absoluteProprietaries
of the Provinceof Pennsylvaniaand countiesof Newcastle,
Kent and Sussexupon Delaware,by andwith the adviceand
consentof therepresentativesof thefreemenof thesaid Prov-
ince in GeneralAssembly met, and by the authority of the
same,That the commissionersof the countyof Philadelphia
shall and they are herebyrequiredand enjoined to appoint
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three surveyorsor regulatorsof the said streets,who, being
first approvedof by thejusticesof thecountycourt of quarter
sessionsof thepeacefor thesaidcounty,shall,uponapplication
madeto them, havefull power and authority to regulateand
lay out thepropergutters,channelsandconduitsfor thecarry-
ing off thewaterswithin thelimits of thesaiddescribedpiece
of land,andto enterupontheland~of anypersonorpersonsin
order to set out the foundationsand to regulatethe walls to
be built betweenparty and party within the said described
piece of land asto the breadthand thicknessthereof,which
foundationsshallbe equallylaid uponthelandsof thepersons
betweenwhom suchpartywall is to made;andthefirst builder
shallbepaidandreimbursedbythebuilderon theadjoininglot
onemoietyor half partof the chargeof suchpartywall, or for
so muchthereofasthe builderon theadjoining lot shallhave
occasionto makeuseof beforeheshallin anywiseuseor break
into thesaidwall, andthatthe chargeor valuethereofshallbe
setby thesaidregulators,or anytwo of them.

[SectionII.] And beit furtherenactedbytheauthorityafore-
said, Thatin caseof thedeath,removalor misbehaviorof any
of the said surveyorsor regulatorsthe said county commis-
sionersshall and theyareherebyenjoinedand requiredto ap-
point othersin his ortheirplaceorplaces,who, beingfirst ap-
provedof by thejusticesof the said countycourt of quarter
sessionsof thepeace,shallbe vestedwith thesamepowersand
authoritiesasthesurveyorsandregulatorsbeforementioned.

[Section III.] And be it further enactedby the authority
aforesaid,Thatif anypersonor personsshallbegin to lay the
foundationof anypartywall or of anywall fronting on anyof
the streetswithin the boundsaforesaidbefore the samebe
viewedanddirectedby thesaidregulators,orany two of them,
or shall encroachon the streetby suchbuilding or makeany
gutter,channelor conduit fartherinto thestreetthanallowed
by the said regulators,every suchperson,as well employer
asmasterbuilder,shall forfeit the sum of five pounds,to be
paidto the supervisorsof thehighwaysof the NorthernLiber-
ties,to be laid out in amendingandrepairingthe streetsand
highwayswithin thesaiddescribedtract of land, beingof the
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said offensefirst convictedin the countycourtof quarterses-
sionsof thecountyof Philadelphiaaforesaid.

[Section IV.] Provided always and be it further enacted
by theauthority aforesaid,Thatif eitherpartybetweenwhom
suchfoundationor party wall is to be madeshall conceive
themselvesaggrievedby anyorderordirectionof thesaidregu-
lators,heortheymayappealto thejusticesof thenextcounty
courtof commonpleasto beheldfor thecountyof Philadelphia,
whoshall forthwith orderavenire,directedto thesheriff of the
saidcounty,commandinghim to summona jury for thetrial of
the matterin disputeand proceedto determinethe sameac-
cordingto thecourseof thecommonlaw.

[SectionV.] And be it further enactedby the authority
aforesaid,Thatthesaidregulatorsor surveyorsattendingthe
saidservicefor their trouble.in settingout andregulatingthe
linesof eachlot shallbepaidby thepartyorpartiesconcerned
six shillingseach,and.no more,and for surveyingandregulat-
ing anyof the saidstreetsor highwaysthesumof six shillings
eachperdiem, andno more,to bepaidout ofthemoneyswhich
shall be raisedfor repairingandamendingthe public streets
andhighwaysin thesaidtownship.

And for thepreventingof accidentsthatmayhappenby fire
within thesaiddescribedpieceof land:

[SectionVI.] Be it enactedby theauthorityaforesaid,That
if anypersonor personswithin thesaiddescribedpieceof land
shall set on fire his or their chimneyor chimneysto cleanse
them,orshallsufferthesameto bedoneor that shallsufferany
of themto blaze out at top, and be thereoflegally convicted
beforeany justice of the peaceof the countyof Philadelphia,
suchpersonor personsshall forfeit andpaythesumof twenty
shillingsto theoverseersof thehighwaysof thesaidtownship
of theNorthernLibertiesaforesaid,to be laid out in amending
and repairing the said streetsand highwayswithin the said
describedpieceof land.

[Section VII.] Provided always, That nothing in this act
shall be deemedor construedto repealany matte; clauseor
thingin a certainactof assemblypassedin thefifth yearof His
presentMajesty’sreign, entitled“An actfor openingandbetter
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amendingandkeepingin repairthepublic roadsandhighways
within thisprovince.” 1 andof one otheract of assemblypassed
in thetenthyearof His presentMajesty’sreign, entitled “An
actto continuethe act, entitled ‘An act for the openingand
better amendingand keepingin repair the public roadsand
highwayswithin this province,” 2 but the sameand everypart
thereofshallcontinueandremainin forceduringthetermlim-
ited in thesaid acts,savingin suchpartsasareherebyaltered,.
changedor supplied.

CHAPTERDCXXV.

A SUPPLEMENT TO THE ACT, ENTITLED “AN ACT FOR THE BETTER
REGULATION OF SERVANTS IN THIS PROVINCE AND TERRI-
TORIES.”8

Whereasin andby theactof assemblypassedin thetwelfth
yearof thereignof William theThird, entitled“An act forthe
regulationof servantsin this provinceand territories,”8 full
powersaregiven to thecourtsof generalquartersessionsin this
provinceto make restitutionto themastersand mistressesof
such servantsas shall absentthemselvesfrom their service
during thetermof theirservitude,but no clearandexpressau-
thority is given to thesaid courts to order and enforcethe de-
livery andpaymentof freedomduesto thesaidservantsat the
expirationof their servitude,andsuchservantsareleft to their
remedyby action of covenant,which is attendedwith so mucb
