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CHAPTERDCXLIX.

AN ACT TO ENABLE THE COMMISSIONERS THEREIN NAMED TO
SETTLE THE ACCOUNTS OF THE MANAGERS OF A LOTTERY SET UP
AND DRAWN FORREPAIRING THE MEETING HOUSE, AND BUILDING
OR REPAIRING THE HOUSEFORTHE RESIDENCEOF THE MINISTER
OF THE PRESBYTERIAN CONGREGATION OF NEWTOWN, IN THE
COUNTY OF BUCKS, AND TO SUE FORAND RECOVER SUCH SUMS OF
MONEY AS REMAIN DUE AND UNPAID ON ACCOUNT OF THE SAID
LOTTERY.

Whereasit bathbeenrepresentedby petitionto theassembly
that thePresbyteriancongregationof Newtown in thecounty
of Bucks wereformerly permittedto raiseby wayof lotterythe
sumof fourhundredandfivepoundsfor repairingtheirmeeting
house,and building or repairinga housefor theresidenceof
theirminister,andthat althoughthesaidlotterybathbeenlong
sincedrawn,a greatpart of themoneysarising therefromre-
mainsyet unpaidorappropriatedto theusesaforesaid:

And whereasthepetitioners,membersof thesaid congrega-
tion, haverequestedthat a law maybepassedappointingcom-
missionersto settlewith themanagersand otherpersonscon-
cernedin thesaidlottery, their executorsand administrators,
and to recoverby due courseof law, if occasionbe, the said
moneysarisingtherefrom,andto applythe sameto thefinish-
ing a newmeetinghousein 1’Tewtown aforesaid,andsuchother
purposesasthesaidcongregationshallseefit:

[Section I.] Be it therefore enactedby the Honorable
RichardPenn, Esquire,Lieutenant-Governorunderthe Hon-
orableThomasPennandJohnPenn,Esquires,trueandabso-
luteProprietariesof theProvinceof Pennsylvania,by andwith
theadviceand consentof therepresentativesof thefreemenof
the said Provincein GeneralAssemblymet, and by the au-
thority of the same,That HenryWynkoop, JohnHarris, Es-
quires,and FrancisMurray beandtheyare herebynominated
andappointedcommissionersto settletheaccountsof the said
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lottery with the saidmanagersandeveryotherpersonandper-
Sons concernedtherein, their executors,administratorsor as-
signs.

And in orderto enablethemto executeandperformthesaid
duty:

[SectionII.] Be it enactedby the authorityaforesaid,That
all andevery themanagersand sellersof tickets concernedin
the saidlottery, their and everyof their executorsandadmin-
istrators,areherebyenjoinedandrequiredwithin threemonths
nextafterthepublicationhereof,uponrequestto them or any
or either of them madeby the said commissioners,to render
fair andjust accountsof themoneysby themor anyof themre-
ceived,with thedebtsto them or anyof them dueandowing~
for or on accOuntof ticketssold,andthenamesof thepersonor
personswho standindebtedto thesaidmanagersoranyofthem,
theiroranyof theirexecutorsor administrators,for ticketssold
asaforesaid,anduponsettlementof suchaccountswith thesaid
commissionersor a majority of themthesaidmanagersandsel-
lersof tickets andeveryof them, their and everyof their exe-
cutors and administrators,upon any sum: of moneyfound in
their handsor from them or either of them due, or from any
otherpersonor personsto themor eitherof themindebtedfor
tickets purchasedas aforesaid,shall and they areherebyen-
joined andrequiredforthwith to pay to the saidcommissioners,
or a majority of them, the sumsfrom them, respectively,due
to thesaidlottery.

And the better to enablethe said managersand sellersof
ticketsto settleandpayoff theirrespectivebalancesto thesaid
commissioners,all adventurersandpurchasersof ticketsin the
saidlottery areherebystrictly enjoinedandrequiredforthwith
to payto thesaid managersandsellersof ticketsall andevery
thesum and sumsof moneyby them, respectively,owing and
unpaid,andin defaultof paymentasaforesaidit shallandmay
be lawful to and for thesaid commissioners,or a majority of
them, andto andfor themanagersandsellersof tickets in the
saidlottery, to suefor andrecoverall suchsumsof moneyby
actionof debt,actionon thecase,orotherwise,asmaybeproper;
if abovefive pounds,in any court of commonpleaswithin this
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province,if five poundsorunder,beforeanyjusticeof thepeace,
andupontrial to givethis actandotherlegalproofin evidence;
andif it shallappearto thecourtandjuryorto thejury or to the
justice of thepeaceaforesaidon any trial by virtueof this act
before them respectivelyhad that the sum demandedor any
partthereofis justly due, thenthe saidcourtor justicerespec-
tively, shall give judgmentagainstthe defendantfor so much
asshall appearto be due with costs of suit, andshall award
executionforthesameasis usuallydonein like actionsbefore
them respectivelytriableand determinableby thelaws of this
province; but if no partof the sum demandedshall appearto
bedueasaforesaid,thenthesaidcourtor justice,respectively,
shall give judgmentfor thecosts againsttheplaintiffs3 which
costsshallbe paidout of themoneysrecoveredor collectedby
virtueof this act.

[Section III.] And be it further enactedby the authority
aforesaid,Thatthesaidcommissionersshallwith all convenient
speedpay all and every the sumand sumsof moneyby them
recoveredand collectedinto the handsof suchpersonor per-
sonsasshallbeappointedbythesaidPresbyteriancongregatir‘~1

to receivethe same,which personor personsso receivingthe
said sumorsumsof moneyareherebyenjoinedandrequiredto
applythesaidmoneysto and for completingthe said meeting
houseand suchotherpurposesasthe congregationaforesaid
shall order anddirect, andto settlewith and accountfor the
samewith theeldersof the saidcongregation.

[Section IV.] And be it further enactedby the authority
aforesaid,Thatthisactandeveryarticle, clauseandthingthere-
in containedshall be and continuein full forcefor and during
theterm of threeyearsfrom thepublicationthereofandfrom
thenceto theendof thenextsitting of assemblyandno longer
