natural subjectsborn within this Province as lawfully, fully
andfreely as if behadbeenborn a naturalsubjectwithin this
province, any law, customor usageto the contrarynotwith-
standing.

AN ACT FOR CONFIRMING THE ESTATE OF ADAM SIMON KUHN IN
AND TO A CERTAIN LOT OF GROUNDWITH THE BUILDINGS THEREON
IN THE BOROUGH OF LANCASTER, ONE OF THE TITLE DEEDS
WHEREOFIS LOST.

WhereasJamesHamilton, Esquire,by deeddatedthe fourth
dayof ]~ovember,one thousandsevenhundred and thirty-six,
granteda certain lot of ground known by the numberthree,
situate, lying and being in the town of Lancaster,containing
in breadthon King’s streetsixty-four feet four inchesand an
half, andin lengthtwo hundredandforty-five feet,to afourteen
feetalley, boundedto the north by the saidstreet,easterlyby
a lot of SamuelBethel,southwardlyby the saidalley andwest-
wardlyby a lot of Mary Dunning,undercertainrentsandcove-
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nantsthereinexpressedandreserved,untoa certainHenryBoat-
ler; that thesaidHenryBostlerby deeddatedthefourth dayof
December,one thousandsevenhundredandthirty-six, granted
and conveyedthe samelot of groundunto a certainFrederick
Struble,who by deeddatedthe seventeenthday of April, one
thousandsevenhundredandthirty-eight,grantedandconveyed
thesameto Ludowick Stone,nowof theboroughaforesaid;that
by severalmesneconveyancesandordersof the orphans’courts,
thepremisesarenow vestedin andarein thepossessionofthe
saidAdam SimonKuhn:

And whereasthesaiddeedfrom FrederickStrubleto Ludo-
wick Stoneis by someaccidentlost andcannotbe found,there-
fore thesaid Adam Simon Kuhn, in orderto preventthedam-
agesand mischiefswhich may arisefrom the lossof the said
deed,mosthumblypraysthatit maybeenacted:

same,ThatthesaidFrederickStrubleandhis heirsand all and
everyotherpersonandpersonsclaiming orto claimanyestate,
right,title or interestof, in orto thesaidtract of land,heredita-
mentsand premiseshereinbeforedescribedby, from or under
him, themoranyor eitherofthem(exceptthesaidAdamSimon
Kuhn and his heirs and assigns),shall be and areherebyde-
claredto be barredandforeverexcludedof andfrom all such
claim, right, title andinterest;andthatthe saidpremisesshall
bevestedin thesaidAdam SimonKuhn, his heirsandassigns,
from andafterthepublicationhereof,fully andabsolutelyfreed,
exoneratedand dischargedof and from all suchclaims, rights
andtitles to all intentsandpurposeswhatsoever,savingto all
andeveryotherpersonandpersons,bodiespolitic andcorporate,
their respectiveheirs, successors,executorsandadministrators
(otherthan the said FrederickStruble,his heirs and assigns),

CHAPTERDCLXIX.

AN ACT FOR PREVENTION OF FRAUDS AND PERJURIES.

For preventionof. fraudulentpractices,perjuriesand subor-
nationof perjuries:

[SectionI.] Be it enactedby the HonorableRichardPenn,
Esquire, Lieutenant-Governorunder the Honorable Thomas
PennandJohnPenn,Esquires,trueandabsoluteProprietaries
of the Provinceof Pennsylvania,by and with the adviceand
consentof therepresentativesof thefreemenof thesaidProv-
incein GeneralAssemblymet, andby theauthorityof thesame,
Thatfrom andafterthetenthdayof April, onethousandseven
hundredandseventy-two,all leases,estates,interestsof freehold
or termof years,or anyuncertaininterestof, in or out of any
messuages,manors,lands,tenementsorhereditamentsmadeor
created by livery and seisin only, or by parol and not
put in writing andsignedby thepartiessomakingor creating
thesameortheiragentsthereuntolawfully authorizedby writ-
ing, shall havethe force andeffect of leasesor estatesat
will only, and shall not, either in law or equity, be deemed
or taken to haveany other or greater force or effect, ; any
considerationfor making any suchparol leasesor estatesor
anyformer law or usageto the contrarynotwithstanding,ex-
ceptneverthelessall leasesnot exceedingthe term of three
yearsfrom themakingthereof. And moreover,that no leases,
