OHAPTER DOLXX.

AN ACT FOR THE SUPPORTOF THE GOVERNMENT OF THIS PROV-
INCE AND PAYMENT OF THE PUBLIC DEBTS.

Whereasin and by an act of generalassemblypassedin
the ninth yearof His presentMajesty’sreign, entitled “An act
for raisingthe sumof sixteenthousandpoundsfor the support
of the governmentof this provinceandpaymentof thepublic

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debtsand otherpurposesthereinmentioned,”1 it wasdeclared
and enacted,that theprovincial treasurerout of the bills of
credit therebydirectedto bepreparedandemittedshouldpay
off and dischargeall suchdraftsand certificatesashad been
beforethe passingthereof made by the assemblytogether
with suchdrafts andordersasshouldbedrawnon him by the
trusteesof thestatehousefor thepurposesin thesaidactmen-
tioned, andthat afterthepaymentthereofthe surplusshould
be disposedof by actof generalassembly:

And whereasin and by one other act of generalassembly
passedin thetenthyearof His presentMajesty’sreign,entitled
“An actfor thesupportof the governmentof thisprovinceand
paymentof thepublic debts,”2 a part of the saidsurpluswas
disposedof andappliedto thepaymentofthepublic debts,leav-
ing the sum of six hundredand ninety-five poundsand five
penceunappropriatedby thelegislature:

And whereasin and by one otheract of generalassembly
passedin thetwelfth yearof His presentMajesty’s reign, en-
titled “An act for thesupportof the governmentof this proy-
ince,makingthe exciseon wine, rum, brandyandotherspirits
moreequal,andpreventingfraudsin thecollectingandpaying
the said excise,”~the sum of twenty-five thousandpoundsin
bills of creditwasdepositedin thehandsof theprovincial treas-
urer who was therebydirectedto pay off and dischargewith
the saidbills all suchdrafts andcertificatesashadbeforethe
passingof thesameact beendrawnand madeby orderof as-
seniblyfor publicdebts;andit wasfurtherdeclaredandenacted
thatthe surplusof the said bills should be disposedof by act
of generalassembly:

Andwhereasafterthepaymentof thesaidcertificates,drafts
andordersthereremainsasurplusto bedisposedof in manner
aforesaid:

And wetherepresentativesof the freemenof this province,
beingdesirousto supportthehonoranddignity of government
anddischargethepublic debts,do pray thatit maybeenacted
