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CHAPTER DCLXXXVIII.

AN ACT FORTHE SUPPORTOF THE GOVERNMENT OF THIS PROVINCE
AND PAYMENT OF THE PUBLIC DEBTS.

Whereasin andby anact of generalassemblypassedin the
twelfth yearof Hi~presentMajesty’sreign, entitled“An actfor
the supportof the governmentof this province,makingtheex~
cise on wine, rum,brandyandotherspiritsmoreequalandpre-
venting frauds in the collecting andpaying the saidexcise,”’
the sum of twenty-five thousandpoundsin bills of credit was
depositedin the handsof the provincial treasurer,who was
therebydirectedto payoff anddischargewith the saidbills all
suchdraftsandcertificatesashadbeenbeforethepassingof the
sameactdrawnandmadeby orderof assemblyfor public debts,
andit wasfurtherdeclaredandenactedthat the surplusof the
saidbills shouldbedisposedof by actof generalassembly.

And whereas in andby oneother act of generalassembly
passedin thetwelfth yearof His presentMajesty’s reign, en-
titled “An act for the supportof thegovernmentof this prov-
ince andpaymentof the public debts,”2 apart of the saidsur-
plus was disposedof andappliedto thepaymentof the public
debts:

And whereasafter paymentof the debts so as afore~said]
directedto be paid by the said [by the said] recited acts
thereyetremainsthe sum of thirteenthousandandninety-five
poundsfifteen shillings andten penceunappropriatedby the
legislature,andwe the representativesof the freemenof this
province, being desirousto support the honor and dignity
of governmentanddischargethe public debts,do pray that it
maybeenacted:

[SectionI.] And be it enactedby the HonorableJohnPenn,
Esquire,GovernorandCommanderin Chief of the Provinceof

quiredto apply andappropriatetowardsthe paymentanddis-
chargeof all suchcertificates,drafts andordersas havebeen
heretoforemadeby order of assemblyso muchof the saidbills
of credit remaining in his handsunappropriatedby virtue of
•the saidrecitedact as shallbenecessaryto dischargethe said
certificates,draftsandorders.
