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ties, shallout of the severalbattalionsof militia take sucha
number as including the artillery companiesalready raised
andraising,shallbesufficientto composesix companiesconsist-
ing of onecaptain,onecaptainlieutenant,two lieutenantsand
fifty privates,eachof suchmilitia-men as[may be] judgedmost
fit for the artillery serviceand mostinclinabletheretoandas
equally from the severalbattalionsas convenientlymay be
consistentwith thegoodof theservice,andshallform thesame
into companiesof thenumberaforesaid,which companieswhen
formedby thelieutenantsand colonelsaforesaidshall electfor
themselvesone colonel, one lieutenant-coloneland one major
and suchcompanyofficers asmaybe wantingto completethe
said companies,andshallbecalled theartillery battalionand
be considereda corpsseparatefrom theotherbattalionsof the
militia. Andtheseveralcaptainsthereofshallby orderoftheir
coloneldeterminetheir rankby lot andbenumberedfrom one
to six in numericalorder and subjectto be drawn forth into
actualservicein rotationby companies,accOrdingto their num-
ber in rank, numberfirst in rankwith classfirst of themilitia
andso on until all taketheirtour, orotherwiseasthe president
or in his absencethe vice-president’of the supremeexecutive
councilshalldirect.

[SectionXV] (SectionXV, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by theauthorityaforesaid,Thatsomuchof the aforesaid[act]
of generalassemblyto which this is a supplementasis herein
alteredorotherwiseprovidedfor shallbeandis herebydeclared
to berepealedandmadenull andvoid.

ORAPTER DOOLXI.

AN ACT TO PROHIBIT THE SALE OF GOODS, WARES AND MERCHAN-
DISES BY PUBLIC VENDUE AND TO REGULATE PEDDLERS AND
HAWKERS IN THIS STATE.

(SectionI, P. L) Whereasthepracticeof selling goods,wares
andmerchandisesby public vendue,astendingto raisetheprice
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of almosteverynecessaryarticle,andto depreciatethecurrent
moneyof the continentand of this commonwealthwithin the
sameis founda greatgrievanceto thegoodpeoplethereof:

[SectionI.] Beit thereforeenacted,andit is herebyenacted
by theRepresentativesof theFreemenof theOommonwealthof
Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet,andbytheauthorityof
the same,That from and afterthe publicationof this act no
publicvendueorauctionof goods,waresandmerchandisesshall
beheldanywherewithin this commonwealthby anypersonor
personswhosoever.

[SectionII] (SectionII, P. L.) And beit furtherenacted,That
if anypersonor personsshall, contraryto thedirectionsof this
act,exposeto saleandsell, or causeothersto exposeandsell by
public vendueor outcry any goods,waresand merchandises
(except ashereinafterexcepted),he, sheor they so offending
shallforfeit andpayfor everysuchoffenseasumofmoneyequal
to thevalueof thegoodssold or exposedto sale,to be recovered
by actionof debt,bill, plaint or informationby anypersonwho
will suefor thesame,one-halfthereoffor theuseof theperson
sosuingandtheotherhalf thereofto bepaidto thestatetreas-
urer fortheuseof thisstate.

[SectionIII] (SectionIII, P. L.) Provided always,and it is
herebyfurtherenacted,Thatnothinghereincontainedshallex-
tendor beconstruedto extendto hinderanysheriff, constable
orotherofficer to sell anddisposeof by wayof vendueanygoods,
waresor merchandisestakenin executionandliableto be sold
by order of law or to hinderanypersonor personsfrom selling
orexposingto saleby public vendueor otherwiseany goodsor
~hattels whatsoevertaken and distrainedfor rent being in
arrear,or to prohibit any lawful executoror executors,admin-
istratororadministrators,to exposeto saleby public vendueor
otherwiseany goodsor chattelswhich wereof their respective
testatorsor intestates,or personsaboutto removefrom selling
lands,tenements,live stock, farming utensilsand household
furniture,but all andeverysuchpersonorpersonsmay do here-
in astheymight havedonebeforethepassingof this act.

[SectionIV] (SectionIV, P. L.) And be it furtherenactedby
theauthority aforesaid,Thatfrom andafterthepublicationof
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this actno malewhite personcapableof bearingarmsshallfor
and notwithstandingany pass,licenseor protection by him
obtainedunder any pretensewhatsoever,be suffered to go
aboutasa peddleror hawkerin this commonwealth,andthat
anysuchpersonoffendingagainstthedirectionsof this actshall
upon due conviction thereofforfeit and pay the sum of fifty
poundsfor everyoffenseto berecoveredandappliedin thesame
mannerandto the sameusesasfines incurredfor selling by
vendueareto berecoveredandappliedbyvirtueof thisact.

[SectionVj (Section11, P. L.) And be it further enactedby
theauthority aforesaid,Thatso muchof an actof generalas-
seinbly of this statepassedthe fourteenthof February,one
thousandsevenhundredandtwenty-nine(thirty), entitled,“An
act for regulatingpeddlers,vendues,”etc.,’ as relatesto the
regulatingof peddlersandhawkersandis not alteredoramend-
edherebyshall remainin full force, and all and everypart in
thesameactthatrelatesto theregulatingof venduesis hereby
repealed.

CHAPTERDCCLXII.

AN ACT TO EMPOWER THE SUPREME EXECUTIVE COUNCIL OF THIS
COMMONW9IALTH TO PROVIDE FOR THE SECURITY THEREOF IN
SPECIALCASESWHERENO PROVISIONIS ALREADY MADE BY LAW.

Whereasthe preservationof this stateand all its members
and of the army acting in support thereofat the time of an
hostileinvasionmayrequiretheimmediateinterpositionof the
supremeexecutivecouncilwhenthejudicial powersof thegov-
ernmentcannotin theordinary courseof the law sufficiently
providefor its security:

And whereasfor this importantpurposethe supremeexecu-
