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CHAPTER DCCLXXI.

A SUPPLEMENT TO THE ACT, ENTITLED “AN ACT FOR EMITTING THE
SUM OF ONE HUNDRED AND FIFTY THOUSAND POUNDS IN BILLS OF
CREDIT ON LOAN AND PROVIDING A FUND FOR THE PAYMENT OF
PUBLIC DEBTS.” 1

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereas,by anact of thegeneralassembly
of Pennsylvaniamadeandpassedthetwenty-sixth dayof Feb-
ruary in theyearof ourLord onethousandsevenhundredand
seventy-three,the sum of one hundred and fifty thousand
poundswasorderedto bestruckin bills of creditunderthecare
anddirectionof thetrusteesof theloanoffice thereinappointed,
the said bills to be emittedon ]oanby thesaidtrusteesin the
manneralsodirectedby thesaidactof assembly:

And whereasby thesaidactit wasprovidedthat if thesaid
trusteesor anyof themshouldneglector refuseto actastrus-
teesorshouldhappento die orbe removed~someotherfit person
or personsshouldbe appointedbythelegislaturein theplaceor
placesof suchtrusteeor trustees:

And whereasall the saidtrusteeshaveeither neglectedor
refusedto actfurtherin thepremises,andthebusinessto them
assignedin andby thesaid actof assemblynot beingyet com-
pleted,divers largesumsof moneybeingeither due and out-
standingorremainingin thehandsof thesaidtrusteesnot lent,
or which mayhavebeencollectedandnotyet disposedof:

[SectionI.] (SectionII, P.L.) Beit thereforeenacted,andit
is herebyenactedby theRepresentativesof theFreemenof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet,and
by the authority of the same, That Thomas Barclay, John
ThorneandJohnAgnew,Esquires,shallbeandtheyarehereby
appointedtrusteesof thesaidgeneralloanoffice of thestateof
Pennsylvaniain theroom andsteadof SamuelPrestonMoore,
Amos Strettel,Abraham Chapman,HumphreyMarshal and
Moses Brinton, Esquires,the trusteesin and by the said act

of assemblyappointed,and in the placeandsteadof every of
them. Andthat eachandeveryof thesaidtrusteeshereinap-
pointedand theirsuccessorsand everyof them beforehe shall
enteruponthe executionof his trust or any part thereofshall
give andduly executea bondto thepresidentof this common-
wealthforthetimebeingandhis successorswith threesufficient
suretiessuchasheshallapproveof, in thesumof tenthousand
pounds,conditionedfor thefaithful executionof thetrust and
performanceof all and every theacts,mattersandthings en-
joined andrequiredof him in and by this andthe said actto
which this is a supplement;andshallalsotakeanoathor .affir-
inationbeforesomejusticeof thepeacein thewordsfollowing,
viz.:

“I , will, to thebestof my skill andknowl-
edge, faithfully, impartially andtruly performand discharge
thetrust requiredof meby anact ofthegeneralassemblyof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvania,entitled“A supplementto the
act,entitled ‘An act for emitting the sumof one hundredand
fifty thousandpoundsin bills of crediton loanandprovidinga
fundfor paymentof public debts.’“

Which oathoraffirmation soto betakenby thesaidtrustees
shallbeendorsedon their respectivebonds;andthesaidbonds
with the endorsementsaforesaidshall be deliveredto the re-
corderof deedsfor thecountyof Lancaster;andthesebondsor
any of them in casethe sameshall be forfeited shall be sued
andprosecutedandthepenaltiesthereofrecoveredin thename
of the said presidentor his successorsfor theuseof this com-
monwealth.

[SectionII.] (SectionIII, P.L.) Andbe it furtherenactedby
theauthorityaforesaid,Thatthepersonorpersonsto whom any
of themoneysemittedby virtueof thesaidactof assemblyhave
beenlent andwho shallbedesirousto pay [off] thesameshall
andmay applyto thetrusteeshereinbeforeappointedor either
of them at anytime during themonthof Februarywhich will
be in theyear of our Lord one thousandsevenhundredand
seventy-eightanduponthefirst Mondayandfive following days
in themonthsof April, June,August,October,Decemberand

theyshallappointandof which theyshall givepublic notice in
orderto receivethesaidmoneysandshallgive receiptsanddis-
chargesagreeableto thetenoranddirectionsof thesaidrecited
actof assembly.

[SectionIII.] (SectionIV, P.L.) Andbeit furtherenactedby
tile authorityaforesaid,Thatthetrusteesin andby this actap-
pointedshall havepowerand authority to prosecuteandpro-
ceedfor defaultof paymentagainstall andeverythepersonsto
whomthesaidmoneysor anypartthereofhavebeenlent in like
mannerand to the sameeffect asin [and] by thesaid before
recitedactis enjoinedanddirectedto thetrusteesin andby the
said act appointed,and all other the powersandauthorities
which~to theformertrusteesor anyof themin andby thesaid
recitedact of assemblywascommittedor entrusted.

(SectionV, P. L.) And whereasthescarcityof money,for the
remedywhereof the said beforerecited act of assemblywas
made,hasnowin agreatmeasureceased:

[SectionIV.] Be it thereforeenactedby theauthorityafore-
said,That thesaidtrusteesshallhold and keepsafelyall the
moneysby themreceivedwithoutlendingorotherwisedisposing
of thesameor anypartthereofuntil thefutureorderof this or
anyfuturegeneralassemblyof this stateshallbe madetherein.

[SectionV.] (SectionVI, P.L.) And beit furtherenactedby
theauthority aforesaid,Thatthesaidtrusteeshereinappointed
shall receiveas a compensationfor their servicesand duties
hereinenjoinedthe sum of five hundredpoundsfor oneyear,
to becomputedfrom thedayof enactingthis law.

[SectionVI.] (SectionVII, P.L.) Andbeit furtherenactedby
theauthorityaforesaid,Thatin caseof thedeath,refusalorre-
moval of either or any or all of the saidtrusteesit shall and
maybe lawful for thegeneralassemblyfor thetime [being] by
theirresolveto beenteredon their minutesto nominateandap-
point othersin their steadandroom.

[SectionVII] (SectionVIII, P. L.) And be it furtherenacted
by theauthorityaforesaid,That everythingin the said before
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recitedactcontainedwhich is not consistentwith this present
actfrom henceforthshallbeand herebyis repealedand made
void.

CHAPTERDCCLXXII.

A SUPPLEMENTTO SEVERAL ACTS OF GENERAL ASSEMBLY DIRECT-
ING THE MODE OF APPOINTING AND FINING THE SEVERAL OF-
FICERS HEREIN MENTIONED.1

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereasgreatdifficulties arefoundto arise
in the administration of justice and other public business
throughtheomissionandneglectof constables,jurymen,over-
seersof thepoorandsupervisorsofthehighwaysto performthe
dutiesenjoineduponthemby law; thefines for suchomissions
and neglectsbeing found inadequate:

[SectionI.] (SectionII, P. L.) Belt thereforeenacted,andit
is herebyenactedby the Representativesof the Freemenof
theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet,
andby theauthorityof thesame,Thatall andevery personor
personswhohavebeenorshallbelegally appointedto thesame
office of constablein any city, borough,township,ward ordis-
trict within this commonwealth,and who, beingsoappointed
and-thereofduly notified accordingto law, shall neglectorre-
fuseto takeuponhimself theexecutionof thesaidoffice of con-
stable,or shallneglector refuseto executeand performall or
any of the duties and servicesto the saidoffice belongingor
which by law may be enjoineduponthemto executeandper-
form andshall thereofbe legally convicted,shall for eachand
everysuchoffensebefinedin anysumnotexceedingfifty pounds
atthediscretionof thecourt,to bepaidinto thepublic treasury
for theuseof this commonwealth.
