CHAPTERDCCLXXII.

A SUPPLEMENTTO SEVERAL ACTS OF GENERAL ASSEMBLY DIRECT-
ING THE MODE OF APPOINTING AND FINING THE SEVERAL OF-
FICERS HEREIN MENTIONED.1

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereasgreatdifficulties arefoundto arise
in the administration of justice and other public business
throughtheomissionandneglectof constables,jurymen,over-
seersof thepoorandsupervisorsofthehighwaysto performthe
dutiesenjoineduponthemby law; thefines for suchomissions
and neglectsbeing found inadequate:

[SectionI.] (SectionII, P. L.) Be it thereforeenacted,andit
is herebyenactedby the Representativesof the Freemenof
theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet,
andby theauthorityof thesame,Thatall andevery personor
personswhohavebeenorshallbelegally appointedto thesame
office of constablein any city, borough,township,ward ordis-
trict within this commonwealth,and who, beingsoappointed
andthereofduly notified accordingto law, shall neglectorre~
fuseto takeuponhimself theexecutionof thesaidoffice of con-
stable,or shallneglector refuseto executeand performall or
any of the duties and servicesto the saidoffice belongingor
which by law may be enjoineduponthemto executeandper-
form andshall thereofbe legally convicted,shall for eachand
everysuchoffensebefinedin anysumnotexceedingfifty pounds
atthediscretionof thecourt,to bepaidinto thepublic treasury
for theuseof this commonwealth.

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[SectionII] (SectionIII, P. L.) And be it furtherenactedby
the authorityaforesaid,That all persons,freemenwitbinthis
commonwealth,beinglegally summoned‘to serveuponanyjury
or any inquest,who shall neglector omit to give theirattend-
anceand performthedutiesenjoinedupon them accordingto
law, shallbefined at the discretionof the court in whichthey
weresosummonedto attendin a summarywayin anysumnot
exceedingtenpoundsunlesssuchdelinquentshall at thesame
or the next succeedingcourt renderto the judgesor justices
thereofa reasonableexcusefor suchneglector omission,the
samefines to be leviedandpaid to thetreasurerof thecounty
for theuseof thecounty.

[SectionIII] (SectionIV, P. L.) Andbe it furtherenactedby
the authority aforesaid,That all and every personor persons
who have been or shall be legally appointedto the office of
overseerof thepoororsupervisorof thehighway[s], andwho,
beingso appointedandthereofduly notified accordingto law,
shall neglector refuse to take upon him or themselvesthe
executionof their said offices respectivelyor shall neglector
refuseto executeandperformall or anyof the dutiesandser-
vicesto their said offices respectivelybelonging,shall for each
andeverysuchoffenserespectivelyforfeit andpayanysumnot
exceedingtwenty poundsthe sameforfeiture and fines to be
leviedandpaidto thetreasurerof thecountyfor the useof the
county.

[SectionIV.] (SectionV, P. L.) And be it enactedby theau-
thority aforesaid,Thatsomuchof theseveralactsof assembly
to which this act is a supplementas are hereinsupplied,al-
teredoramendedshallbeandis herebyrepealedandmadevoid,
andthat this act shallbe andcontinuein forcefor andduring
thetermof two yearsnextafterthepublicationhereofandfrom
thenceto theendof thenextsitting of thegeneralassemblyand
no longer.
