hisor theirplaceor places,who shall thereupon,ontaking the
saidoath,be theinspectoruntil theassemblyshallappointan-
otherto be investedwith thepowersand subjectto the duties
hereinbefore mentioned.

CHAPTERO?i’IXXXVII.

AN ACT TO VEST IN THE CONGRESSOFTHE UNITED STATES, A POWER
1~OLEVY DUTIES OF FIVE PER CENTUM AD VALOREM, ON CERTAIN
GOODSAND MERCHANDISEIMPORTED INTO THIS. COMMONWEALTH,
AND ON PRIZES AND PRIZE GOODS CONDEMNED IN THE COURT OF
ADMIRALITY OF THIS STATE, AFTER THE FIRST DAY OF MAY, ONE
THOUSAND SEVEN HUNDRED AND EIGHTY-ONE, AND FOR APPRO-
PRIATINGTHE SAME.

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereas,theCongressof theUnited States,
by theiractof thethird dayof Februarylast,did resolvethatit
be recommendedto the severalstates,as indispensablynec-
essary,that theyvest a power in Congressto levy, for theuse
of the UnitedStates,a duty of five percentumadvalorem,at
thetime andplace of importation, upon all goods,waresand
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merchandiseof foreign growthandmanufacture,which might
be importedinto any of the said states,from anyforeignport,
island or plantation,afterthe first day of May, onethousand
sevenhundredandeighty-one,exceptarms,ammunition,cloth-
ing andotherarticles,importedon accountof theUnitedStates,
or any of them, and exceptwool cardsand cotton cardsand
wire for making them, and also except salt during the war.
Also, a like duty of five per centumon all prizes and prize
goods condemnedin the court of admiralty of any of these
states,as lawful prize, that the moneysarisingfrom thesaid
duties be appropriatedto the discharge,of the principal and
interest of the debtsalreadycontracted,or which might be
contractedon the faith of the United Statesfor supporting
thepresentwar that thesaiddutiesbecontinueduntil the said
debtsshouldbe fully and finally discharged:

[Section I.] (SectionII, P. L.) Be it thereforeenactedand
it is herebyenactedby theRepresentativesof theFreemenof
the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet,
and by the authority of the same, That the United Statesin
Congressassembledshallbe, andtheyherebyarefully author-
ized and empoweredto levy, for the useof the said states,a
~iuty of five per cent ad valorem,at thetime andplaceof im-
portation upon all goods, waresand merchandiseof foreign
growth andmanufacturewhichmaybe importedinto this corn-
rnonwealthfrom anyport, islandor plantation,not within any
of the United States,after the first day of May, in the year
one thousandsevenhundredandeighty-one,exceptarms,am-
munition, clothing and other articlesimported on accountof
the said states,or any of them, and exceptwool cardsand
cotton cardsand wire for making them, and also exceptsalt
during thewar. That the said statesbe andthey herebyare
also empoweredto levy, for the useaforesaid,a like duty of
five per centumon all prizes and prize goodscondemnedby
the admiralty court of this commonwealthas lawful prize:

And whereasit will conduceto the generalinterestthat the
commercialregulationsthroughoutthesaid statesbe uniform
andconsistent:

[SectionII.] (SectionIII, P. L.) Be it thereforefurtheren-
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actedby theauthorityaforesaid,Thatthesaid UnitedBtate~,
in Congressassembled,shallbe and they areherebyfully au-
thorizedto appointoneor morecollectoror collectorsin this
commonwealth,to collect the said dutiesaccording to such
rules and ordinancesfor collecting and levying the same,as
they shall judge expedient:Provided always,That suchrules
and ordinancesbe not repugnantto the constitutionand laws
of thisstate.,

[SectionIII.] (SectionIV, P. L.) And be it further enacted
