CHAPTER CMXLI.

AN ACT TO AMEND THE ACT ENTITLED “AN ACT FOR THE MORE
EFFECTUAL SUPPLY AND HONORABLE REWARD OF THE PENN-
SYLVANIA TROOPSIN THE SERVICE OF THE UNITED STATES OF
AMERICA,” 1 AND THE ACT ENTITLED “AN ACT TO SETTLE AND
ADJUST THE ACCOUNTS OF THE TROOPSOF THIS STATE IN THE
SERVICE OF THE UNITED STATES AND FOR OTHER PURPOSES
THEREIN MENTIONED.” ~

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereas,doubtshavearisenwhetherthe
chaplainsand surgeonsof the Pennsylvanialine are included
in the act, entitled “An act to settleandadjustthe accounts
of the troopsof this statein serviceof the United States,and
for otherpurposesthereinmentioned,”passedthe eighteenth
day of December,in the yearof our Lord onethousandseven
hundredandeighty:2

And whereas;the chaplainsand surgeonsof the said Penn-
sylvanialine engagedto serveduringthepresentwarhavenot,
by the act,entitled “An actfor the moreeffectualsupply and
honorablereward of the Pennsylvaniatroops in the service
of the United Statesof America,”1 the encouragementand
rewardtheirservicesandsufferingsjustly entitlethemto:

[SectionI.] (SectionII, P. L.). Be it thereforeenactedand1t
is herebyenactedby theRepresentativesof theFreemenof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet, and
bytheauthorityof thesame,Thatthechaplainsandregimental
surgeonsof thePennsylvanialine engagedto serveduring the
presentwar shall be, and they are herebyentitled to all the

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emolumentsandbenefits,to all intentsandpurposes,whichthe
military commissionedofficers in the said line are entitled to,
undertheact,entitled“An actto settleandadjusttheaccounts
of thetroopsof thisstatein theserviceof theUnitedStates,and
for other purposestherein mentioned,”1 passedon the eigh-
teenthdayof December,in theyearof our Lord onethousand
sevenhundredandeighty,andalso shallbeentitledto thehalf
payof a captainduring life, they, thesaid chaplainsand sur-
geonscontinuingin the serviceduring the presentwar with
GreatBritain.

[Section II.] (Section III, P. L.) Provided always, and be
it enactedby the authority aforesaid,That all commissioned
officers, chaplainsand surgeonsof thePennsylvanialine afore-
said who areor hereaftershall be entitled to half pay shall
be liableto be calledinto actualserviceby the supremeexecu-
tive council of this stateat any time hereafter;andif any of
the commissionedofficers, chaplainsor surgeonsof the said
line shall neglector refuseto go and continuein said service
whencalledto it asaforesaid,suchhalf payshall from thence
ceaseand determine,anythingin any law of this stateto the
contraryin anywisenotwithstanding.

[SectionIII.] (SectionIV, P. L.) And be it enactedby the
authorityaforesaid,Thatthe supremeexecutivecouncil of this
statemay and they are herebyauthorizedand empoweredto
appointany additional numberof auditors,abovethe number
of [three] mentionedin theact,entitled “An act to settleand
adjustthe accountof the troopsof this statein theserviceof
theUnited States,andfor otherpurposesthereinmentioned,”
asthey shall judgenecessaryfor expeditingthe businessto be
performedby the saidauditors,which additionalauditorsshall
haveall thepowersandauthorityandthelike rewardfor their
serviceswhich are given andgrantedby the said act to the
auditorsthereinmentioned.

(SectionV, P. L.) And whereas,it hatb beenrepresentedto
this housethat it is both necessaryand expedientto pay off
anddischargea certainproportionof thesumsspecifiedin the

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certificateslately grantedto the officers and soldiersof the
Pennsylvanialine for their depreciationof pay:

[SectionIV.] (SectionVI, P. L.) Be it thereforefurtheren-
actedby the authority aforesaid,That the supremeexecutive
council be and they hereby areauthorizedto draw upon the
treasurerof the statefor suchsum or sumsof money.asthey
may deemnecessary,and place the sameinto the hands of
certain commissionersto be especiallyappointedby them for
that purpose(which they are herebyempoweredto do), who
shall attendat therendezvousof the respectiveregimentson
or beforethefirst day of May nextensuing,andthenandthere
payto suchofficersandprivateswho are in actualservice[and
shallmake] applicationfor thesame,one-thirdpartof thesums
found due on settlementand specifiedin the certificatesafore-
said, respectively.

[SectionV.] (SectionVII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid, That the said commissionersare
herebyauthorizedanddirectedto takeup andtransmitto the
treasurerof this statethe certificatesaforesaidand to issue
new certificatesto the said officers andprivatemen for their
respectivebalances,which said new certificatesshall bear
lawful interestandshall betransferablein thesamemanneras
promissorynotesareby law, any former law to the contrary
hereofin anywisenotwithstanding.

[SectionVI.] (SectionVIII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by theauthorityaforesaid,Thatthecertificatesof suchofficers
andsoldiersasshall not applyto the commissionersaforesaid
for paymentshall bearlawful interestand be transferablein
like mannerasthenew certificateshereinbeforedirectedto be
granted,andthepossessoror possessorsof the samemay,when
heor theyshall think proper, call on thetreasurerof thestate
for a third partof the sumsmentionedin the said certificates,
respectively,who is herebyauthorizedanddirectedto pay the
same,andthesaidtreasureris herebyfurther authorizedand
directedto retainthesaid certificatesin his handsand grant
new certificatesfor suchbalanceas may be due in manner
andform asis abovedirected.

[SectionVII.] (SectionIX, P. L.) And be it further enacted
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by theauthorityaforesaid,Thatthe supremeexecutivecouncil
be and they hereby are authorizedand empoweredto order
saleto be made of all forfeited estatesappropriatedby the
act, entitled “An act to settleand adjustthe accountsof the
troopsof this statein theserviceof theUnitedStates,and for
otherpurposesthereinmentioned,”1 on or beforethetenthday
of May nextensuingandapplythemoneyarisingtherefromto
theusesandpurposesin thesaidactmentioned,anythingin the
fourth sectionthereofto the contrarynotwithstanding.

CHAPTER CMXLII.

AN ACT FOR THE BETTER SUPPORTOF THE PUBLIC CREDIT BY AN
IMMEDIATE SALE OF THE LANDS THEREIN MENTIONED, AND FULLY
SECURING THE PURCHASERS THEREOF IN THEIR TITLES, AND
ALSO FOR PRESERVING THE COMMON LANDS APPURTENANT
TO THE CITY OF PHILADELPHIA, AND OTHER TOWNS IN THIS
STATE FROM UNWARRANT4BLE ENCROACHMENT.

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereasthespeedyandhonorableredemp-
tion of thebills of credit issuedfor thesupportof thejust and
necessarywar in which wearenow engaged,will havea happy
tendencyto re-establishpublic faith and inducewell-affected
individuals freely to advancetheir propertyfor the purposes
of governmentif they are securedof a true and real equiva-
lent:

And whereas,the bills of credit of this statedatedon the
twenty-ninthdayof April last,werefundeduponthesolidprop-
erty of thestate,consistingof theProvinceislandandthe un-
appropriatedlots containedwithin the boundsof the city of
Philadelphia,which said lands were, by a former act of as-
sembly,subjectedto sale,to bemadeby the presidentor vice-
presidentin council, at any time within four yearsthereafter.
Anda speedysaleof thesaidislandhavingbecomenecessary,
