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CHAPTER OMLVIII.

A SUPPLEMENT1 TO THE ACT ENTITLED “AN ACT TO PREVENT THE
EXPORTATION OF BREAD AND FLOUR NOT MERCHANTABLE, AND
FOR REPEALING, AT A CERTAIN TIME, ALL THE LAWS HERETO-
FORE MADE FORTHAT PURPOSB.1

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereasit hasbeenfound, by experience,
that sundryamendmentsandalterationsarenecessaryin the
act, entitled “An act to preventthe exportationof breadand
flour not merchantable,andfor repealing,at acertaintime, all
the laws heretoforemadefor thatpurpose:”~

[SectionI. (SectionII, P. L.) Be it thereforeenactedandit
is herebyenactedby the Representativesof the Freemenof
the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet,
andby theauthorityof the same,That whenanyflour shall be
offeredfor salewhich shall, oil trial (agreeableto theform men-
tioned and directedin the aforesaidact), be found packedin
casksmadeof unseasonedmaterials,every personso offering
the samefor saleshall be adjudgedto pay into the handsof
the inspector,for eachandeverysuch caskso found, the sum
of two shillings; and the owner of such flour shall havehis
remedyagainstthemiller or cooperwho hasfurnishedthecask,
for the damageswhich hemay sustain.

(SectionIII, P.L.) And whereasthepenaltyof five shillings
per dayon bolters,millers andbakers,for not enteringtheir re-
spectivebrandswith the clerk of the quarter sessionsin the
countieswhere they reside, is consideredas exorbitant and
severe:

[SectionII.] Be it thereforeenactedby the authority afore-
said, That the saidpenaltyshall be thirty shillings for every
suchneglect,to be recoveredas a debtunder forty shillings,
by any personthat will suefor the same,on proof madethat
the saidbolter,miller or bakerhasexercisedhis [said] employ-

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ment in manufacturingflour or breadfor exportation,for one
month,without havingmadesuchentry.

(SectionIV, P. L.) And whereasthe forfeiture of the casks
andtheir contents,in caseof deficiencyof weight,is considered
astoo severe,sinceaccidentaldeficienciesmayhappen,where
no fraudwasintended:

[SectionIII.] Be it thereforeenactedby theauthorityafore-
said, Thatin all caseswherecasksof flour arefound deficient
in weight upon trial and examination,agreeableto the direc-
tion of the act aforesaid,the personso offering suchdeficient
cask or casks shall forfeit, for every pound so wanting in
weight,thesum of ninepenceto bepaidinto thehandsof said
inspector.

(SectionV, P. L.) Andwhereas,it hasbeenfoundimpractic-
ableto brandall the casksof flour and breadoffered for ex-
portation with the arms of this state,agreeableto the direc-
tionscontainedin saidact:

[SectionIV.] Beit enactedby theauthorityaforesaid,That
the said inspectorshall stampthe said casksand the plugs
(put into theholesmadeby thesaidinspector)with theletters
S. P. And all caskswith counterfeitedstamps,as well as
casks,the contentsof which may havebeenchangedafter in-
spection,shall be liable to seizureand forfeiture, if offered
for transportationout of this state.

(SectionVI, P. L.) And whereas,doubtshavearisenwhether
middlings canbe exportedout of this stateunderthe afore-
saidlaw:

[SectionV.] Be it thereforeenactedby the authority afore-
said, That it shall and may be lawful to export middlings;
but everycaskofmiddlingsexportedor offeredfor exportation
shall, besidesand exclusive of the miller’s common brands,
bebrandedby themiller with theword MIDDLINGS atlength,
or beliableto seizureandforfeiture.

[SectionVI.] (SectionVII, P. L.) And beit furtherenacted
by the authorityafor~sald,Thatall fines andpenaltiesherein
mentionedshall be recoveredandappliedin mannerandform
asis directedby this act,andtheactto which this is a supple-
ment.
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[Section VII.] (SectionVIII, P. L.) And be it further en-
actedby theauthorityaoresaid,Thatso muchof thefifth sec-
tion of the above-recitedactasimposesa fine of five shillings
perdayon boltersandmillersfor theneglectthereinmentioned,
and the clausesof forfeiture mentionedin the sixth section,
andthat partof theeleventhsectionwhich enjoinsthebrand-
ing caskswith thearmsof thestateshall be andthey hereby
arealteredand repealed.

CHAPTER CMLIX.

AN ACT FOR THE BETTER REPAIRING AND AMENDING THE BANKS,
DAMS, DITCHES, SLUICES AND FLOODGATESON STATE-ISLAND.

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereasnumberso theownersof thelands
andmeadowson theStateisland(late theProvinceisland)by
theirpetition haveprayedthat a law maybepassedto compel
the severalownersof thesaid islandto contributeto the sup-
port and repairsof thebanks,dams,ditches,sluicesand flood-
gatesthereon,suggestingthat thesamearemuchout of repair
for want of someprovision beingmadeby a law for this pur-
pose,which beingright andreasonable:

[Section I.] (SectionII, P. L.) Be it thereforeenactedand
it is herebyenactedby theRepresentativesof the Freemenof
theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet,
and by the authority of the same, That William Binghain,
Elijah Weed, Charles MiUer, William Turnbull and John
Taylor, or any threeof them, be and they areherebyconsti-
tuted, authorizedand appointedto be managersof the said
island,and JohnWilcocks, treasurer,to be, remain and con-
tinue until the secondMonday in Januarynext; and that on
the said secondMondayin Januarynext, and on the second
Monday of Januaryin every year forever, the ownersof the
saidisland,or asmanyof them asshall think fit to attend,by
