tenancesaforesaidthereuntobelonging, to and for the only
use,benefitandbehoofof thesameJohnMorris, andhis heirs,
andassignsforever;subjectto suchquit rentsandotherrents,
estatesand encumbrances,as are or may be legally charged
on thesameor any partorparcelthereof;andthat all persons
havingand claiming any estateof propertyor inheritancein
thesamepremisesor in anypartorparcelthereofshall,within
thespaceof oneyearfromthepublicationof thisact,maketheir
claim by bringing an ejectmentagainstthesaid JohnMorris,
his heirsorassigns,or thetenantsoroccupiersof thesaidfifty
acres,from all future claimsotherwisethey shallbe excluded
and foreverdebarred,exceptfemecoverts,personsunderage,
imprisoned,or beyondsea,who shallmaketheirclaimswithin
one year after their said incapacitiesshall be removed,or
otherwisetheyshallbe debarredasaforesaid.

OHAPTERMVII.

AN ACT FOR THE SALE OF CERTAIN LANDS THEREIN MENTIONED
FOR THE PURPOSEOF REDEEMING AND PAYING OFF THE CERTIFI-
CATES OP DEPRECIATION GIVEN TO THE OFFICERSAND SOLDIERS
OF THE PENNSYLVANIA LINE, OR THEIR REPRESENTATIVES,AND
FORAPPROPRIATINGCERTAIN OTHERLANDS THEREIN MENTIONED
FOR THE USE OF THE SAID OFFICERS AND SOLDIERS TO BE DI-
VIDED OFF TO THEM SEVERALLY AT THE END OF THE WAR.

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereasit wasenactedby a law of this
commonwealthpassedthe eighteenthday of Decemberin the
yearof our Lord one thousandsevenhundredand eighty, en-
titled “An actto settleand adjusttheaccountsof thetroops
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of this statein the serviceof the United States,andfor other
purposesthereinmentioned,”1 That thecertificatesof depreca-
tion given to the officers andsoldiersof the Pennsylvanialine
should be receivableat the land-office of this state,equalto
gold andsilver, in the paymentof the purchasemoneyof nfl-

locatedlandsif the possessoror possessorsof thesameshould
think properto purchasesuchlands:

[SectionI.] (SectionII, P.L.) Beit thereforeenactedandit is
hereby enacted by the Representativesof the Freemenof
the Commonwealth of Pennsylvaniain General Assembly
met, and by the a.uthority of the same, That for the more
speedy and effectual complying with the intentions of the
law aforesaidthere be and hereby is located and laid off
a certain tract of land as follows; beginning where the
western boundaryof this state crossesthe Ohio river, thence
up the said river to Fort Pitt; thence up the Allegheny
river to the mouthof Mogulbughtitoncreek,thenceby a west
line to the westernboundaryof this state;thencesouthby the
saidboundaryto the placeof beginning,reservingto the use
of the statethreethousandacresin an oblong of not lessthan
onemile in depthfrom the Allegheny andOhio rivers,andex-
tending up and down the saidrivers from oppositeFort Pitt
so far asmaybe necessaryto includethe same,andthe further
quantity of threethousandacres,on th~Ohio, andon bothsides
of the mouth of Beavercreek,including Fort Mackintosh;all
which remainingtract of land, as aforesaid,is herebyappro-
priatedasa fartherfundfor the purposeof redeemingthecerti-
ficatesaforesaid,andshall for that purposebelaid outanddis-
posedasfollows; that is to saythe survey-generalof this state
shall, accordingto suchdirectionsas maybe given him by the
supremeexecutivecouncil, causethe aforesaidtract of landto
be laid out in lotsof not lessthantwo hundredacres,normore
than threehundredand fifty acreseach,numberingthe s•ame~
lotsnumericallyon thedraughtor plot of thecountryaforesaid,
andshall as soonasthe sameor onehundredlots thereofare
surveyed,togetherwith the secretaryof theland-officeand the

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receiver-general,proceedto sell the same lots in numerical
order at such timesandplacesandundersuch regulationsas
shallbe appointedby the supremeexecutivecouncil; the full
considerationbid at suchsalesshallbe paid into the receiver-
general’soffice, either in gold or silver, or in the certificates
aforesaid;upon full paymentof which consideration,the ex-
penseof surveying,togetherwith all feesof thedifferentoffices,
patentsshallbe issuedin the usualform to the severalbuyers
or vendees;andthe differentsumsin speciethat may be paid
into the receiver-general’soffice shall bepaid over by him to

the treasuryof this statefor the purposeof redeemingsuch
certificatesasmayremainunsatisfiedattheendof suchsales.

[SectionII.] (SectionHI, P.L.) And beit furtherenactedby
the authority aforesaid,That the allowanceor pay for laying
out andreturning into the surveyor-general’soffice the lands
hereindirectedto belaid out andsold,includingwagesto chain-
bearers,andmarkers,andall otherexpensesincurredin laying
out andreturning the same,for eachlot shall be the sum of
threepoundsten shillings which shallbepaid in specieby the
ownersor purchasersof saidlot or lots,beforeapatentshallbe
issuedfor the same.

(SectionIV, P. L.) And whereasthe generalassemblyof this
commonwealthdid by their resolveof the seventhdayof March
in theyearof our Lord onethousandsevenhundredandeighty
promiseto the officers and privatesbelongingto this statein
the federal army, certaindonationsand quantitiesof landac-
cordingtotheir severalranksasthereinlet forth to be surveyed
anddividedoff to themseverallyattheendof thewar:

[SectionIII.] (SectionV, P.L.) Be it enactedby theauthority
aforesaid,That for the purposeof effectually complying with
the letter andintention of saidresolve,therebe, andit is here-
by declaredto be locatedandlaid off, a certaintract of coun-
try, beginningat the mouth of Mogulbughtiton creek;thence
up the Allegheny river to the mouth of Cagnawagacreek;
thenceduenorth to the northernboundaryof this state;thence
westby the saidboundaryto thenorthwestcorner of thestate;
thencesouthby the westernboundaryof the stateto thenorth-
west corner of lands appropriatedby this act for discharging
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the certificateshereinmentioned;andthenceby the samelands
east,to theplaceof beginning;whichsaidtractof countryshall
be reservedandsetapartfor the only andsoleuseof fulfilling
andcarryinginto executionthe saidresolve.

[SectionIV.] (SectionVI, P.L.) And beit furtherenactedby
the authority aforesaid,That no improvement,location, war-
rant, grant, right, title or claim whatsoevermadeor procured
by, from or under anyIndian nationor nationsof Indians,the
late proprietaries,or any other personor personswhatsover,
for or upon the lands containedwithin the limits of the two
abovedescribedtractsof country or anypart thereof shall be
valid or any effect in law or equity but the sameshall be void
to all intentsandpurposeswhatsoever.

[SectionV.] (SectionVII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by theauthorityaforesaid,Thatall officersandprivatemenen-
titled to landasaforesaidshall andtheyareherebydirectedto
maketheir respectiveapplications for the samewithin two
yearsafter peaceshallbe declared,andshouldanyof the said
officers, non-commissionedofficers or private men, die before
their respectiveapplicationsshall be madeasbeforedirected,
then their heirs, executorsor administratorsrespectivelyare
herebypermitted to make such applicationswithin oneyear
after the expirationof the aforesaidtime; andin casethe said
officers, non-commissionedofficers, andprivatemen,theirheirs,
executorsor administrators,shall neglectso to do within the
timeslimited as aforesaid,thenandin such casesit shall and
maybe lawful for any personor personswhatsoeverto apply
to the land office, locate andtakeup suchpartsor parcelsof
said lands,upon suchterms as the legislatureshall hereafter
direct, as mayremainunlocatedby the said officers, non-com-
missionedofficers and privatemen, their heirs, executorsand
administrators.

[SectionVI.] (SectionVIII, P. L.) Providedalways andbe
it further enactedby the authorityaforesaid,That it shallnot
be i~nthe power of the non-commissionedofficers, andprivate
men,or anyof them,to grant, bargainor sell hisor their share
0 the land hereby appropriatedfor their use, or any part
thereof until the sameshall be actually surveyedand laid off
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asaforesaid,andthat every suchsale or conveyanceshall be
absolutelynull and‘void to all intentsandpurposes.

CHAPTER MVIII.

AN ACT FOR EXTENDING THE PROVISION MADE IN THE SEVENTH
SECTIONOF THE ACT, ENTITLED “AN ACT FORTHE REPEAL OF SO
MUCH OF THE LAWS OF THIS COMMONWEALTH AS MAKE THE CON-
TINENTAL BILLS OF CREDIT AND THE BILLS EMITTED BY THE RE-
SOLVES OR ACTS OF ASSEMBLIES OF THE SAID COMMONWEALTH
A LEGAL TENDER, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSESTHEREIN MEN-
TIONED.” 1

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereasthe provisionmadeby theacten-
titled “An act for the repealof so much of the laws of this
commonwealthas makethe continentalbills of credit andthe
bills emitted by the resolvesor actsof assembliesof the said
commonwealtha legal tender,” in behalfof thosepersonswho,
fromprinciplesof honorandhonestydeclinedpayingtheir debts
with a depreciatedpaper currencywhenthey had it in their
powerby law soto havedone,will ceaseon thetwenty-first day
of Junenext:

(SectionII, P. L.) Andwhereasit wasdeemedreasonable,at
thetime of passingthe aforesaidact,that suchhonestdebtors
shouldnot be compelledto paytheir old debtstill gold and~il-
ver money should becomemore plenty and easierto be pro-
cured;And whereasfrom diverscauses,it hathactuallybecome
more scarceanddifficult to be procured than at the time of
passingtheaforesaidact,andin consequencethereofgreatnum-
bersof honestdebtorsasaforesaidwill be ruined unlesssome
further relief beprovided for them:

[SectionI.] (SectionIII, P. L.) Be it thereforeenactedandit
