OHAPTER MVIII.

AN ACT FOR EXTENDING THE PROVISION MADE IN THE SEVENTH
SECTIONOF THE ACT, ENTITLED “AN ACT FORTHE REPEAL OF SO
MUCH OF THE LAWS OF THIS COMMONWEALTH AS MAKE THE CON-
TINENTAL BILLS OF CREDIT AND THE BILLS EMITTED BY THE RE-
SOLVES OR ACTS OF ASSEMBLIES OF THE SAID COMMONWEALTH
A LEGAL TENDER, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSESTHEREIN MEN-
TIONED.” 1

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereastheprovisionmadeby theacten-
titled “An act for the repealof so much of the laws of this
commonwealthasmakethecontinentalbills of creditandthe
bills emitted by theresolvesor actsof assembliesof thesaid
commonwealtha legal tender,”in behalfof thosepersonswho,
fromprinciplesof honorandhonestydeclinedpayingtheirdebts
with a depreciatedpapercurrencywhenthey had it in their
powerby law soto havedone,will ceaseon thetwenty-firstday
of Junenext:

(SectionII, P. L.) Andwhereasit wasdeemedreasonable,at
thetime of passingtheaforesaidact,that suchhonestdebtors
shouldnot be compelledto pay theirold debtstill gold and~il-
ver money should becomemoreplenty and easierto be pro-
cured;And whereasfrom diverscauses,it hathactuallybecome
morescarceanddifficult to be procuredthan at the time of
passingtheaforesaidact,andin consequencethereofgreatnum-
bersof honestdebtorsasaforesaidwill be ruinedunlesssome
furtherrelief beprovidedfor them:

[SectionI.] (SectionIII, P. L.) Beit thereforeenactedandit

(SectionIV, P. L.) And whereasdiversdebtorswho hadcon-
tracted debts which by reasonof lossesand misfortunesin
trade they were unable at the time to pay, have before the

seventy-seven,assignedand madeover their real estates,or
such parts thereof as their creditorswere willing to accept,
to trusteesin trust that the sameshouldbe sold within a rea-
soiiabletime to pay and satisfy suchdebts,which saidtrusts
havenot beenexecuted:And whereasthe scarcityof gold and
silver hath causedthe valueof landsandtenementsin most
partsof this stateto fall vastly below the real value of the
same,and if compulsorysaleswere to be madeof suchlands
andtenementsit isprobabletheywouldfall short of payingthe
debtswhichtheywereat first supposedasufficient securityfor,
to theinjury andoppressionof bothcreditoranddebtor:

[SectionII.] (SectionV, P. L.) Be it thereforeeri~actedby the
authority aforesaid,That no salesshall be madeby any such
trusteesof any lands [or tenements]which were so as afore-
said assignedandmadeover to them, before the saidtwenty-
first dayof June,onethousandsevenhundredand.eighty.four,
and from thenceuntil the endof thenext sitting of assembly
without the consentin writing of the debtor or assignor,or
his legal representatives,first had andobtained.

[SectionIII.] SectionVI, P. L.) And be it furtherenactedby
theauthority aforesaid,That no act or statuteof limitation of
actionsshallrun or be deemedor takento haverunat anytime
betweenthe first day of January,onethousandsevenhundred
and seventy-sixand the end of one year from and after the
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twenty-first dayof Junenext,uponall debtsandcontractsmade
or enteredinto before the first day of January,onethousand
sevenhundredandseventy-six.

(SectionVII, P.L.) Andbe it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That wheneverit shallappearthat
any debtor duty was contractedor incurred on or beforethe
first day of January,onethousandsevenhundredandseventy-
seven,andanybond,obligation or other securityhath beenen-
teredinto for the paymentthereof sincethe said first day of
January,the plaintiff who hath brought or shall bring any
suitor suitson anysuchbondor obligationexecutedin theman-
neraforesaid,mayproceedto judgmentin suchaction,andmay
issuehisexecutionfor theinterest,damagesandcostsasafore-
said,but no executionshall issuefor the principal debtor sum
until oneyearfrom andafter thetwenty-firstdayof Junenext,
asaforesaId.

[Section V.] (SectionVIII, P. L.) And be it also further
enactedby theauthorityaforesaid,That so much of the afore-
saidactasis contraryto thisactshallbeandthe sameis hereby
repealedandmadevoid.

Butler’s road to Bristol road, the first courseanddistanceof
which roadfrom saidButler’s road beingnortheasterlyforty-
two perches:
