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by the authorityof the same,Thateverywrit andprocesswhat-
ever grantedor issued or which mayhereafter be granted
or issued for any owner or owners, claiment or claimants,
against any personbeing now an inhabitant on said lands
at Wyoming, in order to disposesany of the said inhabi-
tantsor settlersof thelandsor tenementsin his, her or their
occupancy,shall be, and the sameare herebydeclaredto be
stayed;and on motion all further proceedingsthereonshall
bequashedby the courtto which suchwrit shallbereturnable,
until the report of the saidcommissionersshallbe laid before
this house,andorder shallbe takenthereupon.

[SectionII.] (SectionIV, P.L.) And be it furtherenactedby
theauthorityaforesaid,That this actshall be andcontinuein
forceuntil the endof thenext sitting of generalassemblyand
no longer.

CHAPTER MXIV.

AN ACT TO PREVENT AND DISCOURAGE THE DESERTION OF SAILORS
FROM THE FLEETS OF HIS MOST CHRISTIAN MAJESTY.

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereasthe lawsto preventdesertionfrom
the fleets of his mostChristian Majesty have hitherto been
founddefective.

[SectionI.] Be it thereforeenactedby the Representatives
of the Freemenof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniain Gen-
eral Assemblymet,andby the authorityof the same,Thatany
personor personswithin this commonwealth,who shall pro-
mote or encouragethe desertionof anysailor~fromanyship or
vesselof war belongingto his mostChristianMajesty, or shall
harboror concealanydeserter,knowing him to be such,from
anyof the shipsor vesselsas aforesaid,everysuchpersonsoof-
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fending shall forfeit andpay for everysuchoffensethe sum of
thirty poundsfor the useandsupportof government.

[SectionII] (SectionII, P. L.) Andbe it further enactedby
the authority aforesaid,That it shall andmay be lawful for
any one justice of the peaceof the city of Philadelphia,or of
any county within this state,andthey and eachof them are
severallyandrespectivelyauthorizedandstrictly enjoinedand
required,upon any complaint exhibited beforeany justice as
aforesaidof anyoffensecommittedcontraryto this act, to issue
processin natureof a summons,or a warrant underhis hand
and seal(accordingto thediscretionof thesaidjustice)against
thepersonorpersonsso accused;anduponhis ortheir appear-
ance,orcontempt,heshallcall to his assistanceone otherjus-
tice and proceedto anexaminationof the mattersof fact, and
upon due proof thereofeither by the confessionof the party,
orby theoathor affirmationof one or morecrediblewitnesses,
they shall give judgmentor sentencefor the abovementioned
sum of thirty pounds,and issue an execution for the same
againstthe goodsand chattel~,and for want of sufficient dis-
tressto imprison the party offending for the spaceof three
months,oruntil satisfactionbe made.

[SectionIII.] (SectionIII, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by theauthorityaforesaid,Thatwhereverit shallappearto any
justiceasaforesaid,on oathor affirmationof one ormorecredi-
blewitnesses,thatthereis groundto suspectthat anysailor or
sailorsdesertingasaforesaid, are harbored or concealedon
boardany ship orvesselwithin thejurisdictionof this common-
-wealth,it shallbe lawful for the saidjusticeand he is hereby
enjoinedto issuehiswarrant,authorizingand commandingthe
~sheriffof thecountyortheundersheriff (in caseof the adsence
or sicknessof thehigh sheriff) to enterin thedaytimeon board
anysuchship orvessel,in which it bathbeenallegedthesailor
or sailorsasaforesaiddesertingareharboredorconcealed,and
to makesearchfor thesaidsailoror sailors,andif necessityre-
quires,to break openany hatchway, door, room or cabin on
boardsaid ship or vessel,to discoverthe said sailoror sailors,
andif anysuchsailororsailorsshallbefoundon boardany ship
or vesselso searched,it shall be lawful for the said sheriff or
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his undersh,eriff, as the casemay be, andthey are herebyre-
spectivelyrequired to seizeandapprehendthe saidsailor or
sailorsandto carryhim or thembefore.thejusticewho issued
the warrant,who shall order him or them forthwith to be de-
livered to the captainor other officer commandingthe ship or
vesselfrom whichthe saidsailor or sailorshavedeserted.

[SectionIV.] (SectionIV, P. L.) And be it furtherenactedby
the authorityaforesaid,That if theparty or partiesfind him or
themselvesaggrievedby the sentenceor judgmentof the said
justices,actingunder the authority of this act, he or they, on
giving sufficient security, may appeal to the justices~of the
peaceof the next court of quartersessionsto beheld for the
city or countywherethe sentenceshall begiven, which court is
herebyauthorizedto hearanddeterminethe same,andwhose
judgmentshallbefinal therein,andnot removableby certiorari
or anyotherwrit whatever.

(SectionI, P. L.) WhereasJosephJudson,JamesRobinson
andJamesLees,prisonersconfinedin the gaolof the city and
countyof Philadelphiafor debt,by their petitions‘to this house,
have severally andrespectivelyset forth, that by reasonof
diverslossesandmisfortunes,theyarewholly unableto satisfy
their severaland respectivecreditors,and have prayedthat
they may be dischargedfrom further confinement;and it ap-
pearingthat the saidJoseph Judson, James Robinson and
JamesLees, have fully complied with the directionsof this
house,in giving propernoticein the newspapersof theirseveral
applications,andthe prayerof their saidpetitionsbeingfound
reasonableandjust:
