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CHAPTERMXVIII.

AN ACT FOR RAISiNG AND COLLECTING OF MONEY ON THE SPECIFIED
ARTICLES THEREIN MENTIONED, FOR THE SUPPORT OF GOVERN-
MENT, AND FOR OTHER PURPOSESTHEREIN MENTIONED.

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereasit is necessaryto raisea sum of
moneyfor the supportof government,dischargingits debtsand
incidentalexpenses,andpreservingthe public credit:

[SectionI.] (Section II, P. L.) Be it therefore enacted
and it is hereby enacted by the Representativesof the
Freemenof the Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniain General
Assembly met, and by the authority of the same, That
there shall be raised, levied and collected for the uses
aforesaid annually hereafter,from the owner or possessor
of [every] billiard tablethe sum of fifteen poundsfrom the
owner or possessorof everyonehorsetwo wheeledsulky, solo,
chair or chaisethe sum of onepoundten shillings, from the
ownerorpossessorof everycarriage,commonlycalledaphaeton
or four wheeledchaisethe sumof four pounds,from the owner
or possessorof everycarriagecommonlycalledacoach,chariot
or post-chaisethe sum of sevenpoundsten shillings, from the
owner or possessorof every coveredfamily wagon commonly
called a caravanthe sum of threepounds,from the owner or
possessorof every stage-coachthe sum of seven poundsten
shillings, andfrom theowneror possessorof everystage-wagon
thesumof five pounds.

[SectionII.] (SectionIII, P.L.) And be it furtherenactedby
the authorityaforesaid,That from andafter thepassingof this
act the prothonotaryof the city and county of Philadelphia
shallpayout of the feesof his office for everywrit whetherori-
ginal or judicial, mesneprocess,or any writ which shall be
issuedin thecourseof any action(subpoenasfor witnessesand
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writs issuedin behalfof this commonwealthonly excepted)the
sum of five shillings andsevenpence:

And theprothonotaryof the county of Bucks shall payout
of thefeesof his office asaforesaidthe sumof two shillings.

And the prothonotaryof the countyof Chestershall payout
of the feesof his office as aforesaidthe sumof threeshillings
andninepence.

And the prothonotaryof the countyof Lancastershallpay
out of thefeesof his office asaforesaidthe sumof five shillings.

And theprothonotaryof the countyof York shallpayout of
the feesof his office asaforesaidthe sumof four shillings.

And theprothonotaryof the countyof Cumberlandshallpay
out of the fees of hi~office as aforesaidthe sum of four shil-
lings.

And the prothonotaryof the county of Berks shall pay out
of the feesof hisoffice asaforesaidthe sumof threeshillings.

Andtheprothonotaryof thecountyof Northamptonshallpay
out of the feesof hisoffice asaforesaidthe sum of two shillings
[and six pence].

Which sumsarising from writs as aforesaidshall be sev-
erally paidby the respectiveprotbonotariesunto the treasurer
of thestateoncein every six months,having first settledand
registeredan accountthereofwith the comptroller-general,who
is herebyempoweredanddirectedto settleall such accounts
on oathor affirmation of eachandeveryprotbonotary,andon
neglector refusalto accountandpayas hereinset forth, each
prothonotarysoneglectingor refusingshall forfeit andpayfor
theuseof this Commonwealththe sumof five hundredpounds,
to be recoveredin any court of recordwheresuchprothonotary
dwells.

[Section III.] (SectionIV, P. L.) And be it further enacted
by theauthority aforesaid,That in caseof removal,resignation
or deathof any prothonotaryas aforesaid,he, his heirs, execu
toys, administratorsor assigns,asthe casemay be, shall pay
such sumsas are aboverated on everywrit as aforesaidand
beforenot accountedfor.

[SectionIV.] (SectionV, P. L.) And beit enactedby the au-
thority aforesaid,That if anyowneror possessorof anyof the
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articles herein before mentioned,whereon specified sums of
moneyareby this act directedto be raisedandcollected,shall
neglector refuseto maketruereturnsthereofto the assessorof
the propertownship or district for the time being, suchowner
or possessorshall paydoublethe tax or sum of moneyherein
beforedirectedto be raisedon sucharticle,to beleviedandcol-
leetedfor the usesaforesaid.

[SectionV.] (SectionVI, P.L.) And be it furtherenactedby
the authority aforesaid,That thecommissioners,assessorsand
collectorsshallhaveandexerciselike powerin raising~levying
andcollectingthe moneyto be raisedupon thearticlesabove
mentioned,as the commissioners,assessoi’sandcollectorsre-
spectively have in andby an act, entitled “An act to raise
effective supplies for the year one thousandseven hundred
and eighty-two,” passedthe twenty-seventhday of March in
the yearof our Lord onethousandsevenhundredandeighty-
two. 1

[SectionVI.] (SectionVII, P. L.) And be it enactedby the
authorityaforesaid,Thatfrom andafterthe passingof this act,
thereshallberaised,leviedandcollected,for the usesaforesaid,
an impostor dutyof four pencepergallon on all winesimported
into this statein casks,andoneshilling per dozenon all wines
imported in bottles; the above sumsrespectivelyto be paid
over andabovethe exciseor duty directedto be raised,levied,
collectedandpaid, by an act,entitled “A supplementto anact,
entitled an act for amendingand continuing an act, entitled
an actfor the supportof the governmentof thisprovince,mak-
ing the excise on wine, rum, brandyand other spirits more
equal, andpreventingfraudsin the collecting andpayingthe
saidexcise,”passedthe nineteenthdayof March in the yearof
our Lord one thousandseven hundredeighty-three2and over
andabovetheduty imposedby anact,entitled “An act for an
impost on goods, waresand merchandiseimported into this
state,”passedthe twenty-thirddayof December,onethousand
sevenhundredandeighty-8

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[SectionVII.] (SectionVIII, P. L.) And beit enactedby the
authorityaforesaid,That hereafterthereshallbe raised,levied
andcollected,a duty or impost of four penceper gallon on all
strongbeer,ale andporter, imported into this statein casks,
andtwo shillings andsix penceperdozenon suchbeer,aleand
porter imported in bottles,anda duty or impostof two pence
perpoundon all refinedloaf sugarso imported.

[SectionVIII.] (SectionIX, P.L.) And beit further enacted
by theauthority aforesaid,Thatthenavalofficer atthetimebe-
ing, andhis deputyandassistants,shall haveandexerciseall
andeveryof the powersfor the raising, levying, collectingand
securingof the paymentof the dutiesandimpostshereinbefore
mentioned,assaidnaval officer, his deputyandassistanthave,
in andby anact,entitled “An actfor an imposton goods,wares
andmerchandiseimportedinto this state,”passedthe twenty-
third dayof December,onethousandsevenhundredandeighty.’

[SectionIX.] (SectionX, P. L.) And be it further enactedby
the authority aforesaid,That all the moneysto be raised and
collectedby virtue of this act,shall beapliedfor the supportof
governmentdischargingits debtsandincidental expenses,and
preservingthe public credit.

MORE EFFECTUAL SUPPRESSIONOF ALL INTERCOURSE. AND COM-
MERCE WITH THE ENEMIES OP THE UNITED STATES OF AMERICA,”
AND FOR OTHER PURPOSESTHEREIN CONTAINED.’

(SectionI, P.L.) Whereasby the act,entitled “An actfor the
more effectual.suppressionof all intercourseand commerce
with the enemiesof the United Statesof America,”1 it is pro-
