(SectionI, P. L.) WhereasOharlesRubey of the town and
county of Bedford, cordwainer,hathpresenteda petition to
the late houseof assembly,setting forth that Jane,his wife,

And whereasthis housedid on the twenty-secondday of Feb-
ruary last give leaveto the said CharlesRiibey to bring in a
bill agreeableto the prayer of his petition, he giving notice
thereof in the IZennsylvaniaGazettefor threemonths,and it
hathbeenprovedto thishousethat noticehathbeengivenac-
cordingly:
