(SectionIV, P. L.) Providedalways,Thatnoth-
ing in this act shall be takenor deemedto bar any personor
personstheir heirsor assignswho mayhaveobtainedany just
and lawful right to the said islandor anypart thereof.before
thepassingof this act.

OHAPTER MXLVI.

AN ACT FOR THE AFFORDINGINDEMNITY TO THOMAS HUTCHINS, ES-
QUIRE, FORMERLY A CAPTAIN AND ENGINEER IN HIS BRITANNiC
MAJESTY’S SERVICE, AND NOW GEOGRAPHER TO THE UNITED
STATES.

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereasby amemorialfrom ThomasHutch-
ins, esquire,formerly a captainand engineerin his Britannic
Majesty’s serviceand now geographerto theUnited States,it
appearsthatwhilst heactedin theformercharacterattheBrit-
ish port of Pensacolaandsettledth~public accountof that de-
partment,he,notbeingsuppliedwith money,gavetheartificers
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employed on the public works certificates, in which he ob-
liged himself to be responsibleto them,wheneverthat govern-
ment should furnish him with money for the purposeof dis-
chargingtheir respectiveaccounts:And whereasit is setforth
and assertedby the said ThomasHutchins that the British
governmenthathnot furnishedhim with moneyfor thepurpose
beforementioned:

[SectionL] (SectionII, P.L.) Beit thereforeenactedandit is
herebyenactedby the Representativesof the Freemenof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet, and
by the authority of the same,That no writ or action of civil
processshallbebroughtor suedagainsthim for oron account
of moneysduefrom him to anypersonorpersonson thecertifi-
catesaforesaiduntil it shallappearthattheBritishgovernment
hathfurnishedhimwith moneysforthedischargethereofagree-
ableto his engagements.

[SectionII.] (SectionIII, P. L.) And beit furtbdr enactedby
the authority aforesaid,That if any suchsuit or action shall
bebroughtagainstthesaidThomasHutchinsit shallbelawful
for the courtout of which suchwrit hathissuedor thejustice
whomayhaveissuedany summonsorwarrantagainstthesaid
ThomasHutchinsfor or on accountof any certificate.or certi-
ficatesgivenasaforesaid,andthey areherebyrespectivelyre-
quiredto qua~hsuchwrit, summonsorwarrant,asthecasemay
be on thereturnthereof,andordertheplaintiff to paythecosts
of suchwrit, warrantor summonsprovidedthe said Thomas
Hutchins first makesit appearto thesatisfactionof the court
out of whichthewrit issuedorto thesatisfactionof thejustice
whomayhaveissuedthewarrantorsummonsthatthesaidpro-
cesshathissuedon accountof anycertificateorcertificatesgiven
asaforesaidby thesaidThomasHutchins.
