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CHAPTER MXLIX.

AN ACT TO ESTABLISH AND CONFIRM THE ESTATE OF PERSIFOR
FRAZER, ESQUIRE, IN A TRACT OF LAND AND TENEMENTS IN THIS
STATE.

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereas,PersiforFrazer, of Thornbury
township in the countyof Chesterhathrepres~nted[to the]
to the [sic] generalassemblyof this commonwealththat he
is seizedand possessedof two messuagesor tenementsand a
tract of landin thetownship of EastWhitelandin thecounty
aforesaid,containingforty-eight acresthreequartersand ten
perches,(be the samemoreor less) boundedand described~as
follows: Beginningat a post in theline of ThomasEvans’land,
thenceextendingnorth, northwest,by the sameland fifty-six
perchesto a post,thenceeast,northeastmy ThomasBowen’s
land,eighty-eightperchesto thenewroad,thencesouth,south-
eastalongthesameroad, onehundredandtwenty-eightperches
to themiddleof Oonestogoegreatroad,thencewest,up thesame
road, forty perchesto the corner of John Rambright’s lots,
thencenorth by thesamelots twenty-sevenperchesto another
cornerof said lots, thencewestby the said lots, seventy-four
perchesto theplaceof beginning. And whereasat thetime of
the British invasionof this statethedeedsof thesaid Persifor
Frazerwith the intention of providing for their safety were
buried under grouifd from whencesome of them have been
takenout, muchdefaced,andin somematerialplacesrendered
illegible. And thesaid PersiforFrazerhasprayedfor theaid
of the legislatureto establishby law his right andtitle to the
landsandtenementshe is in possessionof underthe aforesaid
deedsnotwithstandingtheaforesaiddefectsand imperfections
of thesame.

[SectionI.] (SectionII, P. L.) Thereforebe it enactedandit
is herebyenactedby theRepresentativesof theFreemenof the
Commonwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet, and
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by the authority of the same,That the messuages,lands and
tenementsaforesaid,with the appurtenancerespectively,are,
and shall be vestedin the said PersiforFrazerandhis heirs.
And thatthesaid Persifor Frazerand his heirsnow do stand
andfrom andafterthepublicationof this actshallanddo stand
seizedof thesaidpremisesandof everypartandparcelthereof,
with theappurtenances,to andfor theonly properuseandbe-
hoof of thesaidPersiforFrazer,his heirsand assignsforever,
subjectto suchrents,estatesandincumbrances,asareor may
be legally chargedon thesame,or anypartor parcelthereof;
andthatall personshavingandclaiming anyestateof property
andinheritanc’ein thesamepremises,or [in] anypart orparcel
thereof,shall,within one yearfrom the~publicationof this act,
maketheirclaimby bringinganejectmentorrealactionagainst
the said PersiforFrazer,his heirs or assigns,or the tenants
and occupiersof the said landsor otherwisefrom all future
claim be excludedand foreverdebarred,except femecoverts,
personsunderage,imprisoned,or beyondsea,who shall make
their claim within oneyearafterthesaidincapacitiesshall be
removed,orotherwisetheyshallbe debarredasaforesaid.

[Section II.] (SectionIII, P. L.) Providedalwaysthat the
aforesaidmessuagesor tenementsand tract of land, shall re-
main subjectto suchrents,estatesand incumbrances,asare
or may be legally chargedon the sameor any part or parcel
thereof.

AN ACT FOR THE RELIEF OF JOHN KLEIN. AN INSOLVENT DEBTOR,

CONFINEDIN THE GAOL OPLANCASTER COUNTY.

(SectionI, P. L.) WhereasJohnKlein a prisonerconfinedin
the gaol of Lancastercounty for debt by his petition to this
househathsetforth that by reasonof manymisfortuneshe is
wholly unableto satisfyhis creditorsandhathprayedthat he
