AN ACT FOR THE ENCOURAGEMENTAND PROMOTION OF LEARNING,
BY VESTING A RIGHT TO T9E COPIES OF PRINTED BOOKS IN THB
AUTHORS OR PURCHASERS OF SUCH CO1~IES,DURING THE TIME
THEREIN MENTIONED.

(SectionI, P. L.) Whereasthe honorabletheCongressof the
UnitedStates,by theirresolutionof thesecondday of May, one
thousandsevenhundredand eighty-three,have recommended
to the severalstatesto secureto the authorsor publishersof
anynewbooksnothithertoprinted,beingcitizensof theUnited
States,andto their executors,administratorsand assigns,the
copy right of suchbooksfor a certaintime:

(SectionII, P. L.) Andwhereasprinters,booksellersandother
personshaveheretoforefrequentlytakentheliberty of print-
ing, reprinting and publishing or causingt& be reprintedand
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publishedbooksandother writings without theconsentof the
authoror proprietorsof suchbooks andwritings, to their very
greatdetriment,andthe damageof their families, for prevent-
lug thereforesuchpracticesfor the future, andfor theencour-
agementof learnedmen to composeandwrite useful books,
and in order to give all dueforce to•the recommendationsof
congress.

[SectionI.] (SectionIII, P.L.) Be it ena:ctedandit is hereby
enactedby the Representativesof the Freemenof the Common-
wealth of Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet, andby the
authorityof the same,That from andafterthe passingof this
act,the author of anybook or pamphletnot yet printed,being
a citizen of theUnited Statesof America,andhisheirsandas-
signs,shallhavetheexclusiveright of printing, publishingand
vending the same,within this state,for the term of fourteen
years,to commencefrom the dayof it~first printingor publica-
tion in this state;andif anypersonor personswithin theterm
of fourteenyearsas aforesaid,shallpresumeto print, publish,
vendor distributeanysuchbook or pamphletwithin this state,
or to introduceinto this statefor sale,anycopiesof suchbook
or pamphletprintedbeyondthelimits of thisstate,without the
consentof the author or proprietor thereof first lawfully ob-
tained,everysuchpersonor persons,shallforfeit andpayto the
authoror proprietorof suchbook or pamphletdoublethevalue
of all the copiesof suchbook or pamphletsoprinted,published,
vended,distributedor introductedfor sale,to be recoveredby
suchauthor or proprietor in any court of this statewheretrie
samemay be cognizable,or if underthe valueof five pounds,
beforeanytwo justicesof thecountywheresuchoffenseis com-
mitted:

[Section IV, P. L) Provided nevertheless,- That no author,
assigneeor proprietorof any suchbook or pamphlet,shall be
entitled to the benefit~ofthis act, until he shall duly register
his nameas author, assigneeor proprietorwith the title of
such book or pamphletin the prothonota~ry’soffice, in the city
of Philadelphia,who is herebyrequiredto’ enterthe sameon
record,for whichheshallreceivefive shillings andno more.

[SectionIL] (SectionV, P.L.) And be it further enactedby
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theauthorityaforesaid,That atthe expirationof the aforesaid
termof fourteenyearsin the caseshereinbeforementioned,the
exclusiveright of printing anddisposingof any suchbook or
pamphletin this stateshall return to the author thereof,if
thenliving, hisheirsandassignsfor theterm of fourteenyears
more, andthat all andevery personor personswho shall re-
print, publish, vend, distributeor import within this stateany
copiesthereof,without the consentof suchauthoror proprietor
obtainedasaforesaid,during said.secondtermof fourteenyears
shall be liable to the samepenaltiesto be recoveredin the
samemannerasis hereinbeforedirected:

(SectionVI, P.L.) And [be] it providedalsothat no authoror
proprietorof anybookor pamphletshallbe entitledto thebene-
fit of thisactunlessheshallinserton the backof thetitle page,
a copy of the certificateof entryobtainedof the prothonotary
aforesaid,which the said prothonotary is herebyrequired to
grant without any further reward.

[Section III.] (Section VII, P. L.) Provided nevertheless,
That this act shall not take placeuntil such time as all and
everyof the statesin the union shallhavepassedlaws,similar
to the same,in conformity to the recommendationof congress
aforesaid.
