out as containhigh and difficult mouxitainsor other broken
groundto openandmakethe saidhighway. Andthe president
or vice-presidentin council shall appoint suitablepersonsto
directthelayingout of thesaidmoneysin the openingandmak-
ing of suchpartsof the saidhighwayasthe presidentor vice-
presidentin council shall judge to be most useful andnecea-
sary; alwayspreferringthe more ruggedand least habitable
partsof the countrythrough which the saidhighwaymaybe
laid out for theapplying of the moneysaforesaid.

[SectionIV.] (SectionVI. P. L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the [said] sum of two thou-
sa~ndpounds which is hereby appropriatedto the purposes
aforesaidshallbe issuedby thetreasurerof thiscommonwealth
uponwarrantsto be drawn by the presidentor in his absence
by the vice-presidentin council; suchwarrantsseverallyto be
ulrst enteredin theoffice of thecomptroller-generalof this state;
andeverypersonwhoshall receiveanymoneyby virtue of any
suchwarrantshallbeaccountablefor the samebeforethe said
comptroller-generalin like mannerasotherpersonsareor may
be accountablewho be entrustedwith the public money.

CHAPTER MOLXO.

AN ACT AUTHORIZING THE SUPREME EXECUTIVE COUNCIL TO DRAW
AN ORDER ON THE TREASUREROF THIS STATE FOR THE SUM OF
SIXTY-CSEVENJ POUNDS AND THREE PENCEIN FAVOR OF DAVID
MEADE, ESQUIRE.

(Section I. P. L.) Whereasby a petition presentedto tbl~
houseby David lVleade,Esquire,it is thereinset forth that he
wasappointedajusticeof the peaceatWyoming in the county
of Northumberland,that during the latedisturbancestherehe
hasendeavoredby every legal meansin his power to prevent
irregularities and promoteobedienceto the laws of this state,
thatat the desireof the committeelately sentby order of this
houseinto that countryhe wasrequestedto continuethereas
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long aspossiblefor theabovepurposesby whichmeanshehas
beensubjectedto heavyexpensesin giving informationto gov-
ernmentandothermattersand prayingrelief in thepremises;
and it is just and reasonablethat the expensesaforesaidbe
paid:

Therefore:
[SectionI.] (SectionII. P.L.) Be it enactedandit is hereby

enactedby theRepresentativesof theFreemenof theCommon-
wealth of Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet and by the
authorityof thesame,That the supremeexecutivecouncil be
andthey areherebyauthorizedto drawan order on thetreas-
urer of this statefor thesum of sixty-sevenpoundsandthree
pence,beingthebalanceduehim.

CHAPTERMOLXOI.

AN ACT TO EMPOWER DEBORAH IRVINE TO RECEIVE THE INTEREST
UPON HER HUSBAND JAMES IRVINE’S DEPRECIATION CERTIFICATE
DURING HIS ABSENCE.

(SectionI. P. L.) Whereasprovisionhathlately beenmade
by law for settlingthedepreciationof thepayof officersof the
navyof this statederangedin theyearonethousandsevenhun-
dredand seventy-eightand the comptroller-generalwas di-
rectedto grantlike certificatesforthesameashadbeengranted
to thePennsylvanialine.

And whereasin consequenceof saidact,theaccountof Cap~
tam JamesIrvine late anofficer asaforesaidhathbeen~ettle~
and a certificate in his favor ha±hbeendelivered to hi~wife
DeborahIrvine, he beingthenabsent,a prisonerwith the Al-
gerines,andstill continuingin captivity.

Andwhereasfrom thecircumstancesofhi~captivity asafore-
said and othercausesand satisfactoryproofsit appearsthat
he neverhathalienatedhis right to thesaid certificatebut is
preventedby his presentdistressingsituationfrom attending
to taketheoathof non-alienationasrequiredby law:
