CHAPTER MCXCII.

AN ACT TO SETTLEAND ADJUST THE ACCOUNTS OF THE OFFICERS
OF THIS STATE IN THE SERVICE OF THE UNITED STATES WHO
WERE DERANGED BY THE RESOLUTION OF CONGRESS PASSED
THE FOURTH DAY OF JUNE, ONE THOUSAND SEVEN HUNDRED
AND SEVENTi-EIGHT.

(SectionI. P.L.) Whereasit is just andreasonablethatthe
saidofficersshouldreceiveequalcompensationfor their services
with that given to the otherofficers of this statein the service
of the United Statesso far asto the depreciationof their pay:

Therefore:
[SectionI.] (SectionII. P. L.) Be it enacted,andit is hereby

enactedby the Representativesof theFreemenof theCommon-
wealth of Penns~ylvaniain GeneralAssembly met andby the
authority of the same,That the comptroller-generalbeandhe
is herebyauthorizedandrequiredto adjust the depreciation
dueon thepayof theofficers of the latePennsylvanialine, de-
rangedasaforesaidin theyearonethousandsevenhundredand
seventy-eightduring the time theywere continuedin theser-
vice of the UnitedStatesandto issuecertificatesfor the same
to the officers derangedas aforesaidandthat the certificates
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so to be given togetherwith the interestthereonshallbeand

CHAPTERMCXCIII.

AN ACT FOR REGULATING THE MEASUREMENT OF CORN AND SALT

IMPORTED INTO THE PORT OF PHILADELPHIA.

(SectionI. P. L.) Whereasby anordinanceof thelatecorpo-
rationof the city of Philadelphiaa measurerof corn andsalt
was appointedwith certain powersand under certain regu-
lations which havebeenvario~islyexercisedand attendedto
sincetherevolution,butwithout anyexpressprovision by law,
and it is necessaryto establishsuchan officer andto prescribe
his dutiesandpower:

[SectionI.] (SectionII. P. L.) Be it tiiereforeenactedand
it is herebyenactedby the Representativesof the Freemenof
theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet
andbytheauthorityof thesame,Thattherebeappointedby the
supremeexecutivecouncil of this commonwealthsome proper
anddiscreetpersonto be themeasurerof all kinds of corn and
salt importedorbroughtinto theport andcity of Philadelphia
for sale,which officer beforehe enterson theduty of the office
shalltakeandsubscribe,beforeoneof thejudgesof thecourtof
common pleas for the county of Philadelphia,and oath or
affirmationthat hewill in all thingswell andfaithfully execute
theoffice of measurerof cornandsaltwithin the city andport
of Philadelphiaaccordingto the best of his knowledgeand
ability andthedirectionscontainedin this act.
