CHAPTER MOXCIV.

AN ACT FORPEERELIEF OF OFFICERS,SOLDIERSANL~SEAMENWHO
IN THE COURSE OF THE LATE WAR HAVE BEEN WOUNDED OR
OTHERWISEDISABLED IN THE SERVICE OF THIS STATE OR OF THE
UNITED STATES.

(SectionI. P.L.) Whereasavarietyof lawshavebeenpassed
by this stateheretoforeextendingrelief to numerouscases:

Andwhereasthereareaconsiderablenumberof officers, sol-
diers or seamenwho havebeendisabledin the late glorious
strugglefor liberty in theserviceof thisstateor of the United
Statesfor whoserelief provisionhathnot beenmade:

And whereasit will contributeto goodorder andregularity
that the laws upon this subject shouldbe all reducedto one
act, and it is right that the samerules should be observed
towardsall thosewhosecasesaresimilar:

(SectionII. P. L.) And whereasthe United Statesin Con-
gressassembledhaveby their act of the seventhdayof June
lastrecommendedto the severalstates,andresolvedasfollows,
çviz.)

“That it be and it is herebyrecommendedto the several
statesto makeprovision for officers, soldiersandseamenwho
havebeendisabledin the serviceof theUnitedStatesin the fol-
lowing manner,viz:”

1, “A completelist shallbemadeout by suchpersonor per-
sonsaseachstate~ha1ldirect of all officers, soldiersor seamen
residentin their respectivestateswho haveservedin the army
or navy of the UnitedStatesor in themilitia in the serviceof
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theUnited Statesandhavebeendisabledin suchserviceso as
to beincapableof military duty or of obtaininga livelihood by
labor. In this list shall be expressedthe pay, age,and disa-
bility of eachinvalid, alsotheregiment,corpsor ship to which
hebelongedanda copyof thesameshallbe transmittedto the
office of the secretaryat warwithin one yearaftereachstate
shallpassa law for this purpose,and alike descriptivelist of
theinvalids residentin therespectivestatesshallfrom yearto
yearbe annually-transmittedto the office of the secretaryat
war.”

2d. “No officer, soldieror seaman,shall be consideredasan
invalId or entitled to pay unlesshe canproducea certificate
from the commandingofficer or surgeonof theregiment,ship,
corpsorcompanyin which heservedorfrom aphysicianor sur-
geon of a military ho~pitalor other good and sufficient testi-
monysettingforth his disability andthathewasthusdisabled
while in theserviceof theUnitedStates.”

3d. “That all commissionedofficers within the aforesaidcle-
scription, disabledin the serviceof the United Statesso asto
be wholly incapableof military duty or of obtaininga liveli-
hood, bealloweda yearlypensionequalto half of their payre-
spectively. And all commissionedofficers as aforesaidwho
shall not havebeendisabledin so greata degreebealloweda
yearlypensionwhich shallcorrespondwith thedegreeof their
disability comparedwith that of an officer wb&lly disabled.
That all non-commissionedofficers and privates within the
aforesaiddescription,disabledin the service of the United
Statessoasto bewholly incapableof military or garrisonduty
or of obtaininga livelihood by labor be alloweda sumnot e~-
ceeaingfive dollarspermonth. And all non-commissionedof-
ficers and privatesas aforesaidwho shall not havebeendis-
abledin so greata degreebeallowedsucha sumasshallcor-
respondwith thedegreeof theirdisability comparedwith that
of a non~commissionedofficer orprivatewholly disabled.

[4th.J That eachstateappointoneor morepersonsof suita-
ble abilitiesto examineanclaimantsandto reportwhetherthe
personproducinga certificate,setting forth that he is an in-
valid besuchin factandif suchto whatpayhe is entitled;and
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thereuponthe personsappointedto makesuch inquiry shall
giveto theinvalid acertificatespecifyingto what payhe is en-
titled, andtransmitacopyto thepersonwho maybe appointed
by thestateto receiveandrecordthe same.

[5th.] That eachStatebeauthorizedto payto the commis-
sionedofficers,non-commissionedofficersandprivatesthe sum
or sumsof which theyshall berespectivelyentitledagreeably
to the before mentionedcertificates;the said paymentsto be
deductedfrom therespectivequotasof thestatesfor theyearin
which they shall be made. Providedthat no officer who has
acceptedhis commutationfor half pay shallbe enteredon the
list of invalidsunlessheshall first havereturnedhis commuta-
tion.

[6th.] “That any state may form such invalidsunder the
aforesaiddescriptionasarecitizensof thesameandarecapable
of garrisonduty into corpsto. beemployedin guardingmilitary
stores,aiding-thepoliceor otherwiseasthestatemaydirect.

[7th.] “That when invalidsshallbeformed into corpsthere
[shall] be quarterlyreturnscomprehendingthe pay, age,dis-
ability, regiment, ship or .corps to which they severally be-
longed,madeout andsignedby their commandingofficer and
transmittedto suchpersonor personsasthestateshall direct
that their pay madeby orderedaccordingto said return.

[8th.] That all invalids, aswell thoseformedinto corps,as
thosewho arenot, shall annuallyapply themselvesto amagis-
trateof the countyin whose [sic] [which] theyresideor may
be stationed,andtake the following oath, (viz.) A. B. caine
beforeme,oneof thejusticesfor the countyof
in thestateof andmadeoaththathewas
examinedby appointedby the saidstate
(or commonwealth)for that purpose,obtaineda certificate,or
had his certificateexaminedandcountersigned,setting forth
that he hadservedin that he was disabledby

andthat be nowlivesin the
andin the countyof

[9th.] “That theaffidavitsdrawnaccordingtothe aboveform
anddatedby amagistrateto- besentby thesaidmagistrateto
the personor personsappointedby the state to receiveand
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recordthesameandthat a counterpartof theaffidavit bepre-
servedby theperson.taking it to beexhibitedto- suchpersons
asshallbeappointedby thestateto paytheinvalids.”

[SectionI.] (SectionIII. P. L.) Thereforebe it enactedand
it is herebyenactedby theRepresentativesof the Freemenof
theCommonwealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet
andby -theauthorityof thesame,That all suchofficers,soldiers
andseamenof thelatecontinentalarmyor navy,militia of this
stateorPennsylvaniaStatenavy,who duringthetime of -their
actual servicetherein,havebeenwounded,maimedor other-
wise disabledso asto preventtheir obtaining a livelihood by
their industry,shall during the-time of suchdisability be en-
titled to receivefrom this stateapensionproportionatethereto,
not to exceedin thecaseof anycommissionedofficer -thehalf of
thepayto which bewasentitledat the time of receivingsuch
disability and in the caseof any non-commissionedofficer or
private notto exceedthesumof five dollarspermonth.

[SectionII.] (SectionIV. P. L.) And be it furtherenacted
by theauthority aforesaid,Thatall and every personclaiming
thebenefitsof this actshallmakeapplicationto the orphans’
courtof thecountyin whichtheymayresideandin caseswhere
theapplicantmay not havegaineda residenceto theorphans’
courtof thatcounty,whichmaybemostconvenientto him, and
producesufficient and unequivocaltestimonyof the regiment,
battalion,company,corps,ship of waror othervesselin which
beserved,thetime ofreceivinghi~disability, -themanner,cause
andnaturethereof,and thesaid courtareherebyauthorizedto
sendfor and examinewitnessesupon oath touchingthe right
of everysuchapplicantand shall allow no claim without clue
prooffrom oneor morecommissionedofficersunderwhosecom-
mandthepersonapplying may haveservedat thetime of re-
ceivinghiswoundorotherdisability, from thesurgeonwho at-
tendedhim at thetime hewas so disabled,or from otherre-
spectableevidence,havingregardto thecasualtiesandremarks
notedupon the musterrolls of the regiment,battalion, com-
pany, corpsor crew, for that time duly authenticatedwhere
referencecan behad thereto.

[SectionIII.] (SectionV. P. L.) And be it furtherenacted
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by the authorityaforesaid,That wherethe saidcourt shall so
find thatthecaseof anysuchapplicantis within thetrueintent
andmeaningof this act theyshallgrant him a certificatesett-
ing forth his- name,age, rank, regiment,battalion,corps, ship
-or othervessel,thetime of receivinghi~woundsor otherdis-
abilities andthe naturethereofandalso.the pensionto which
theyhave adjudgedhim to be entitled accordingto this act.
Which certificateshallbe transmittedto andlodgedin theof-
fice of the comptroller-generalwho sh~Ucausefair returnsto
bemadeout thereofandfurnishedaccordingto the foregoing
directionsof the UnitedStatesin Congressandshallalsokeep
andtransmit a transcript of the same,placing the namesin
alphabeticalorder so as to preventthe samepersonfrom pro-
fiting by applyingto theorphans’courtof morethanonecounty.

[SectionIV.] (SectionVI. P. L.) And beit furtherenacted
by the authority aforesaid,That the said comptroller-general
shall quarterlyor oftenerif directedby thesupremeexecutive
council, report to saidcouncil the sum which may be dueto
-thosepersonsrespectively,who shallthereupondraworderson
the statetreasurerfor paymentthereofout of the moneysap-
propriatedto dischargethe requisitionsof the United States
within theyear.

[SectionV.] (SectionVII. P. L.) And beit furtherenacted
by the authority aforesaid,That no officer who hath accepted
and receivedthe commutationof his half pay for life shall be
entitled to receiveany benefitby virtue of this act unlesshe
shall first havedeliveredup his saidcommutationto someper-
son authorizedto receivethe same. And no officer applying
for the benefitof this act,who by the regulationsof Congress
hath beenentitled to the aforesaidcommutationshall be ad-
mitted thereuntountil he shall haveproducedfrom the pro-
perofficer of the UnitedStatesacertificatethathehatheither
not receivedthe saidcommutationor having receivedit that
he bath deliveredup the sameagain.

[SectionVI.] (SectionVIII. P.L.) Andbeit enactedby the
authorityaforesaid,Thatthe orphans’courtin theseveralcoun-
ties shall oncein everyyearor oftenerrevisetheir proceedings
herein, in orderto do justice andto the endthat wherethedis-
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abilitiesof pensionershavebeenremoved,lessenedor increased
theymaytakefurther orderthereinagreeableto this act and
whensoeverany of the said courtsshall reduceor lessenthe
pensionof anypersontheyshall forthwith transmitto thecomp-
troller-general’soffice a copy of their orderthat so the proper
-abatementsmaybemadein thepaymentof the pensions.

(Sectio-n IX. P. L.) Provided alwaysnevertheless,That no
personshall be admittedto the benefitsof -this act unlessbe

shall makeapplicationfor that purposeto the orphans’ court
within threeyearsfrom andafter thepublicationof this law.

[SectionVII.] (SectionX. P. L.) And be it further enacted
by -the authorityaforesaid,Thatthe supremeexecutivecouncil
shallandtheyareherebyauthorizedfrom timeto time to form
so many as they shall think prop-erof the invalids provided
[for] by thisact of suchasare capableof garrisonduty into a
corps to be employed in guarding the offices where public
recordsof the stateare kept, the military stores,or suchuses
as may be necessaryprovided that the numberso takeninto
serviceshallnot exceedtwo officersandtwenty-five menat any
onetime, a-ndthat the saidtroopsshall alsobe entitled to ra-
tions whilst so employedin addition to the pro-vision herein
before made,the said rations-to be contractedfor or supplied
by directionsfrom thesaid council.

~ection VIII.] (SectionXI. P. L.) And be it further en-
actedby the authority aforesaid,That if anyofficer or soldier
called upon by the supremeexecutivecouncil for the purpose
aforesaidshallneglector refuseto obeytheir directionsherein
such personso neglectingor refusing shall from thenceforth
forfeit all their right andclaim to the benefitsandprivileges
~o.fthisact.

[SectionIX.] (SectionXII. P.L.) And be it further enacted
by the authority aforesaid,That no officer, soldier, marineor
seamanwhoreceiveshis pensionin this state,shall sell, assign
or otherwisealienatehis right to hissaidpensionto anyperson
or personswhatsoever,exceptit be for the maintainingsuch
pensionerduring life, or as long as heshall receivethat pen-
sion,andall contractsfor maintainingduringlife, or duringthe
timethepensionlasts,shallbe madein thepresenceof two jus-
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ticesof thepeaceand securitygiven to their satisfaction,and
thatthepersonor personswho shallpresumeto makesuchpur-
chaseexceptasin the casebefore exceptedbeing legally con-
victed thereofin anycourt of generalquartersessionsof the
peaceof thisstateor in the supremecourtof this stateshallfor-
feit andp•~yasumequalto the sumwhich hehathpaidor con-
tractedto payfor s-uchpensionsto anypersonwhowill sueor
prosecutefor the same.

[SectionX.] (SectionXIII. P.L.) And beit furtherenacted
by theauthorityaforesaid,Thatevery actandregulationhere-
tofore madefor granting andpayingpens-ionsto disabledof-
ficers, non-commissionedofficers,privates,marinesandseamen,
be from henceforth’andthe sameareherebyrepealed.
