OHAPTER MOOX.

AN ACT FOR THE RELIEF OF SUCH OFFICERSLATE OF THE STATE
NAVY AS WERE MADE PRISONERSOF WAR PREVIOUS TO THE DE-
RANGEMENT IN THE YEAR ONE THOUSAND SEVEN HUNDRED AND
SEVENTY-EIGHT AND WERE AFTERWARDS HONORABLY DIS-
CHARGED, AND OF THE WIDOWS AND CHILDREN OF THOSE OFFIC-
ERSWHO DIED DURING THEIR CAPTIVITY.

(SectionI. P.L.) Whereasby anactof the assemblypassed
theeighthdayof April last, diversofficersof thestatewho were
deranged,in theyearone’ thousandsevenhundredan~seventy-
eight areentitled to their depre[ciation] of their pay:

And whereasit is just andreasonablethat suchofficers who
were madeprisonersof war previousto the saidderangement
andafterwardswere honorablydischarged,andthe widows or
childrenof suchofficerswho diedduringtheir captivity should
be entitled to• havethe depreciationof their payaccountsset-
tled andadjusted.

OHAPTER MOOXI.

A SUPPLEMENTTO THE ACT ENTITLED “AN ACT TO REGULATE ‘~HB

FISHERIES IN THE RIVER SCHUYLKILL.” 1

petitionsfrom a considerablenumberof freeholdersandothers,
proprietorsof andinterestedin the shadfisheriesin the river
Schuylkill that by the operationof the aboverecitedactpassed
the twenty-eighthday of March last theyare deprivedof cer-
tain privilegeswhich theyheldunderformer laws for theregil-
lating of the fisheriesin the saidriver, first by being prevented
from fishing on Friday nights andSaturdays,andsecondlyby
allowing the shadfishingto becarriedon so late in the season
in the upperpartsof the saidriver to the manifestdestruction
of the breedof fish:
