(SectionVI. P. L.) Providedalways, That if any personor
personsshallapprehendhim or themselvesaggrievedbythede-
terminationof any justice of the peacein consequenceof this
actor of ‘the act to whichthis is asupplement,heor theyshall
havea right to appealfrom the judgmentof the said justice
to thenextcourt of quartersessionsof the propercounty,and
if the defendantseecauseof trial by jury, upon conditionthat
he or theygivesecurityto prosecutethe sameeffect:

(Section1711. P. L.) And provided also,That no appealbe
allowedunlessthe samebemadewithin six daysafter suchde-
termination.

[Section IV.] (SectionVIII. P. L.) And be it further en-
acted by the authority aforesaid,That so much of the saidre-
cited act to whichthis is a supplementasis herebyalteredor
amended,andno more is herebyrepealedandmadenull and
void.

OHAPTERMOOXII.

AN ACT TO PROVIDE FOR THE PA)~MENTOF THE PRINCIPAL AND
INTEREST OF SUCH {OF THE] BILLS EMITTED PURSUANT TO RE.
SOLUTION OF CONGRESSOF THE EIGHTEENTH DAY OF MARCH ONE
THOUSAND SEVEN HUNDRED AND EIGHTY AND AN ACT OF THE
LEGISLATURE OF THIS STATE OF JUNE FIRST ONE THOUSAND
SEVEN HUNDRED AND EIGHTY AS SHALL REMAIN UNREDEEMED
ON THE THIRTY-FIRST DAY OF DECEMBER ONE THOUSAND SEVEN
HUNDRED AND EIGHTY-SIX.

(SectionI. P. L.) Whereasit is declaredin andby an act
passedthe first dayof June,one thousandsevenhundredand
eighty, entitled “An act for funding andredeemingthe bills
of credit of the United Statesof America andfor providing
meansto bring thepresentwar to ahappyconclusion,”1thatthe
bills theredirectedto bestruckandissuedshall entitlethepos-
sessorto receivethe full amountthereofbothprincipal andin.
‘terest in specieby the thirty-first day of December,onethou-
sandsevenhundredandeighty-six:
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And whereasnotwithstandingthe proportionthereof wlEiich
hathbeenredemedandthe provisionalreadymadefor the ~fur-
ther redemptionthereofbeforethe saidbills shallbecomedue
and payable,yet it is highly probablethat a part will not be
soredeemed,andit is necessary,right andjust that theLegis-
lature should provide for preservingthe faith of the state
pledgedas aforesaid:

Therefore;
[SectionI.] (SectionII. P.L.) Be it enacted,andit is hereby

enactedby theRepresentativesof the Freemenof theOommon-
wealth of Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet andby the
authorityof the same,That from andafter the thirty-first day
of December,one thousandsevenhundredandeighty-six, the
statetreasurershalland he is herebyauthorizedanddirected
to receivethe saidbills emittedagreeablyto theactaforesaid
from the holdersthereofandto paythemrespectivelyin specie
or thebills of credit of this statelast emittedfor the amount
of the principal of the bills so receivedandthe interestthere-
uponuntil theyshallhavebecomedueandthat so muchof the
principal andinterestof the mortgagesof the onehundredand
fifty thousandpoundsloan office erectedby the actof assem-
bly passedthe twenty-sixth day of February,one thousand
seven hundred and seventy-threeas may be necessaryand
herebyis appropriatedfor thepurposeof paying [of] the said
bills.

(SectionIII. P. L.) Providednevertheless,That nonepf the
aforesaidbills shallbe redeemed,unlessthe samebeproduced
to thetreasurerof this stateon or beforethe first day of Janu-
ary which will be in the yearof our Lord onethousandseven
hundredandeightyandnine.

[SectionIL] (SectionIV. P.L.) Beit furtherenactedby the
authority aforesaid,Thatthe treasurerof thisstateshall once
in everymonthduring oneyearimmediatelyprecedingthefirst
dayof Januarypublish the substanceof theforegoingproviso
andthe limitation therein containedin two or more of the
newspapersof this state.
