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And whereas it is the duty of the legislature as much as pos-
sible to diminish the burden of the good citizens of this state:

Therefore;

[Section 1.] (Section I1. P. L.) Beit enacted and it is hereby
enacted by the Representatives of the Freemen of the Com-
monwealth of Pennsylvania in General Assembly met and by
the authority of the same, That so much of the act aforesaid
and no more as relates to the raising, levying and discharging
the last four annual taxes therein directed to be paid shall be
and the same is hereby repealed, annulled and declared to be

void, anything contained in the said act to the contrary not-
withstanding.

(Section I. P. L.) Whereas by the said suspending law it i8
recited that a general dissatisfaction and uneasiness did pre-
vail and subsist’among the good people of the county of Chester
with the said act and the intended removal of the seat of jus-
tice from the borough of Chester to the Turk’s Head in Goshen
township in the same county: -

And whereas it appears from a variety of petitions, remon-
strances and memorials presented to and laid before the present
house of Assembly that a great part of the good people of said
county are much dissatisfied with the courts of justice remain-

AMPTON TO WYOMING IN THE COUNTY OF NORTHUMBERLAND AND
FOR OTHER PURPOSES THEREIN MENTIONED.

(Section I. P. L) Whereas the making and maintaining of
highways and roads between the several parts of this common-
wealth is of the greatest importance to the intercourse and com-
merce thereof, and to the due administration of justice therein:

And whereas no highway hath been heretofore laid out by
public authority between the northern inhabitated parts of
Northampton county and the settlement at Wyoming on the
river Susquehanna in the county of Northumberland, and it is
highly expedient that such highway should be laid out and es-
tablished:
