OF NATHANIEL TAYLOR IN A CERTAIN MESSUAGEAND TRACT OF
LAND IN ALLEN TOWNSHIP IN THE COUNTY OF NORTHAMPTON.

(SectionI. P.L.) Whereasit hasbeenrepresentedto this
generalassemblythat a certainNathanielTaylor, lateof Allen
townshipin flie countyof Northampton,yeoman,’deceased,was
in his lifetime seizedin his demesneasof feeof a certainmes-

CHAPTERMCCXXI.

AN ACT TO EMPOWER THE 3USTICES OF THE SUPREME COURT TO
SUPPLY DEFECTS IN THE TITLES TO LANDS OCCASIONED BY THE
LOSS OF DEEDS OR WRITINGS RESPECTINGTHE SAME OR WHERE
THEY HAVE BEEN DEFACED OR RENDERED ILLEGIBLE BY TIME
OR ACCIDENT.

(Section I. P. L.) Whereasmany personshave lost their
deeds,conveyancesand writings relating to tl~eirlands,tene-
ments,hereditamentsandpossessionswithin this state,particTh
