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CHAPTER MCOXLIII.

AN ACT TO EMPOWER AND DIRECT ANN MCFARREN, JOHN AGNEW
AND WILLIAM MCCLEAN ADMINISTRATORS OF ALL AND SINGULAR
THE GOODS AND CHATTELS, RIGHTS AND CREDITS WHICH WERE
OF AMOS MoGINLEY, DECEASED, TO CONVEY CERTAIN LANDS IN
HAMILTON’S BANN AND CUMBERLAND TOWNSHIPS IN t~GRK
COUNTY TO SUNDRY PERSONS FOR WHOM THE SAID AMOS Mc-
GINLEY WAS TRUSTEEAND TO VEST THE SAME IN THE GRANTEES.

(SectionI. P.L.) Whereasin theyearof onr Lord onethom.
sandsevenhundredand forty-oneJamesMcGinley, Archibald
Baird, John Withro-w and JeremiahLockry contractedwith
CharlesCarol, Esquire, for the purchaseof a certaintract of
land called Carol’s Delight, then supposedto be in Frederick
countyMarylandbut which by the runningof theline between
PennsylvaniaandMarylandis situatedin Hamilton’sBannand
Cumberlandtownshipsin the said countyof York, containing
five thousandacresbe the samemoreor less:

And whereasthe saidCharlesCarol by the sameagreement
was not obliged to convey anypart of the premisesuntil the
Whole of the purchasemoneywaspaid but the saidpurchasers
having divided the said land into several lots and sold the
greaterpart of them andmostof the underpurchasershaving
paid the said CharlesCarrol or the said first purchasersfor
their respectiveshares,the saidCharlesCarrol conveyed(by
the consentof all the contractingparties)the sharesof such
underpurchasersashadso paid in fee; but therebeing at the
time when CharlesCarrol executedsaid respectivedeedsone
hundred and ninety pounds sterling due by David Blytbe,
Moses McClean,William Waugh,JamesBrice, JohnMaginley
andJamesStephenson,or thoseunderwhomtheyclaim. And
for which sumof moneyacertainAmos McGinleyandthe said
William Withrow gavetheir Joint and severalbondsto the
saidCharlesCarrol:

And whereasthe said CharlesCarrol by his deedbearing
date the twentiethday of Decemberin the yearof our Lord
one thousandsevenhundredandseventyfor andin considera-
tion of thesum of five poundssterling to him in handpaidby

the saidAmos McGinley, conveyedto the saidAmos McGinley
andhis heirsandassignsaswell thepurpartandshareof the
saidAmos in thelandaforesaidasthepartsthereofwhich hath
beencontractedandpaid for by the saidDavid Blythe, Moses
McOlean, William Waugh, JamesBrice, JohnMcGinley and
JamesStephensonor thoseunder whomthey claimedandfor
whom the nameof the saidAmos McGinley was usedin trust
for thererespectiveshareandthe saidAmos was to havecon-
veyed to them accordingly:

And whereasthe saidAmos afterwardsdied intestatewith-
out having executedany conveyancesor releasesto the said
David Blythe, MosesMcOlean,William Waugh, JamesBrice,
JohnMaginley andJamesStephensonor any or eitherof them:

And whereasafter the deathof the said Amos McGinley
administration of all and singular the goods and chattels,
rights and creditswhich were of the saidAmos McGinley, de-
ceased,at thetime of hisdeath,in dueform of [law] wascom-
mitted to Ann, the widow of saidintestate(sinceintermarrTed
with Samuel McFarren) and John Agnew and William Mc-
Clean:

An whereasthe said Amos McGinley left lawful issueto
survive him, to wit: JamesMcGinley, his eldestson, now of
full age, andHanceMcGinley, TeniperanceMcGinley, Samuel
McGinley, Amos McGinleyandSarahMcGinley, who areunder
age:

And whereasthe saidDavid Blythe, Mos.e~McOlean,William
Wäugh,JamesBrice, JohnMaginley and JamesStephenson,
havepresentedtheir petition and prayedthat a law may be
enactedto direct and oblige the said Ann McFarren, John
Agnew and William McClean or anytwo of them or the sur-
vivor or survivorsof themto execute,deliver andacknowledge
such deedanddeeds,conveyanceandconveyancesto the said
peUtioners respectivelyin fee for their respectivesharesor
lotsof the saidlandon paymentof their partsof saidpurchase
moneywhich werenot paidto saidAmos McGinley asthe said
Amos McGinley in his life timecouldor ought to havedone:

An whereasit hath beenrepresentedby the said Ann Mc-
Farren,JohnAgnewandWilliam McClean, administratorsas
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aforesaid, and by William Waugh and Andrew Hart, the
guardiansof the said minor children, and also by the said
JamesMcGinley, the son of said intestate,that the facts as
before statedare just and true andhave recommendedthat
theprayer of the saidpetition shouldbe allowed:

And whereasit is highly reasonableand proper that in
sucha caseprovision should be madeandrelief [be] granted
bylaw:

Therefore:
[SectionI.] (SectionII. P.L.) Be it enactedandit is hereby

enactedby theRepresentativesof theFreemenof the Oommon-
wealthof Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymetandbytheau
thority. of the same,Thatthe saidAnn McFarren,JohnAgnew
andWilliam McOlean or any two of them or the survivor of
thembe andthey areherebydirected,authorizedandempow-
ered (upon the said David Blythe, Moses McClean, William
Waugh,JamesBrice, JohnMaginley andJamesStephensonre-
spectivelypayinganddischarginganyarrearageswhichmaybe
duebythemrespectivelytotheadministratorsof thesaidAmos
McGinley of, for or concerningtheir respectivelots andparts
of the said land accordingto the true intent and meaning
of their respectivepurchasesby proper deedswell and truly
to be executed,deliveredandacknowledgedto convey to the
said David Blythe, Moses McOlean, William Waugh, James
i3rice, John Maginley andJamesStephensonrespectively,in
fee, their severalandrespectivesharesandlotsof the saidland
accordingto the proportionsof the severalpurchasesandcon-
tracts of the said David Blythe, Moses McOlean, William
Waugh,JamesBrice, JohnMaginley andJamesStephenson.

[Section II.] (SectionIII. P.L.) And be it further enacted
by theauthorityaforesaid,That.upon the executionanddeliv-
ery of the saiddeedsrespectivelyby the saidAnn MeFarren,
JohnAgnew andWilliam McOleanor anytwo of them or the

Survivorof themto thesaidDavidBlythe, MosesMcOlean,Wil-
11amWaugh,JamesBrice, JohnMaginley andJamesSteph’eff~
sonrespectivelyfor their severalandrespectivepartsandlots
o1~the said land in manneraforesaid, that they the said
David Blythe, MosesMcOlean,William Waugh,JamesBrice,
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John Maginley andJamesStephensonshall be severallyand
respectivelyseizedin fee of their said several lots and parts
of the saidlandin asfull andamplemannerasif the samehad
beenconveyedby the saidAmos McGinley in his lifetime.

CHAPTER MCCXLIV.

AN ACT FOR ERECTING THE NORTHERN PART OF THE COUNTY OF
NORTHUMBERLAND INTO A SEPARATE COUNTY.

(Section I. P.L.) Whereasmany of the inhabitantsof the
northernpart of the countyof Northumberlandhaveby their
petition to the generalassemblyof this staterepresentedthe
inconvenienceswhich they are subject to by the largeextent
of the said countyof Northumberlandandthe greatdistance
which the saidpetitionersdwell from the countytown where
the courtsof justice andthe public officesof the samecounty
areheld andkept:

For remedywhereof:
[SectionI.] (SectionII. P.L.) Be it enactedandit is hereby

enactedby theRepresentativesof theFreemenof theCommon-
wealth of Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet andby the
authority of the same,That all and singularthe lands lying
within that part of the county of Northumberlandwhich lie
within the boundsand limits hereinafter describedshall be
erectedinto aseparatecounty. Thatis to say:Beginningatthe
mouth of Nescopeckcreekandrunning alongthe south bank
thereof eastwardto the headof said creek,from thencea due
eastcourseto the headbranchof Lehigh creek,thenalongthe
eastbankof saidLehigh creekto theheadthereof,from thence
a due north courseto the northern boundaryof the state,
thencewestwardalong the said boundarytill it crossesthe
eastbranchof Susquehanna,andthenalongthe saidnorthern
boundaryfifteen miles west of the said river Susquehanna,
thenceby astraightline to the headof Towandacreek,thence
