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CHAPTERMCCLXIX.

AN ACT TO ENABLE THE COMMITTEE OF THE ESTATE OF JOHN VAN-
DEREN (WHO IS NON COMPOS MENTIS) TO SELL AND CONVEY
SOME PARTS OF HIS REAL AND PERSONAL ESTATE FOR THE PAY-
MENT OF SOME OF HIS DEBTS, TO MORTGAGE OTHER PARTS OF HIS
REAL ESTATE TO SECURETHE PAYMENT OF OTHERS OF HIS DEBTS,
TO LEASE FOR A TERM OF YEARS PARTS OF HIS REAL ESTATE AND
FOR OTHER PURPOSESTHEREIN MENTIONED.

(SectionI. P.L.) Whereasby virtue of a commissionissued
out of thecountycourtof commonpleasof thecounty of Phila-
delphia, agreeablyto the twenty-fourthsectionof the consti-
tutioii of this commonwealthand testedthetwentiethdayof
Novemberlast, it wasin duecourseof law found that thesaid
JohnVanderenwason theseconddayof thisinstantDecember
non~composmentis, and hasbeenso f?r the spaceof three
monthsthenlastpast,andupward~asby theinquisitionthere-
upontakenthesaidseconddayof Decemberandotherproceed-
ingsrem~inin.gof recordin theoffice of theprothonotariyof the
saidcountyfully appears,by which proceedingsit alsoappears
thatRobertTowers,JohnDonaldson,OwenJones,theyounger,
and CalebOarmale,all of the city of Philadelphiawere ap-
pointedby the said courta committeeof theestateof thesaid
JohnVanderen:

And whereasthe said John Vanderenis ssized in fee of
divers real estatein the severalcountriesPhiladelphia,Bed-
ford, Westmoreland,Washington,Fayette,Northamptonand
Northumberlandasappearsby thesaidinquisition:

And whereasthesaidJohnVanderenis indebtedto sundry
personsin divers sumsof money beyond the amount of his
personalestateandit is justthat suchof hi~creditorsasinsist
on having their money ~h~uidbe paid and that all his other
creditorswho arewilling to give time for thepayme~itof the
principal owing to them respectively should be securedby
mortgageor otherwiseandthat fundsshouldbe providedfor
the payment of the interest thereof and also for the com-
fortablesupportof thesaidJohnVancleren,hiswife andminor
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children andfor theeducationof suchminor childrenandalso
for the paymentof taxesdue andto becomedueon his estate
andfor patentingsuchof his landsasareyet to bepatented:

And whereasthesaid committeehaveno powerwithoutthe
aid of thelegislatureto sell,mortgageor encumberanypart of
the estateof the said John: Vanderen,nor can they without
suchaid grantdurableleasesof anypart of thesaidestateand
it will be advantageousto the said estatethat suchpowers
[should] be given to the said committeeunderproper regu-
lations asthe said committeehaveset forth in their petition
forthosepurposespresentedto this house,andthishousebeing
satis~fl~edwith thetruth of thefactsand of theexpediencyand
necessityof grantingthepowersto thesaid committeewhich
theypray for by thesaid petition:

[SectionI.] (SectionII. P.L.) Be it enactedandit is hereby
enactedby theRepresentativesof theFreemnof theCommon-
wealth of Pennsylvaniain GeneralAssemblymet and by the
authorityof the same,Thatit shall andmaybelawful for the
said committeeor a majority of them and they are hereby
empoweredby andwith theconsentof the chiefjusticeof the
supremecourtandthepresidentof thecountycourt of common
pleasof Philadelphiacountyto be testifiedby their signature
aswitnessesto the deeds,to grant, bargain)sell, convey and
assuresuchpartsof therealestateof thesaidJohnVandereil
as shall be necessaryfor the paymentof suchof his debts aS
shall from time to time be demandedand to paythe interest
of his otherdebtsandforthedecentandcomfortablesupportof
thesaidJohnVanderen,hiswife andminor childrenandforthe
educationof suchminor children and for patentingsuchof
his lands asthe committeeby the consentaforesaidtestified
under the handsof the chief justice and presidentaforesaid
shall thiuk properto patent,so far only asthe fundsherein
aftermentionedandthedebtsowing to thesaidJohnVanderen
and which the said committeeshall recoverand secureshall
be deficient for thesepurposes.

[Section IL] (SectionIII, P. L.) And be further enacted
by theauthorityaforesaid,Thatit shalland maybe lawful for
thesaidcommitteeandfor amajority of then~by andwith the
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consentof the chief justiceandpresidentaforesaid,to mortg-
agesuchpartsof the real estateof the saidJohnVanderenas
shallbe sufficientandnecessaryto securethepaymentof such
debtsasarenot or shallnot beimmediatelydemanded.

[SectionIII.] (Section IV, P. L..) And be it further en-
actedby theauthorityaforesaid,Thatit shallandmaybe law-
ful to andfor the saidcommitteeandfor a majority of them
by andwith the consentof the chiefjusticeandpresidentafore-
said to leaseany part or parts or the whole of the said real
estateon suchrentsandtermsandfor suchaterm or termsof
yearsasshallappearto thesaidcommitteewith the consentof
the chief justiceandthepresidentof the saidcourt to bemost
for theadvantageof the saidestate:

Providedu~evertheless,That the saidterm or termsshallnot
be longer thanuntil the first day of July which.will be in the
yearof our Lord one thousandsevenhundredandninety, on
which dayandyeartheyoungestsonof thesaidJohnVanderen
will betwenty-oneyearsof ageandif thesaidleasesshallcease
beforethedayaforesaidthe rentshallbeapportioned:

Provided also~That if the saidJohn Vanderenshould die
before the expiration of the said term, the respectiveleases
shallceasein six monthsthereafterunlessthe executorsor ad-
ministrators of the said John Vanderen.should choosethat
they shouldcontinueandin caseanyof theleasesshouldcease
asaforesaidit shallandmaybe lawful for the tenantsrespec-
tively to receivethebenefitof theproduceof thesoil whichmay
at the endof the saidsix monthsbe in or on thegroundin the
samemannerasif theleasehadcontinued.

[SectionIV.] (SectionV, P. L.) And be it furtherenacted
by theauthorityaforesaid,That it shallandmay belawful for
the saidcommitteeandfor a majority of them with theconsent
of the presidentof the court of common.pleasaforesaidto sell
suchparts andso much of thegoodsand chattelsof the said
JohnVanderenashis wife shall think canbe disposedof soas
to keepasmuchof thesaidgoodsandchattelsasshallbeneces-
saryfor the useof the saidJohnVanderen,hiswife andminor
children.

(SectionVI, P. L.) And whereasthe saidJohnVanderenis
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entitled to partof thesaidrealestateby warrantsor locations
on which patentshavenotyet beenobtained:

[SectionV.] Be it thereforeenactedby theauthorityafore-
said,Thatit shall and may be lawful to and for thesaid com-
mittee, andto andfor a ñiajority bt themby andwith thecon-
sentof the chief justice andthe presidentof the court afore
said, to takepatentsfor the said landsfrom time to time as
they maybeenabledin thenameandfor theuseof JohnVan-
deren,his heirs and assignsforever./

[Section VI.] (SectionVII, P. L.) And be it further en-
actedby theauthorityaforesaid,Thatit shall andmaybe law-
ful to andfor thesaidcommitteeandtheyareherebyempower-
ed andrequiredto applythemoneyswhich theyshall from time
to time receivefrom the said salesand thesaidrentsandthe
debtsowIng to the said JohnVanderenwhich‘they shall re-
cover and receive, for and towardsthe paymentof the just
debtsdueby the said JohnVanderen~tudfor the decentsup-
port of the said JohnVanderen,his wife andminor children
andfor otherpurposes[aforesaid].

[SectionVII.] (SectionVIII, P. L.) And be it further en-
actedby theauthorityaforesaid,ThatthesaidcOmmitteeshall
andtheyareherebyrequiredto settletheir accountsfrom time
to time of all moneyswhich theyshall receiveby virtueof this
act in like mannerassuchcommitteesare by law obliged to
settletheir accounts.
